CoTTOJt The Cotton market during the past

week has been almost entirely nominal. The
unfavorable Liverpool and Northern telegrams
has caused a dull disposition on the part of buy-
ers, and sellers do not care to realize unless at
previous week quotations, when in fact the mar-
ket quotations to-da- y are off 1 ully cent. The
receipts are very small and tho stock Is light,
and is gradually being reduced by shipments.
The stock held by receivers is small, the bulk
being in second hands is not offering sale, but is
held for shipment. The receipts at all the ports
for the week have reached 18,513 bales against
26,512 bales last week, 38,931 bales the previous
week, and 35,153 bales three weeks since, mak-
ing tho total receipts since th first of Septem-
ber, 1871, 2,683,20 bales against 2,623,373 bales
for the same period of 1870-7- 1, showing a de-

crease since September 1, this year, of 1,C40,104
bale.

The exports for the week reach a total of 33,-02-2

bales, of which 24,252 were to Great Britain,
2,668 to France, and 6,102 to rest of the Conti-
nent, while the stocks as made up are now 33,-0- 22

bale. The following sales comprise the
week's business : 20 bales at 21 cents, and 55
do. at 21 11-1- cents. Wo quote as follows :
