soi:s wore feerioHSly wounded and five '

ethers badly huit. As soon as the news
reached the city, a special train was dis-

patched to the scene of the accident, hav-

ing on board for the relief of the sufTerers,

Drs. W. G. & G. G. Thomas and T. F.
Wood. This train, however, met ths ex- -

press train, which left Wilmington that
morning, returning with the wounded and i

other passengers, arriving here at 1 p. in.
The following are the particulars attend-
ing the accident :

When the train leaving Wilmington for

Columbia ct G:G0 p. in. Wednesday, met
tho train from Columbia for Wilmington
at the usual passing station, Flemington,
Capt. Gilbert of the train from Columbia
reported that ho had met with an accident
about 5 o'clock that afternoon at a point
about 2 miles this side of Marion, (So

miles from Wilmington,) by which his first
and second class cars were thrown from
the track and there obstructed the road.
This accidcut was caused by the malicious
removal of a rail from the track ; but for-

tunately none of the passengers -- ere in-

jured. By transferring his passengers to
the baggage car, Capt. Gilbert proceeded
on to Wilmington, and was thus enabled
to make his connection, though he was
compelled to leave the track obstructed.

Tho Columbia bound train then pro-

ceeded along to the point of obstruction,
where it awaited the coming of the train
from Columbia for Wilmington. When
tho two met, a reciprocal transfer of the
passengers was effected and the lespective
trains put bac'.t for Wilmington and Colum-

bia. 1 he train returning this way then
fell under the charge cf Capt. Jos. N. Bow-de- n,

who caused the cars to be so shifted
as to throw the two sleeping cars and the
1st and 2d class coaches iu the rear; but
there being no turn-tabl- a at hand, the en-

gine was compelled to proceed tender in

front. When within about 1 mile of

Grist'e Depot, and running at the rate of
about 15 or IS miles an hour, the accident
occurred. The tender was first thrown
entirely from the track, dragging the en-

gine, which lay upon the track crosswise,
and the baggage car was thrown ofT and
badly damaged. But the principal wreck
was that of the first and second class
coaches. The first class ccach was hurled
upon the rear end of the second class car,
which had been partially thrown from tho

track, with such force that the secnd
clas3 car pierced the ether coach diagonally

nearly the whole length of the car. No
one in the second class coach was injured,
though the roof wis literally torn off.

Fortunately tho greater portion of the pas-

sengers were iu the sleeping cars, but
there were several in the first class coach

who were hemmed in by the rubbish or

thrown through the sides of tha car into a
ditch bordering tha track. One negro
woman, though slightly injaid, was placed

in a most perilous position, uemg taiien up
and caught by her leg and clothing at tha
tep of the car, and then suspended head
downwaids. Though she was supported
by the train hands and tl.o.Te assisting, it
was some time before she could lx extri-

cated.
The wounded are the engineer and fire-

men, and two white raid thres colored
passengers. The following is the list, with
a description of injuries :

Messrs. Riekstraw and XJiscboff were

attention. In neither case was amputation
necessary.
