Theie are some details to be gone into yet
which leaves the certainty of the transac-
tion in some doubt. AVe will hear more
by next week. Asheville Citizen.

The Amnesty Kill.

amnesty bill as it passed the Senate :

An act to remove all political disabilities
imposed by the fourteenth article of the
amendments of the Constitution of the
United States.
Be it enacted by the Senate and Jlouse

of Representative of the United States of
America in Congress assembled (tico thirds
of each House concurring therein) That all
political disabilities imposed by the third
section of the 14th article of the amend-
ments of the Constitution of the United
States are hereby removed from all persons
whomooever, except Senators and Repre-
sentatives of the 30th and 37th Congresses,
officers in the judicial, military and naval
service of the United States, heads of De-
partments and Foreign Ministers of the
United States.

The bill having already passed tha House
now awaits the signature of the President.

If he
had any self-regar- d at the outset he would
think very little of himself by the time he
got through with himself.

I am one of the people I might say, one
of the boys. I came up from obscurity,
and I have brought up a good deal of ob-

scurity with me. I never had any politics
or much else. I am "Liberal" to a fault,
and ready to receive votes lrom any quar- - i

ter, although 1 am not ready to give quar-
ters tor any votes.

As for a platform, suit yourselves, gen-
tlemen. The lecture platform would pro-
bably suit me as well as any other. Hav-
ing taood upon nearly every platform in the
West, it would be hard for you to get up
one I could not stand on. In the absence
ofaplatfoim give me four acres, and I'll
"stand" on that.

I am the special friend of the laboring
man. o om; nkes to see a man woik bet-
ter than I do. in fact, I had rather see a
man work than woik myself. I am not
only averse to working more than eight
hours, but I am opposed to working a sin-
gle hour ! I shan't even work for my ele-

vation, leaving that for the men who want
the office.

I am in favor of paying the national debt.
It is, in fact, the only debt I am in favor of
paying; and rather than not see it paid
during my administration, I will pay it out
of my own pocket.

In the matter of civil service reform, 1

intend to do the civil thing by the nation
if the nation does the civil thing by me.
Being civil is so rare a condition now-a-Ja- vs

in the varied walks of life (to say
nothing about the runs) that reform
urgently called for.

Retrenchment u my motto. If you can't
put a retrenchment plank in the platform
put in a board. I am ready to work with-
out any salary, but 1 shall insist upon my
board.

1 am rather inclined to free trade, pre-
ferring to feel free to trade wherever I
j'lease; but if a tariff plank is necessary to
my election, put it in. I shall not get, on
a tariff if I ain't elected.

Pledge me as .strong as you pleasa to the
temperance men. The temperance pledge
won't hurt me one bit.

No relative shall hold office, no matter
whose relation he may be. I shall appoint
none but old bachelors, childless widows
and orphans. Any man who has a relation
in tLe world need not apply for an otlice
under my administration. I have a few
relatives ofmy own holding office now, but
they shall be promptly kicked oui, as soon
as I am elected. One brother-in-la- w has a
little coal office on the river. He must give
ic up. A third couain on my neighbor's
side drinks too much occasionally and gets
office foot. 1 shall give him notice to quit.
Another relative has a hankering afier
George Ellis' "office." It won't do him
any gocd. You see I am determined to
reduce the "relative" expenses of the gov-
ernment.

I engage not to accept any gift, unless it
be the highest otlice in the gifl of the peo-
ple. If 1 am ever called " our present chiel
magistrate,'' it won't be a chief magistrate
of presents. Not being a man of command-
ing presence anyhow, there would probably
be few presents that I could command.
What few natural gifts I may have, how-
ever, I shall endeavor to retain. They are
not worth making any fuss about.

I am not only in favor of woman's rights,
but of women's rights and lefts. 1 am in
favor of women voting, provided they vote
for me. I see no reason why n woman
should not hold office, except, perhaps, the
difficulty of getting hold of it. Nor should
there be any bar to a woman's accumula-
ting property and supporting the family if
she wants to.

I may be asked how I would treat the
Indians. 1 wouldn't "treat" them at all.
They have been treated too much and too
often. My private opinion, however, is,
that it will be a treat when there isn't an
Injun left.

I stand by the old constitution that has
been tried. Few men have tried their con-
stitution more than I have tried mine. I
accept the amendments, everyone of them.
AVheu it comes to amends, 1 am ready to
shout "amen" as loud as anybody.

I understand there is an ambitious man
named George Francis Train, who aspires
to b j President on his promise to f;ee Ire-
land. I engage not only to free Ireland,
but to make Irish whiskey free in the bar-
gain. 1 shall at least be able to tie George
Francis in the popular vote, unless one or
the other of us is kept away from the polls.
Hang it, I believe 1 could tie the Daven- -

i port Brothers !

1 snail inaugurate a wiioiesalc emanci-
pation business as soon as I am inaugu-
rated. No goods retailed at the White
House when I am President. I engage to
emancipate women from the thraldom of
fashion, to give the "toys' their rights, and
abolish the custom which excludes chil-
dren in arms from the elevating ami puri-
fying infiuences of the theatre. I hvc
pledged myself to free Ireland and to free
postage; to free housekeepers from the
tyranny of servant giils, tree pews, free
passes, and freebooters. To free soil, to
free tickets to shows, free diinks, free
press, and 'J. N." Free. I trust 1 am not
making myself too free.

Salisbury IVe.tcJunm;

The Nw Y'ork Journal of Commerce,
that seldom fails to hit the mark when it
makes a political shut, yesterday dis-

coursed in this sensible manner, upon the
recent action of the Radicals in Congress,
in reference to the suspension of the ha-

beas corpus :

If the bill to extend the habeas corpus
suspension act does not closely relate to
Presidential manceuvering at the South,
then the Senate speeches mislead us. The
known partisans of Grant are those who
support the bill, and they do it in lan-
guage of feigned earnestneM or fury.

Nothing whatever appears in the present
conduct of the Southern people to warrant
the hot harangues of Senator Scott and
others demanding that the I"resident be re-clot-

with the power of suspending this
bulwark of liberty. The whole South is as
quiet as a bowl ot milk. AVe have not read
an authenticated account of Ku-Kluxi- ng in
that section for many months now ; and as
for scenes of ordinary mob violence, the
North and the AVest are much more noto-
rious than the South in record days. AVe
may be sure that if Scott and the rest could
fasten on a late instance of Ku-Klu- x law-
lessness, they would not fail to parade it in
their speeches. But they do nothing of the
kind. They refer all the lime to events
that happened many months or a year or
two ago, and now passed into the stale his-
tory of Congressional Committee reports.
All their referencees to the need of martial
law are in the past tense, as they must be
to escape the charge of falsehood,
of which any one couid be easily
convicted who should assert that
the South is not to-d- ay as orderly
and worthy to be released from mil-
itary grip as any part of the country. Gen-
eral Butler, fey his motion in the House,
wanted to keep the suspension in force by
the trick of taking a recess to the last
Thursday of November, instead of adjourn-
ing sine die. Thus the Suspension act,
which terminates with the present session,
would be continued in force until after the
Presidential election. The motive of But-
ler's motion was plain. The House did
not adopt it, but decided to adjourn sine
die June 3, although it may agree with the
Senate in legalizing the proposed extension
of the Suspension act long enough to cover
Presidential exigencies at the South. If
the Administration thinks it can make any
political capital by reviving this harsh and
entirely needless measure, it is vry much
mistaken. The day for that has gone by ;

and this might be learned, if these partisans
were not so blind and deaf, from the waving
of flags and shouts of approval which greet
the cry of "amnesty" all over the country.

The South
Gr.viuallv the eves of the North are

being opened to the true condition of the
South. The visit of Mr. Greeley to Texas
is likely to bear good fruit. In traveling
through the Southern States the editor of the
Tribune saw how the people were robbed
in the name of the great Republican party,
and he had the courage to denounce the
robbery. Other men of influence in the
North were induced to look at the question
with impartial eyes, and the more they
looked 1he more they were astounded at
the misgovernment of the South. The
Nation, a Republican journal, wants to
know wnat service the carpet-bagge- rs

"have rendered the country that we should
grant them the monopoly of robbing the
rebels." The question is as pertinent as it
is difficult to answer. The Rev. Henry
Ward Eeecher now comes to the front
with an earnest plea for the South. In the
last number of the Christian Union he
reviews the vhcl matter ably and dis-passi- oi

aiciy. 1 --oints out how the South
was ex b lifted : . ue war, how it yielded
as a i :t , : !s iii.su exhaustion. On the
heel t.; ruin trod a total disar-range- n..

iii of the system of labor. The
immediate consequence was to greatly para-
lyze the industry of the whole section.
Then came a failure of crop after crop, and
the Southern people were poor indeed.
But this was not all. The crowning bur-
den was misgovernment. The State gov-
ernments fell into tlie hands of "ignorant
and knavish men." Public money has
been wasted and stolen, and "a proud and
spirited population have seen their places
of trust and honor filled by foreign adven-
turers and uneducated freedmen."

When men like Mr. Greeley and Mr.
Beecher earnestly demand a change iu the
