The Caswell has been running ou the
Neuse between Kinston and Newbern for
neariy two months. The Neuse is a navi-
gable stream, and neicher a railroad nor
private imdividuals have a right to block
up the highways or navigation. The pro-
prietors baye again and again applied to

the railnoad” authorities for a draw in the |

bridge. This they agreed to. Weeks
elapsed, but nothing was done in that di-
rection. In the meaniime it became ne-
cessary to take up a span of the bridge
whenever the boat had occasion to pass.
This caused much loss of time to the boat
and no little vexation to its proprietors.

The Caswell came from Newbern last
Saturday night, and anchored near the
uridge, waiting patiently for the railroad
employea to take up the span. Patience
gave out, and on Monday morning the
boatmen cut the bridge and the steamer
came to Kinston. This delayed the mnail
train some four or five hours—until the
dam could be repaired. Dolitical mo-
tives nothing whatever to do with the
cutting of the bridge.
