patients for color blindness and for loss of
the power of color ijerv.ept.ion were ex-

plained. An instrument invented in Ger-
many for testing color blindness was ex-
hibited and explained. This iusti iiment
consists of rotating apparatus w hich
moves a disk whose ei nt re is a circle, one- - !

halt black and the other white ; outside of
this is a ring half red and half green, then
another ring of violet and red, thi n the
outside l ing is violet and given.

When rapidly rotated tlie centre apjcars
to te colored grey, that is black and whii
mixed. To a green blind (tci'son the middle
ring will appear grey, that bejng tha result
to him of a iqixture of violet and red. The
outer ling will appear grey to tin red blind
patient, and the iinn-- i grey to tlie violet
blind. By the use of this instrument it i.s

evident a large number of patients may le
simultaneously examined for one or more
kinds of color blindness.

Mr. Dunham, the undertaker, at once
lifted the coffin, which was enclosed in a
burial case, and with the assistance ot his
driver, placed it hi the heaie. The funer-
al train then proceeded slow ly and decor-
ously to the cemetery, where it was ascer-
tained lhat the grave had not been dug.
While the grave-digg- er was at work the
box was brought reverently to the grave-
side, and the circle of mourners stood
ioiumI with their hoads bowed while the
minister of the (hispel recited the burial
service. He feelingly alluded to M ie loved
one whoso body lay stiff and cold in the
box beside them. He extolled his viitues
and tenderly smoothed over his faults.
The weeping relatives wined their eyes, and
felt that they would gladly change places
with the dead to be so mourned. At last
the moment arrived when the box must be
raisetl from the ground and lowered into
the cold, dark tomb. It was a moment
of awful suspense. The experienced
baud of the grave-digge- r, however, felt
that the box was unusually light for so
large a body, and askeJ wus it a child they
were burying. "Oh, no," they said, "he
was a full-gro- man."

Vv'e conclude this morning the publica-

tion of this notorious document. It is
curious to see how fully the events of the
last four years have demonstrated the
falsehood of some of its main statements.
In that address Caldwell charges that it
was the purpose of the Southern w ing of
the Democratic party "to find some possible
opportunity again to raise the flag of trea-

son, establish their still longed-fo- r Confed-

eracy, and to restore slavery," and yet this
same Southern Conservative parly has,
with unexampled unanimity, resolved to
vote for Horace Greeley for the next Pres-

ident.
The Address asserted that the election of

Grant would "restore confidence, improve
tho public credit, and secure the general
peace and quiet of the nation," and yet
abroad; we have unsettled troubles with
England and Spain, ami indeed in almost
every quarter of the globe. At home iu
every Southern Slate, and in Illinois,
Xew York, and Pennsylvania, it not in
other Northern States, the ieace has been,
when it suited the President, the peace of
the bayonet.

Dear Journal : Though late, I cannot
resist the temptation to give you some im
pressions of tlie sfeech ot Judg'i Mernmon,
delivered in our village on the oth of June.
The Judge has been before the public too
short a time to have a well defined and
generally understood character as a poli-
tician, and amorg us there was little know n
of him crso!ialiy, even as a speaker;
while, therefore, there was a willingness,
and even an anxiety to hear him, there was
no special enthusiasm in the man no
such rosh for ".standing ground" as if Gov-
ernor Vance had been the speaker. The
people desired to hear him, that they might
form their judgment of the man who had
been selected for a great emergency. There
was just sufficient absence of feeling and
furor to afford a splendid occasion for
witnessing the ell'eet of mind on mind.
Will he pi ay the demagogue or the states-
man? was the question with many. In
many others was the earnest hope that we
may lind in him a man equal to the emer-
gencies of the limes the necessities of the
State.

He began by stating the political axioms
in the science of free government the
principles underlying civil liberty. These
were stated with a clearness and precision
worthy the profoui dest student of political
science. It was then assumed that each
and all of these principles have been viola-

ted by the Government, State and Xational
and this assumption was established by

facts which Government itself has re-

corded. It was placed beyond the possi-
bility of question that the people of Xorth
Carolina have been denied the right of trial
by jury; denied the privilege of the writ
ohabeas corpus ; that the government has
claimed, and reieatedly exercised, without
warrant, the right of search ; that it has
mocked the idea of the freedom of the
press ; and that it has exercised the right
of taxation to perpetuate a party, to en-

rich corruption and ruin its defenceless cit-zen- s.

It was proved by facts (to which
the bleeding hearts of the people said
amen), that our property, our papers, our
lives, are all at the mercy of a reckless gov-

ernment, which with no higher motive than
greed of gain, with brute force, is driving
heedlessly over the scattering remains of
human literty, blind to justice and deaf to
the feeble ;ries of fainting patriotism.

When, ae speaker reached the climax at
once of i gid thought and lofty patriotism,
it was no longer asked, who is Judge Mer-rimo- n?

I say newly ani-
mated hop , for in the type of patriotism
embodied iu Merrimon, we saw more of
the genial rays of hope than have beamed
on us for many a w eary month. Under
the leadership of such a man ignorance
w ill be driven to its hiding places, and po-

litical corruption will no longer hold high
carnival over tlie sacred lights of a hi ave
people.

The speech was a splendid success, as
an exposition of I ruth, lucid and exhaus-
tive, as a specimen of olirnics triumph-
ant, and as an apeal to the head and
heart overpowering. It cannot be better
characterized than as a condensed system
of political education, beginning with A B
C. For from that single speech the mass
of mind learned more of government in
general, and our own government in par-
ticular, than from all that Pitt, Bui k and
Webster ever wrote. But the glory of the
speech, and the glory of the man are,
that it and he are baptized iu the enno-
bling, the spirit of patriot-
ism. The audience felt that they were
addressed not by a mere politician a place-hunt- er

an ignoble aspirant to an unde-
served reputation, but by a statesman, a
patriot whose great powers'are consecrated
to their interests and to the redemption of
our dislioiiored State.

I know not what others may do, but the
true men of Sampson county will vote for
Merrimon with an enthusiasm, a hearty
good will, an ed election day
feeling, of which they have known but
little in the last seven years.

Long may he live to expose political dis-

honesty and defend the principles of free
government.
