A
brother of Mr. Perry opened the garden
house door and found Mrs. P. in the
last agonies of death, kneeling on the
tfloor with her arms and body resting on
thie bench.

ELOQUENT_PERORATION.
A Noble Tribute to our Departed
MHerves.

[Extract from Rev. Dr. Palmer's Address in the
l.ee Memorial Chapel, June 24th, 1873.]

“Finally, we must bring over to the fu-
ture a patriotisin that is boru of adversity
and trial, more intense and pure than in
the prosperous and joyful past.

Love of ecountry is inextinguishable, be-
cause it is filial. It ranks with that we
owe to the parents that begat us, and bave
given to us their image aud their name.
But I plead for it not upon the cold toot-
ing of duty, but as a precious sentiment of
the heart. As a principle, it strikes its
root far down into the consciouasness, but
its bloom must expand into a holy passion,
and its fruit ripen into acts of endurin
{ service for the public weal. The best af-
fections of the soul are those which
strengthen uuder trial. The alloy of zel-
fishuess buins in the crucible, and the pure
love comes forth with a power of en-
durance which nothing can exhaust. It is
thus we bear up each other under the dis-
cipline of life, not through the compulsion
of necessity, nor the cold obligation of
duty, but with a warm devotion which
finds its joys in the ministries of love. A
genuine patriotism is not that whichshouts
itself hoarse amid holiday celebrations,
bul when the conuntry groans in the an-
guish of a great crisis, waits upon its des-
Liny, though it be that of the tomb.

Aud this land of ours, furrowed by so
many graves and overshadowed by such
solemn wemgries, calls tor a consecration
of the heart”which shall be equal to its
grief. ‘The patriotism which these days
demand must refine itself into martyrdom.
It must suffer as well as act. Strong in
the consciousness of rectitude, it must
nerve itself to endure eontradiction and
| scorn. If need be, it must weep at the
burial of civil liberty, and wait with the
heroism of hope for its certain resurrection.
Suech a spirit will wear out the longest
ryranny aund assist at the coronation of a
brizhte: destiny.

Young gentlemen of the University, 1
have delivered the message with which 1
felt myself charged. 1 have not been able
to address you with the fripperies of rhe-
toric ; 1 have done you the higher honor
of sfipposing you capable jof sympathiziug
with the deep emotion of my own heart.
