Bemarks en the Colion Crop.

Our report of last month on the candition and
prospect of the cotton crop in Norih and Sou:h
COarolina, has been # fully endorsed by corres-
pondents and verified by resalts, that we feel
encouraged to continue to publisl. a summary
of such observations as gur special, as well as
local correspondents, may furnish us with.

First, of North QUarolina: The season during

most of the month continned favorable, but as

| standing 1a the flelds was very much injurcd.

it is impossible to say mow what the extentof !
the imjury is, but enough is known to establish
the fact that several hundred, if not several
thousand bales, were beaten out, thrown to the
ground, and covered with sand and dirt. Very
few farmers will attempt to recover any poriion
of this, and those who do will find it hardly
worth the trouble and expense. The picking
has been much retarded by a scarcity of hands,
even In the most favorably situsted plantations.
We conelude from a comparisonor all opin-
ions, that fully two-thirds of the whole crop is
housed.

Second, South Carclima: In tlis State the
gale did not reach the interior, but swept along
the coast counties. The picking has progressed
fuvorably, though in some scctions hands have
been scarce, and the State presents the unsx-
ampled spectacle of having almost the entire
crop housad on the date of our writing, the Tth
of November. The fraction that remains in the )
ficlds is unimpertant, though some small s22-
tions, (pert of Marion coun'y and others,) are a
few days behind.

Altogether, no better scason for picking out
has been had in these States for many years.
There scems to be very little disposition to hold
back much of the erop, and at an average price
of about (17) seventeen cents in the interior
towns, it has been thrown upon the market as
fast as it was packed. From the 1511 instant we
shall lvok for a decline in the receipis at the
inloud places, and a corresponding decrease in
the seaport cities.

COTTON.—Qur cotton market was fairly
nctive early in the week, and the movement of
quotations were upward, but for Lhe pastday or
s0, under less encouraging adviees, the toue of
the market has been rather unsottled, and we
note a decline ot abent § to * cent, lolders
have, however, been very firm in their vicws
and buyers, te effect sales, have conceded to
their wishes.
