ONE LESSON' ON THE GREAT FIRE

The destruction of the most substan-
tially built portion of Boston by fire is cal-

culated to again direct the attention of the
public to the lesson taught a little more
tuan a year ago in "Chicago, the utmost ex-

penditure of money and iDgenuity will fail
to produce structures which will resist the
action of the fire in a mighty conflagration.
The block of granite warehouses destroyed
ia Boston were unparalleled in any coun-
try for apparent strength and stability.
Built of solid granite blocks, one would
have supposed that they woluld be imper-
vious to the inroads of the flames, however
fierce; yet they were s w ept ayvay as if they
had been the merest wooden sheds, when
the fire had gathered its full force.

But although it appears to be an impos-
sibility to construct a street of contiguous
buildings which shall be absolutely fire-

proof, every citizen can do something t j
prevent the recurrence of such calamities
as have overtaken Chicago and Boston, by
exercising a careful watchfulness over his
ovn premises for the purpose of prevent-
ing the ignition of the little spark whose
kiudling leads to every great conflagration.
Of all the so-call- ed accidental fires which
occur from year to year, annihilating mil-

lions of dollars of the wealth of the coun-
try, scarcely one takes place which is not
the result of culpable carelessness.

The most common cause oi" fires iu our
large cities is the practice of running
stove pipes through wooden partitions.
These pipes become heated and char the

Tlie Horse Contagion.
The malady affecting horse llesh, and

which has swept over the North with moie
or less virulence is slow in it3 movement
Sou th and West, and of a milder ty pe.
The affection ii sai to 11111 its course in
ten days, and readily yields to good and
prompt treatment the animals being hud
up during their illness.

The disiass has reached Chaileston, as
tl e following extract from an article iuone
ef th3 city papeis w ill show :

"At the Citadel there are seventy-si- x

government horses and four mules. All
of these animals are or have been sick, the
disease having staited on the right of the
line and swept like v.lld-fii-e through the
whole stable. About one ha f of the hoi ses
are now sick, aud four of these are iu a
veiy bad condition. They all have hard,
dry coughs, with profuse discbarges of
offensive matter from the mouths and nos-
trils. The method of treatment adopted,
and which has proved very tllicaceiou?,
consists of vaihing tho mouth and nostrils
with cold water, and then steaming with
vinegnr. This is done by putting a hot
brick into a feed-ba- g, fastening it on the
horse's Lead, and then pouring vinegar
op ;n the biick, causing the steam to rise
up into the nostrils. This causes sneezing,
and rarely fails to give immediate relief.
Tar is also kept burning in the stables,
as a disinfectant and preventitive meas-
ure."

Although tlie disease has not yet reached
this .section, it would be well for owners of
hoises to wtiich their stock.

. The following recipes are said to have
been successfully tne 1 at the North :

4 oz. Spirits of Ilartsliorne.
2 oz. Tincture of Arnica.
la pints Oil of Hemlock.
I", pints Alcohol.
Bathe neck and uueleijaws.
Also, ten (10) drops of aconite cn t ngue

three times a day.
Simple Oxymel, (Honey ) 4 oz.
Menderous Spirits, 4 cz.
Good English A!e, 4 oz.
Sweet Spirits Nitre, 4 oz
This is to be thoroughly mixed in a

bottle ami applied internally, three t'mes
a day. Iu additiou to this internal appli-
cation a blister of tincture of canthandes
and turpentine is sometimes found useful.
This should be applied over night, and the
horse kept cool and fed on pa's and bran,
with a little flaxseed mash.

The follow ing rtcipa has been success-
fully used in seme of the stables contain-
ing valuable trotting stock :

Bandage the limbs and soak bandages
with spirits. Rub tbe throat with turpen-
tine. Mix a small portion of ipecac and
tartar emetic with molasses; put a few
drops on the tongue every half hour.

The trial of young Fewell, which has

Clarke, charged with abducting aud ruining
his sister, and whom he shot dead whi.e
helpless and defenseless within the
bars of a prison, resulted last evening in
the rendition of a verdict of not guilty, the
jury being out only, a short while. Their
retirement for deliberation thus appears
ouly to have been as a matter of form.
Of course the ground of acquittal must lie
somewhere amongst the propositions so in-
geniously woven by e unsel for the use of
the court in "instructing" the jury as to
the ifs and huts which might be availed of
to indicate insanity ui 1 1 after the shoot-
ing was done, and no longer. If auy. one
thinks the matter of the fall of Miss Few
ell has been iu any way bettered, or socie-serve- d,

by the killing of Clarke, and now
by the atqu'ttal cf the man who slew him
at every disadvantage, we do not. That
there is need of adequate provisions by
law for the condign punishment of seduc-
tion no one can deny; but while ever a
community looks only to the mode of deal-
ing with such offenses as was resor ei to in
this case, no such statute and lawful pun-
ishment as should be provided cai possibly
be secured. If that force of public opinion
which is now spent so questionably would
tiirn itself to the good purpose of demand-
ing aid securing efficient legislation for the
punishmeut of the seducer, or the inetiug
out of justice according to the guilt of par-
ties ia such cases, it would be far better
for the commuuity in the end. If death is
to l3 tha penalty of seduction, let it be
made so by law, and let the punishment be
administered with the dignity of law.

Wednesday and Thursday was very disastrous
throughout Denmark, aud 011 the coast the
wind blew a hurricane, and the rain and snow
fell Incessantly. The streams rose to an unu-
sual height, overflowing their banks and inun-
dating the country for miles around, and great
damage was done to seaport towns, numerous
marine disasters occurred, and 24 ships are rcj
ported lost Half of the tonvnof Pra3 tf, in tte
island of Seel, and on the Baltic, was laiu waste
by wind. The small island of Botoe was en
tirely submerged bj water, and every inhabi-
tant drowntd.

London, Nov. 10.
A dispatch from Stralsund, ot to day's date,reports that eighty vessels were totally lost

during the late ga'e. The town was consid-
erably damaged by inundation. The fishermen
on the islands of Seingst, liars and Hiddensor
lost all their fishing smacks and apparatus, and
their houses and contents were probably
damaged by high water Nearly all the cattle
on the island were drowned, the wells were
flooded with sea water, and the inhabitants aro
suffering greatly for want of fresh water, food
aud shelter.

The island of Uugen has also felt tbe disaster
heavily. Many of its fishing boats have been
destroyed, and the fields near the coast lineare flooded. The loss of life both on the islands
aud the mainland is very heavy.
