Though probabiy not strictly within the
scope cl our duties, yet we concur in the
propriety of our calling the attention ot
your honorable body to a few matters
wherein then may, as we think, be salu-rar- y

reform :

1. We believe much revenue is lost to
the school fund by the fuiluie of the clerks
of the Su pei ior Courts faithfully to account
to the Treasurer for all Hues, penalties aud
forfeitures received by them, and we
recommend such legislation as will secure
more prompujj&s and fidelity in this regard.

2. There should be, we think, some limit
to the costs of distributing the laws of the
State, which seems yearly to Involve in--
creased expense, the cost of tlie same for i

the year 1872 being, as the Treasurer's j

books show, nearly 1,100. Formerly, i'.wheu the facilities for travel and transpor
tation were much less, the casts, we learn,
were not generally this sum. -

o. Whether the system of Quarantine
iu operation in the State secures success
commensurate with the exjjense involved
in its establishment and maintenance is a
jueition to which we ask yonr attention.

4. We are satisfied that the charity of
the State, in offering to aid iu the support i

oi uie mutes, tne oiuiu anu tne insane, is
improperly taxed and abused by some of
the counties whose authorities monthly
draw from the Treasury sums of money
which the construction of tha laws did not
contemplate.

5. Since the State Auditor is made the
final arbiter of all questions allecting the
propriety and legality of claims upon the
Treasury, a:id the Treasurer of the State
is compelled to pay upon the Auditors
warrants, we respectfully suggest whether

t supervision may not he se-
cured over the disbursements of the

The resolution in favor of the sheriff of
Deaufoit county, that he be allowed until
the lirst of January, 1873, to settle with
the Treasurer, was read.

Mr Troy wanted to know why the sheriff
of Beaufoit wished this relief.

Mr Respass said that the people of
Beaufort had been unable to obtain the
money for their crops in time to settle with
the sh,en, ard feeneo the request. He did
not think the Legislature had given the
sheriffs time enough tp settle yithout
being compelled to oppress the people.

Mr Murphy .opposetl the bill, and would
oppose all eimjlar bills tor the present. To
commence this now would at once flood
the Legislature with bills if the same
character.

Mr J W Ellis favored the bill, inasmuch
as the cotton crop did not enable the
farmer to settle his tax bills as early as the
settlements may be ftide in other portions
of the State.

Mr Love opposed the bity. To rejievs
the Sheriffs wouhl virtually nullify and
destroy the revenue interests of the State.
He favored a general bill, looking io a posi-
tive relief in all cases, but woul4 oppose
all individual bills. No matter what party
the Sheriff belonged to, he should be made
to co-npl-

y strictly with the letter of the
law.

Mr Bespass again advocated the bill.
