Uniting with
this special talent a highly cultivated taste
and a poetic imagination, this accomplished
man established his studio in tbe "City of
Palaces," the Queen of fair Italy, and
solemnly dedicated his life to art. But
while flittering himself with his brilliant
prospects, studying the old masterpieces in
that neeriess city, and companioning with
its distinguished professors, allliction fell
upon his household. For months Lis
children lay ill with the slow and fatal
typhus, and at length his wife perished a
woman of Southern type, feminine, shrink-
ing like the sensitive plant, from the rude
touch or gaze of tho world, but armed with
superhuman courage to endure great and
Uiir. oidable misfortunes. Her only brother,
a, citizen of Xev Orleans, Adjutant of Crit-
tenden's battalion in the fatal Lopez ex-

pedition for the liberation of Cuba, perished
with him, and with fifty gallant young men
of New Orleans in t he massacre of Ateres,
dogged by i he ferocious rabble and mur-
dered by the Spanish infantry. When
ordered to kneel, Crittenden rejilied,
'Americans kneel oidy to God." "Re-

verse your positions." "No," suid Victor
Ker, "we look death in tbe face." "Cow
ards," exc aimed Lieut. James, a native
of Y"iln" ; n, in this State, "our conn
try will a ;v its' ''Liberty forever,"'
shouted adjutant Stanford, and l is voice
mingled whu the crash of musketry and
the groans of dying patriots.

The sister of this heroic man died in
Genoa, leaving her husband and a house-
hold of children. One or more died and
the father himself was stricken with blind-
ness, thus cut oil" forever from the pursuit
of art, and any other means of earning a
support. Our civil war soou supervened,
depriving him of his consular office, and of
the little means he had left in Mississippi.
He had a widowed sister in this State a
woman of rare talent ouce mistress of a
splendid fortune, left by reverses and by
the war without a cent. But she, with
the unvarying affection and fortitude of a
true woman, by teaching a school by day-
time and sewing by night, alter nearly two
years hard work, was able to bring her
blind brother and his children back to the
United States, where she has supported
them ever since. Iu this labor of love she
has been aid ;d by bis eldest daughter, a
lovely girl, distinguished for her amiable
traits, her modesty and reserve, as well as
for hw superior talents. Her pecu-
liar gift is in recitation or declama-
tion. These have occasionally been ex-
hibited for charitable purposes, and now
she has been prevailed on by her friends
t exhibit them in public for the sup-
port of her blind father and little broth-
ers. The dumb son of Crasus snoke to
save 111s laiuer s uie ; ana tins young,
diffident and maidenly daughter of Mis-iKij- pi

now comes before the public for
a purpose 110 less sacred. With no oppor-
tunity for culture, without ever taking a
lession in elocution, having never even
seen the great actresses on the stage,
brought up in the seclusion of village lifj
we nevertheless predict for the young
ckdutant distinguished success. If it be
only half equal to her merits and to the
good wishes, affection and respect of all
who know her, it will be great indeed.

Aaciated with lier will be anotheryoung Mississippian daughter of an emi-
nent lawyer and patriot of our State a
beautiful maiden whose remarkable musi-
cal gifts Will take the public by surprise.
Vfe predict for her a success beyond the
most sanguine expectations of her nume-
rous friends and admirers.

These young artists, once wealthy, now
driven by fortune to struggle for support,
will be chaperoned by the respected lady
before referred to the sister of the blind
artist; wife of the martyred Adjutant;
