The Wilmington Star perverts some

remarks, of ours in regard to the
pobcy of making friends with the great
railroad combinations which are taking
possession of our railroad lines into a

defense of some local mismanagement,
by which freight has been detained
somewhere. We had not a word to say
about the " management " of railroads,
outrageous or otherwise. We are ready
at all times io assist in correcting mis-
management by which our people are
injured. And we take it that the rail-

road officials are themselves prepared
to correct abuses.

Iu keeping with this misapplication

v tms same paper, a tew
days wince, upon the. railroads iq)oii the
introduction bv Mr. McGehee, of Per
son, into the House of Representatives,
of a "bill for the more effectual secu-
rity of life and property on railroads."
This was hailed, iu hot haste, as a
" proper move " towards crushing out
the " self-importa- nt and dictatorial air
" assumed hy the railroad kings, who
" now hold the scepter of power."
How ridiculous this was will be seen
when it is known that Mr. MeGehee's
bill was only to increase the penalty
and render more summary the punish- -

ment of those who endangered the lives
of railroad passengers by throwing the
cars from the track, or otherwise doing
injury thereto !

We expect that " railroad kings " and
railroad servants, and the people gen
erally, will approve the provisions
the bill.

The JornxAii opposed, as long as it
was an open question, the absorption
of our vnilroad corporations' bv these
great combinations. Now we desire to
make the best terms we can with them.

We have received the Journal of the

Telegraph, containing an able and
elaborate reply to that portion of the
Postmaster-General'- s Report favoring
the governmental acquisition of the
telegraph.

possible to account for ail recent
fires except on the theory that num-
bers of them wero incendiary. A late
dispatch states tliat nany Communists,
expelled from Paris after the last cap-

ture, are in New Y'ork, ami their move-
ments excite suspicion, ilints about
vigilance committees are renewed in
various quarters, and there are, we are
told, ominous indications of a violent
movement for the suppression of In-

ternational societies in New Y'ork and
vicinitv.

The "Era" is mistaken in its state-

ment of the State Press iu 1851. The j

Daily Jovknal was established in
September, 1851, and has. been con-

tinuously published ever wince, except
for a few days during the terrible
plague of 1802, when not enough com-

positors were left to get out the regular
edition (and then an "Extra" was
published daily,) and also for a short
time following the Mirrender of Wil-

mington to the Federal army, the
military authorities haing taken pos-

session of the otfiee, and used it for the
purposes of the Government.

The "Era" must therefore correct
its statement. We know not when our
friend. Major Gales began the publi-

cation of a daily paper. It must have
heen antrior to September, 1851, to i

have been earlier than the publication
of the Daily' Journal by Price A:
