Other. .

The Pall Mall Gazette is exercised
oyer the question whether '"men ars
moro interesting to men than women
are, and whether women find more in
women to interest them than they do

men, jluq un6H : Gomea to iuo
unwelcome conclusion that the pre
tended fondness of the two sexes for
one another is the great fundamental
hypocrisy of the race. It would-b- e

umair to uweu toe macn.ou tne cir--
cumstance, that they make one another
uncomfortable in a way that men never
make men nor women women, taking
that fact by itself. This might be a
mere result of their bemsr different.
But a review of the whole case tend
to establish a general incompatibility
oetween tae two. xnimrs will uaye-t- o

alter very much if men and women are
to get along well together. ; The pre
tence that thev are dvmcr of sheer
liking for one another is not only not
proved, it is disproved. Not merely is
that kind of mortality wholly abseat
irom tne, returns; out. after all these
centuries the two sexes greatly keep
uooi irom. one another.

When you can sret a chaise of their
true tendencies, it comes out clearly
enough that men and women are do
mestic creatures under comnnlsiort
All kinds of social contrivances have
been tried, the real purpose of wlueh.
no matter how it may be-- disguised, is
to separate the soxes. and so secure for
each, the pleasure of being only in its
own 3ciety. mere js no sacrafice
men v ill not make to ret this lnmiv.
They will support the costliest clubs,
they will smoke, thev will pretend any
sort of recreation from cards down to
billiards, sooner than not bo apart
from women a portion of their t me.
The like thing holds of the ladies in
tne same way. Ihe inability of men
to stay at home, allows their wives to
assemble mutual clubs in their own

rooms, and they do so. i F"or
one club the men have, the women
have hundreds just as many as there
are houses. . .

The truth is, the taste of the sexes
radically differ. At home feminine
likings prevail, and there is no man
who is not uioro or Jess aware that the
minor arrangements and wonderful
aud to him superfluous filigre-lik- e or-
namentation of his house are not for
him nor for his sex. but for the other.
Jfeist as little can it bo doubted that
men and women dress each for their
own sex ; that it is the admiration of
their own kind, ixt of the opposite
one, they lay themselves mast out for.
Men and women are m a pernetual
condition of surprise, and scoff at each
others styles, both always self -c-omplacent

and always omitting criticism
of their own.

Conversation equally betravs this
natural opposition. If" the sexes had
real resjK-c-t for one another, would
they indulge m those unbelievable
compliments ? Neither does it to those
of their own kind whom they honestly
like. Tho artificial stvle of talk whieh
is the traditionary custom of the sexes,
is plainly that of creature who. do not
understand each other and kavo mu-
tual suspicions. Being strange, they
betake themselves to compliments.

A qualification iu reference to the
family relation has to be made. To a
man his mother is not a woman she is
a divinity. The hie partly hold's in a
girl of her father, and brothers and
sisters are not of any sex. But get
outside of this non-sexu- al circle, and
the antipathy comes qnckly into play.
Boys nearly Late girls, and the feeling
is retured. Old men care nothing for
women of any age, except as nurses;
old women creep together. It is only
during the central portion of life that
the sez.es can be said to be civil to one
another. In fact, if nature had not
forced men and women to love each
other during that portion willy-nill- y,

and given them thatincr edible and per-
plexing bribe of children, it is doubt-
ful whether they would have any mu-
tual liking. Love is all that exist be-
tween them.

It is astonishing, considering what a
complete, intricate, long association
tho bringing up a family ties a couple
to, that they do not become more really
intimate than they do even in tho best
cases. Donbt may well be felt that
there are few husbands and wives who,
in spite of all the trials they have
shared, have not at the bottom of their
hearts a sense of grievance one against
the other. .

It is all very Bad: but it cannot be
helped. The sexes are a partial failure,
and somehow has arisen au enormous
exaggeration of their liking for ope
another. Looked at calmly, the in-
terest each has for the other is wefully
lacking in versatility; it is alike mo-
notonous aud small mere love, in fact.

The Fire I.nvt Highr.
About 8 o'clock last evening the

alarm f firH was sounded for the
Fourth fire district. The department
all turned out promptly when the
sdarni was found to proceed freni the
building on South Water Street, owned
bv Mr. P. Murphy and occupied by
Messrs. WT. I. frore and C. W. Oldham.
The doors were broken open but there .

was suoh a dense smoke in the build-
ing that it was impossible to enter. It
was only known that tltc , flames were
somewhere in tke back- - part of th
building. The engines began to work
when the building was thorougldy de-
luged with water and tho flames were
subdued.

There were conflicting reports iu re-
gard the origin of the fire, hut it is
generally thought to have eaught in a
pile of bags that were stored iu the
portion of the building occupied by
Mr. Oldham and adjoining tho parti-
tion between the two stores. Mr.
Oldham occupies the northern division
of the first floor, while Mr. Gore has
the southern portion of the first floor
and the entire second floor. Mr.
Oldham's stock consisted of groevries
and pea nuts, while Mr. Gore had be-
tween 10. 000 and;12,000 bushels of pec
nuts stored in the building.

The loss, which was almost entirely
by water, it is di acnlt to estimate.
Mr. Oldham has 32,000 irsurance with
Messrs. Atkinson it Manning, Agents,
and this amount will probably cover
his loss. Mr. Goro has 2,0(kl in the
iEtna, of Hartford, Messrs. Gneine &
DeRosset, Agents, and So.000 with
Messrs. Atkinson & Manning, Agents.
The loss is partial but it is impossible
to correctly approximate it.

The building, owned, as we have
said, by Mr. P. Murphy, was without
insurance. The damage to it will
probably not exceed $"00. Daily
Journal, 2S)(i.

So long as
these are safe and are above tho reach
of party tyrants and corrupt Judges,
the freemau may know his rights and
dare maintain them ; but when these
great and precious rights are success-
fully invaded and destroyed, when the
press is muzzled and the sacred jury
box is tampered with, our last bulwark
is gone, and the boasted freedom of
America will be "numbered with the
things that were."

The Xew Ocean Cable.
All remoniber what a thrill of regret

and disappointment ran through the
civilized world when the first Atlantic
cable broke, and how many there were
to predict that no such undertaking
would ever be successfully carried out.
Seven years have passed since then ;
there are now three cables under the
Atlantic in successful oneratiou, and
in three months more, if'all goes well,
there will be a fourth. The Great
Eastern, which is lying in the Medway,
has now on board the whole of the
deep-se- a section of the new cable, and
it is expected that the huge ship will
start in May to lay it. This line, like
that from Brest to New York, belongs
to the French company, the others be-
ing owned, respectively, by tho Atlan-
tic Telegraph Company and the Anglo-Americ- an

Telegraph Company. It is
hoped, if all goes welL that the new
cable will be working through to New
Ywj'k by the 120th uf June ; and in that
ease positive assuranoo would seem to
be arlordrd that telegraphic communi-
cation between Europe and America
will never hereafter be interrupted.

The new line is to start from a new
place a spot called Gernioe, on the
coast of Cornwall, having been select-
ed for the purpose. Its advantages
are, that the bay on which it is situa-
ted has exceptional protection from the
sea, aud that very deep water is reached
by regular descent at no great distance
from the fdiore. The cable is intended
to be laid down to Freshwater Cove, in
Halifax Harlor. Thence, a branch will
be taken to Hog Island, near the end of
Long Island, connecting thereafter, we
suppose, with Sandy Hook. The cu-

bic consists first, of seven No IS gauge
copper wires, twisted in a spiral and
weighing 300 pounds per nautical mile.
These are then covered with four coats
of gutta percha, with thin lavcrs of
Cbatterton's compound. Bv this time
the "core" is alout half an inch thick,
and wpilis some 100 jxmnds per
mile. It is then ''solved" with
hemp, and the hemp is subsequently
protected by ten wires drawn
from homogeneous iron, each wire be-
ing swathed in five yards of Manila
hemp laid on spirally, with a tffrry
compound to preserve it. Then there
are two "servings" of jute yarn,
wound on. in contrary directions, and
enveloped with two coats of a preserv-
ative invented by Latimer Clarke.
