A most ingenious device is used
for firing, and on moving the crank
and adjusting a simple mechanism, the
mitrailleur may either be used to dis-
charge its load en fusillade, the
twenty-fou- r shots going oflf one after
another, or the whole may be fired at
once. It has four chambers, each one
of w hich can be put instantly in posi-
tion, fired and cleared of its cartridges.
Iu the fusillade firing, as exhibited
yesterday, it discharged about 700
rounds a minute ; when fired in avolley
about 1,000, The calibre of cartridge
used was 44, and at a distance of 300
yards the lateral range spread the
balls about 35 feet to the right and left
of a given centre. It is intended for
the Vienna Exhibition. For use
against cavalry and infantry it would
be a most terrible arm, and it has ex-

cited great interest among our own
artillery men.
