Beyond
the usual demands existing from manu-
facturers for distilling purposes there
has been very little doing in the mar-
ket. Tho general tone of the market
during the week has been rather more
favorable to buyers than sellers, owing
to the unsettled condition of Spirits
Turpentine and Eosins, but the re
ceipts were small and prices haye re
mained unchanged. This years crop
does not come in freely as yet, but ad
vance lots are arriving and are placed
with very little delay. " There has been
considerable damage done to the year's
crop. Destructive fires have rapred in
tho counties of Columbus, Brunswick,
Bladen and New Hanover, destroying
thousands of boxed trees and several
humlred barrels already dipped.
Early in tho present month the trees
commenced running freelv. but th
cold snap threw them back, anil some
little time will pcrbaps elapse before
receipts will be of any size. At the close
of the week there is a slight reaction in
the market, and prices close dull at
$2 30for hard, $3 55 for yellow dip, and
$4 05 for virgin. The receipts for the
week, 731 bbls., against 1,018
bbls. for last week, is a decrease of
287 bbls.

There
has been an active demand for money,
but there has been less urgency on the
part of applicants and the tone is
easier. The special features of the
market and the change in prices of
the leading articles for the week end-

ing to-da- y were as follows:
COTTON. The general tone of the

market during the past week has been
rather more favorable to buyers than
to sellers. The market has ruled very
quiet and inactive. The only transac-

tions of the week occurred on Tuesday
when 57 bales were sold at figures
ranging from 16 to 18 cents. Though
we have no positive decline to note,
yet, the tone has not been so firm and
our quotations are entirely nominal.

I he Committee appointed to irnnnsuitable rooms for the use of the Ex
ciiange reported, through its Chair-
man, Dr. Wr. W. Harris, recommend-
ing that no arrangement for the per-
manent use of rooms be made at
present, but that application be made
to the Chamber of Commerce for thetemporary use of their rooms. The
report was received and the recom-
mendation adopted.

The Committee on Organization and
By-La- ws asked further time to pre-
pare a code of laws for the government
of the Exchange, and recommended
that, for the present, the rules and
regulations of the Chamber of Com-
merce, so far as practicable, be taken
for the guidance of this body. They
also recommended that an Executive
Committee of five, consisting of two
members and the three officers, be
appointed, and that the meetings of
the Exchange be hekl daily at from 12
to 12:30 o'clock, beginning on the first
day of May next. The recommenda-
tions were adopted and the Committee
granted further time.

From Chambers' Journal.
Audacity of a London Ke porter.
When the Duke of Wellington was

Prime Minister one of the morning
newspapers gave the programme of a
very important Government proceed-
ing about to be adopted. It startled
all parties, and created an immense
sensation among the Tories, for that j

political party had received no infor-
mation that the Cabinet intended any
such move ; nay, the majority of the
Cabinet Ministers themselves were
equally in the dark ; and yet the an-
nouncement was true. The Duke was
full of wrath at the premature display
of his plans, and equally full of sur-
prise, seeing that those plans had not
been committed to paper. The clue to
the mystery was, after a time, ob-
tained. The Duke of Wellington was
rather deaf during the second half
of his life, and (as is usually the
case under such circumstances) adopted
a somewhat loud tone in conversation.
One evening, after a stirring debate in
the House of Lords, the Duke walked
home arm-in-ar- m with another peer, a
trusted member of his party, but not a
member of the Government. In the
course of conversation he gave the out-
line f a scheme which he had deter-
mined to put into effect, but of Which
he had said nothing to his colleagues
in the Cabinet. A penny-a-lin- er hap-
pened to be outside the House of
Lords. He caught some words from
the lips of the loud-talkin- g Duke, saw
at once that they bore an important
relation to the existing politics of the
day. and resolved to attempt a neat
thing in the way of business.

Laying aside honor and delicacy as
trouble companions he followed the
peers at a cautious distance, and
picked the loud words as they fell
upon his ear. The night was dark,
the tread of his steps was made soft
for the eecasion, and he escaped de-

tection during a long portion of the
Duke's walk to Aspley House. Re-

turning to his lodgings, the "liner"
got up an account of the momentous
policy intended by the noble Duke at
tin-- , head of His Majesty's Govern-
ment, written in the proper newspaper
stvle. Knowing that none of the
papers would piace trust in any flimsy
from a "liner" if sent in the usual
way, fin a subject so peculiarly
special and momentous as this, he
adopted another plan. Mr. Black,
editor of the Morning Chronicle,
had that day given a "leader", of his
own, in which the Duke was Severely
handled for refusing to make known
his plans in the House of Lords. The
"liner" went to Mr. Black, handed him
the article he had prepared, and, on
being pressed, candidly avowee! the
manoeuvre he had adopted. The
temptation was too great to be re
sisted. Mr. Black accerted the
"liner's" article, paid for it handsomely,
mill inserted it next mornintr as a
double-leade- d leading article. The
effeet was immense.

The conductors of the other papers
were surprised and vexed at being
thu3 forestalled by the Morning
Chronicle : the WTusrs were elated at
the disclosures thus made ; the Tories
were mortified by the Ministers of
their choice : the Duke's colleagues in
the Cabinet were somewhat more than
mortified at having been deemed
enuallv unworthy of his trust, and the
clubs "discussed the affair day after
day. Many influential members of
Parliament called upon William
Clements, principal proprietor of the
Morning Chronicle, ami asked him to
tell them "in confidence" how the in-

formation was obtained ; but, until the
article had produced its full effect in
relation to the party politics of the
d.iv. Mr. Black would not tell even his
own empiover the history of the secret.
As the Duke had not committed his
nlan to paper, and had communicated
it orally on:y to his friend, the peer.
his suspicions lighted in that quarter ;

and much unpleasantness resulted, un
til the real truth, oozed out.
