THE M VDISOX AME-nJii:.T- .

Mr. Madison once proposed an
amendment to the Federal Constitu
tion providing that no law varying the
compensation for services of members
of Congress shall take effect until an
election for members of the House of
Representatives shall have intervened.
It was agreed to at the first session of

the First Congress in 1783, but failed
to receive the sub,,, quent assent of a
sufficient number of States to make it
become a part of the Constitution.
The action of the late Congress upon
the back pay question, or the Salary
Grab, as it is now commonly called,
has given rise to a discussion in the
Ohio Legislature that is not without
interest. The question there raised is
whether the right to take up this
Madison Amendment as proposed by
the First Consrress has lapsed with
time so as to forbid the completion or

the work of ratification now. The
Senate of Ohio, it seems, i- - of opinion
that it is still competent for the States
to ratify the Amendment, and, accord-
ingly, has formally passed a vote of
ratification for that State.

As a general rule we have not much
partiality for amendments to the
Federal Constitution, but we confess
to a liking for this one, possibly be-

cause it is nearly coeval with the
Constitution itself. There can be no
doubt that its adoption is in every way
a consummation most devoutly to be
wished. But can it be done in the
maimer proposed by the Ohio Legisla-

ture?
Art. V of the Federal Constitution

provides that "the Congress, whenever
two-third- s of both Houses shall deem
it necessary, shall propose amendments
to this constitution which
shall be valid to all intents and pur-
poses as part of this Constitution when
ratified by the Legislatures of three-fourth- s

of the several States, or by
conventions in three-fourth- s thereof,
as the one or the other mode of ratifi-
cation may be proposed by the Con-

gress."
It is apparent that there is nothing

iu the letter of the law against the
position taken by the Ohio Senate.
There is no express provision in the
Constitution limiting the time in whic h
action must be taken on a proposed
amendment by the States, nor is there
any absolute prohibition in terms in
the Constitution against reconsidering
and accepting an amendment once re-

jected.
And in point of fact this right to re-

consider and accept an amendment
once rejected, has actually been exer-

cised. In April 18G7 the 11th Amend-
ment was pending. 21 States had rat-

ified it and 13 States (Delaware, Mary-
land, Kentucky and the Southern
States) had rejected it. California,
Iowa, and Nebraska had not acted.
Iowa and Nebraska afterwards ratified
it and California rejected it.

On "13th January 1868, the Legislature
of Ohio withdrew its ratification and on
20th February, New Jersey withdrew
its ratification. In October, Oregon
withdrew its ratification. And the
Southern States having been recon-
structed, ratified --the Amendment al-

though their previous Legislatures had
rejected it. The amendment was there-
upon declared to be a part of the Con-

stitution by an act of Congress and by
a proclamation of Mr. Seward, then
Secretary of State, and has been to
taken and accepted by all "trooly loil"
men ever since.

On the other hand it is contended
1 t is six of the thirteen Slates re--

iected the Madison Amendment, that
the acceptance of the other States then
in existence would have had no effect,
that it ceased to be any longer a mat-

ter pending for State action, and that
any action taken thereon to ratify it as
an Amendment proposed by the First
Congress is null and void.

It would indeed, seem to be a strange
construction of the Constitution that
would permit a proposed Amendment
to be open for acceptance or rejection
and reconsideration for more, than
three quarters of a century.

But it is so perfectly idle for u of the
South to express any opinion in rela-

tion to the constitutionality of any pro-
ceeding, that we shall not undertake to
say whether the Ohio Legislature is
right or wrong but shall content our-se- lf

with laying the facts before our
readers.

on the "change of gauge" question. In
its last issue it admits that the pro-
posed change of gauge from Greens
boro to Charlotte will benefit Wil-

mington, provided a proper freight
tariff is adopted. There is no longer
any difference of opinion between the
Star and the Journal as to the mere
change of gange. Both papers agree
that it presents a possibility of good
to Wilmington a possibility, however,
that the Star thinks falls far short of
being a probability. Acting upon
this opinion the Star has lent
its influence to the opponents of
the proposed change in spite of the
admitted possibility that it could be
made to work to the advantage of our
city by a proper tariffof profits. Upon
the policy of such a proceeding we
have no remark to make, save that it
seems to us it would be better for any
one who has the interest of our city at
heart, and who understands those in-

terests, to take advantage of every op-

portunity to "benefit Wilmington."
At any rate it would seem to be the
dictate of ordinary prudence that a
public journal should be very sure
that it was right before going ahead.
Admitting that, with a proper tariff,
the change of gauge would benefit Wil-

mington, a Wilmington paper ought to
be quite sure that a proper tariff will
not be adopted before it opposes the
change of gange. What tariff the
management of the Wilmington and
Weldon Road would adoiit, we e annot,
of course, declare with certainty.
Whether the Journal is right or the
Star, time alone can decide with abso-

lute certainty.
For the present, at least, we are

ready to rest that question upon the
fact that our Chamber of Commerce,
while it has deemed it necessary to
complain of some matters of Railroad
management, has, to use it own lan-

guage, "made no question nor com-

TJEE ATIiASTJC ANO tiKliAT
vesti;h caxab,.

On Tuesday next, the 20th instant,
the Governors of the Southern and
Western States have promised to meet
in Atlanta to consider the ways and
means for perfecting a project for con-

necting the Mississippi and the Atlantic
ocean by inland water communicatien.
The route which the Convention will
be called upon specially to consider,
is thirteen hundred and thirty-thre- e

miles in length, ten hundred and
thirty-thre- e of which are by river and
the remaining three hundred by canal
and slack water navigation. This
route has already been surveyed by
distinguished officers of the Engineer
Corps of the United States Army, and
the project declared to be feasible.

It begins at the mouth of the Ohio
river, following the Ohio to tiic Ten-
nessee; up the Tennessee, passing
Muscle Shoals, to the mouth of Short
Creek, two miles and a half below
Guntersville, Alabama; from the month
of Short Creek, by canal and slack-Abat- er

navigation, across Sand Moun-
tain and down the valley of Well's
Creek to its junction with the Coosa,
two miles and a half below Gadsden;
up the Coosa to Rome, Georgia; from
Rome, by canal and slackwater naviga-
tion, up the valley of the Etowah and
Little rivers, across the Chatahoochr--
plateau ; down the Y 1 i o w and Ocm ulgee
rivers to Macon; thence, continuing
down the Ocmulgec to the Altamaha,
and down the Altamaha to the sea.
Nature has already, bv magnificent
rivers, opened nearly twelve hundred
mill l mi uinutniti lit u Jliiw- -
gation between the citv ot fit. jjouis
and the Atlantic ocean along this lino,
and all that is now necessary to com-
plete this entire line is to connect the
Tennessee and Coosa, and the Coosa
and Ocmulgec rivers by canals. We
are told in the report !' the chief en-
gineer that the former of these con-
nections involves the cutting of a canal
thirty miles in length, and the latter a
canal of one hundred and lifty-eigh- t

miles. We thus find that the cutting
of one hundred and eighty-eigh- t miles
of canal will at once open a Ib.e of
navigation between the city of St.
Louis, one of the grout centers of the
trade of the West, a distance of fifteen
hundred miles to the sea. The West
now possesses about thirty-liv- e thou-
sand miles of inland transportation ;

more than half of this is water, and ail
will be brought into direct connection
with the Atlantic ocean by this great
work. The area of country embracing
this vast system of railways and of
navigation is nearly two million square
miles, and when the population of this
extensive country reaches an average
of fifty persons to the square mile, it
will contain one hundred million peo-
ple, whose leading industry will be
agriculture.

The immediate object of the" Con-
vention is to institute such measures
as may be proper and necessary to
bring the matter to the attention
of Congress. It id, of course, out of
the question to build the road by pri-
vate enterprise alone. It is not how-
ever, we believe, proposed to ask for
any direct appropriation or donation
for this work from Congress. All that
it is intended to ask, is simply that the
Government shall guaranty the inter-
est upon a limited amount of the bonds
of a company to be formed for the
purpose of constructing the great
work. The company is first to con-
struct ten consecutive laiies of the
canal and then to give this to the
United States as security for any risk
the Government may take in indorsing
a guarantee for the payment of inter-
est upon a number vl bonds sufficient

At 8 o'clock ou
Thursday morning, tho bridge over
the Catawba, two miles from Morgan-to- n,

was swept away. West of Mor-
ganton the damage to tho Western
Railroad is very severe, and it will
probably be two weeks before the
trains can run over the road. I have
hc;rd nothing of the road east of here.
There is no doubt an immense amount
of damage to the bottom lands which
have recently been plowed up, and
much fencing will be washed away and
many mill dams destroyed.

It is thought that the
force twenty-fiv- e miles hence will drive
them toward the lava beds, while the
force moving from camp will keep
them out.

San Fkaxcisco, May 14 Night.
Despatches from the Lava Beds,
represent great activity, but so
far without results. Soldiers are
harrassed by rattlesnakes and scor-
pions, upon which Capt. Jack and his
braves feeel. Firing was hearel in the
direction of Col. Mason's scouts, but
the result is unknown.

vices held over the American Bishop,

hold funeral services over him. How
niany times funeral services have been
held over him Ave do not know; it may,
however, be safely asserted now that
his remains have been eon signed to
the dust at last, that he is about the
best buried Bishop iu America.

Bishop Mellvaine was not dis-

tinguished as a Prelate alone.
It will be remembered that du-

ring the late war he went to Eng-

land upon a political mission, the
object of which was to counteract any
impression in that country favorable
to the South. TIow he managed to
discharge his duties as the Bishop of
the Episcopal Diocese of Ohio, while
dignifying a political mission to the
English people by his high priestly
office, it is now too late to inquire.
He is dead now, and buried at last.

MOVEJIKM IN THE WfST.

' From all quarters of the North and
West, says the Savannah iWc,
we hear of movements having
for their object a change in the present
high, almost prohibitory rates of
freight upon Western produce seeking
the Atlantic markets. A variety of
projects are entertained ; some are in
favor of increased direct railroad facil-

ities between the North, South and
West ; others advocate the construc-
tion of a grand canal from the Missis-
sippi river to the South Atlantic ports ;

some are for turning the commerce of
the Western rivers up stream to the
lakes, and thence to New York ; others
favor an outlet to the Atlantic at
Norfolk, while Baltimore and Phila-
delphia are both preferring their
claims as eligible outports for the pro-
duce of the West.

Capt. C. F. Hall, formerly of Cin-

cinnati, left New London, Conn., in
the whale ship George Henry, on the
29 th of May, 1800, on a voyage of Arc-
tic explorations. In the following
August he reached Frobisher's Strait,
where, soon after his arrival, a fearful
gale arose, which destroyed the shal-
lops in which he had intended to
penetrate to the open sea around the
North prle, and came near wrecking
the George Henry. By advices of the
Esquimaux, he made no efforts to pro-
ceed northward until the following
Summer. In the Spring of 1861, with
a whale boat and a crew of six natives,
startetl on his northern journey to the
Countess of Warwick's Sound, ami
after much elifliculty succeeded in dis-
covering the place where Frobisher,
in lo74 or 357.", had attempted to plant
a colony, finding numerous relics of
the ill-fat- colony, murdered by the
natives. Near Queen Elizabeth's
Land he found an immense glacier
more than 3,000 feet high, 100 miles
iu le ngth, and 50 miles in width, which
he named "The Grinnell Glacier," in
honor of Mr. Henry Grinnell. During
the Winter of lSGl-'0- 2, the ship's com-
pany were subsisted mostly by the Es-
quimaux, of whose bravery, honesty,
truthfulness and hospitality Capt.
Hall spoke of in the highest terms,
bringing home with him a family of
this people. He returned from 'his
first expedition m 1SG2, arriving at
New London, Conn., on the 13th of
CJ ....

j In June, 1804, Captain Hall sailed on
; a second voyage of exploration in the
Arctic regions, more fully equipped
than beiore. It was on this voyage
that he gained information from the

' Esquimaux in regard to four of Frank
lin's men, which induced him to be-iie-- ve

that a portion of the party of that
bold explorer were still living. Du-
ring this second voyage Captain Hall
made a number of interesting discov-
eries respectingthe North west passage,
the coasts of the Northern Ocean, ote
Captain Hall was remarkably suci'ess-- f
rd in his researches, ascertaining the

localities iu which the different 2arties
of the Sir John Franklin expeelition
perished, and obtained about one him-dre- d

and fifty relics of the ill-fat- ex-
pedition. After an absence of five
years, he returned to the United States
m September, 18!H, and induced the
Government to undertake the expense
of a voyage direct to the Noith Pole.

The third ami last expedition of
Captain Hall sailed from New Yerk
June 29th, 1871. This was by far tho
best appointed and most carefully and
amplv pro-";- ; 1 Ar ct;c expeeli- -
lions', i 1871, ai"i Mas sent out by the
Geivernment uneler the direction of
Captain Hall He ha 1 a crew of picked
men, nl! of them intelligent and capable
of managing the ship. His vessel, the
i'o!aris, lorm.-- r V tlr T't
a Government , but tho:.., i.;y
strengthened a ul pr iai'e-.- l for the
v in' abt. it four hundred tons
burden. One of her boilers was sup
plied wan an apparatus ior using
whale oil for the generation of steam,
as well as for heating the ship. No
pains or expense1 was spareel in pro-
viding everything to make the expedi-
tion a success: and the Congress, a war
steamer, com eyed her as far as Disco
t iu;id. carrying au immense supply of
store s ef all kinds for the Polaris to
elraw upon. Her scientific corps ed

Dr. Emil Bcssel, a member of
the first anel secjnel German Arctic
Expeditions; Serjeant Myers, of the
Signal Coiq s; ami two or three other
gentle-me- of fine attainments.

The Polaris sailed from New York
June 29, and left Godhaven, the Port
of Disco Island, August 17, 1871. At
Upernovik, w here the Captain hoped
to obtain a large supply of degs for
his sleelges, he was only partially suc-
cessful ; but the season being unusu-
ally long, and less ice than for. many
years in ; oth Smith's ami Jones'
Sounds, he would undoubtedly be able
to make a high latitude before going
into winter quarters. Though he at
first proposed to take the route through
Jones' Sound, where as yet no verv
high latitude has been athiiueel, he was
alloweel a large discretion, ami it was
understooel before he left New York,
that he would probably make his wav
up Smith's Sound, following the geme-r- ai

route of Kane and Hays, though
better provided for his journey than
either.

Bat Captain Hall never lived to real-
ize the hope of his matured years, aud
the goal of a fonel ambition.

The open Polar sea may be a reality,
but thus far it has proved' to be a myth.
Captain Hall was favorably kneiw as an
Arctic explorer. He spent eight years
of his life in the arction region, anel
w is we'l acquainted with the language,
customs, and mode of life of the Esqui-
maux. His published narrative of his
Arctic explorations is exceeeliugiy in-
teresting.

Nov.-- , as to General Sherman's testi-
mony. The. first remark we make is
that as General Howard swears that he
could never say the Federal troops did
not set tire to cotton in Columbia, and
that it is "itnjio.tnifjfe'" for him to say
that they did not, it follows that Gen.
Shermau has sworn falsely if ho has
testified that hi; could say that his
troops did not set lire to Columbia.

originated in a disputable squabble
for office. The negroes were lured by
their white leaders into taking up
arms, committed such crimes as rob-
bery, assaults and threat ning tne
lives of the whites, including attacks
upon the women. When the Sheriff
had collected his posse, he and they
retaliated in a savage and wanton man-
ner. The negroes were the aggressors.
Sorely did they pay for their barba-
rous treatment of those who had noth-
ing to do with the quarrel. The atro-
cities on both sides were great and in-

excusable."
This view of the cise is fully borne

out by the facts which are being grad-
ually developed. On the 25th ultimo.
Sheriff Nash, of Grant parish, visited
Major Smith who is in command of a
detachment of United State soldiers
sent there to preserve the peace, and
submitted to him the following state-
ment as to the origin and termination
of the Colfax affair :

Major J, II. Smith, commanding
19th United States Infantry :

As the duly elected and legal Sheriff
of this parish, I would, make this state-
ment that you may judge for yourself
to the legality of the action taken. I
received for Sheriff the largest number
of votes, and as such was duly com
missioned " both by Messrs. McEnery
and Kellogg. Previous to election,
there had been bodies of riotous per-pon- s

in the country, who had no fear
of tho law, ami who made frequent
threats of outlawry and incendiarism

On the 26th of March last, these
persons, both white and colored,
marched in a body to the Court-hous- e

and thence ejected the legally elected
and installed parish officers, myself
among the number. I at that time
ordered them to disperse, but they
fired upon myself and others, com-
pelling us to flee for our lives. I ac-

cordingly, seeing no other course, pro-
cured from Judge Regan, the police
magistrate, commissioned hy Kellogg,
a warrant for the arrest of the ring-
leaders, and with it, and a deputy con-
stable, proceeded to Colfax, where I
arrived in time to learn that an assem-
blage of peaceable citizens had been
broken up and fired upon by the
rioters.

Ji,veii then 1 desireu to make a com-
promise; and, before executing the
warrant, rode up and endeavored to
preserve peace, but was again fired
upon, and threats made by the rioters,
who said they would anyhow drink
my blood. Seeing no course then left,
I, at the order of the Judge, summoned
a 2)OSHe comitatnx of citizens, both
white and colored, and with these (12--

iu number) succeeded on East r Sun-
day in dispersi ig the 250 rioters and
preserving peace. The warrant for
their arrest, and the order, I still hold
in my possession. I deemed that it
was necessary to preserve peace at all
hazards, and, therefore, I resorted to
the measures taken.

The Postmaster of Colfax makes the
following statement:

I am a National Republican, and
always have been one. I was a mem-
ber of the Republican Legislature from
lWSvS to 1872, and was, and am now, a
United States Postmaster at Colfax,
Grant parish, having supported Gen.
Grant and Gov. Kellogg in the last
campaign. Previous to this I was a
member of tho Constitutional Conven-
tion in 18GS.

I was quietly pursuing my vocation
as Postmaster at Colfax, and was told
repeatedly, from the 5th of April, by
the rioters that I should be killed, and
on the 10th of April was compelled to
leave, ,they stating that they would
shoot me if I stayed, unless I took up
arms with them. On the morning of
the 10th I went up to receive the mail,
and I was met by an armed mob oi
negroes, who told me to tret on my
horse and leave, else I would be killed.
They also threatened the life of my
brother and a colored man named
Buck McKinney; also Ralph Marons.

I then left, aud came to Alexandria
t receive instructions. I expected to
see a deputy marshal topreserve peace;
but finding none, I was told by Mr.
Sitris, the mail contractor, to bring
the mail here, which I did. I made a
requisition on Daniel Shaw, supposed
to be acting sheriff, as follows:

To D. W. Shaw, Sheriff, Grant par- -

isn Tiouisiana fur: l demand ot you
jn the name of the State, protection
for the postmaster at Colfax, Louisi-
ana, and also to protect Government
property. Very respectfully,

S. E. CUNY,
United States Postmaster.

Mr. Shaw sent two men, but a col-
ored man named Leo Allen came down
and said Shaw had no authority to do
so, and that he was commanding offi-

cer.
I then made a similar requisition on

him as commanding officer, in writing,
the same as the above. He replied
the Government property must take
care of itself, that he wanted the men
himself, and took them away. This
was about the 5th of April, and the
threads were made after this. My ob-
ject was to protect the United States
Government property, and I remained
until my life was threatened.

To these statements nothing need be
added. They are conclusive as to
where the blame rightfully rests. "De-
pend upon it," says a correspondent
of the New Orleans Picayune, "the
white population here had to meet the
issue made by the riotous negroes and
give them a severe check, or leave the
country. Nothing else was left to do."

Keg'iilatins' the Railroatlv in Illi-
nois.

The Governor of Illinois has signed
the railway bill, and its provisions will
go into effect on the 1st of July next.
By this act, "more than a fair and rea-
sonable rate of toll or compensation"
is declared to b,e ffextortion," punisha-
ble, for the first offense, ty a fine of
not less tlian $1, 000 nor ' rnore than

5,000, to be recovered in an action of
debt, the trial to be by a jury. The
fine for the second offense is $10,000,
for the third 20,000, and for every
subsequent offense 20,000. "Unjust
discrimination" is also declared to be
a violation of the provisions of the act,
aud is punishable, in the same form of
action, with like penalties. "Unjust
discrimination" is defined as the "oharg-in- g,

collepting or receiving for the
transportation of any passenger or
freight of any description for any dis
tance within the State, the same or a
greater amount of toll than is at the
same time charged, collected or receiv-
ed for the transportation, in the same
direction, of any passenger or like
quantity of freight of the same class
over a greater distapoe of the sane
railway ;" and so on, specifying all the
modes by which railways now charge,
collect and receive an equal or greater
sum for a less service. It is provided,
in addition, that the party suffering
from--act- s of "extortion" or "unjust
discrimination" may recover, in any
form of action, three times the amount
of damages sustained, with.e..6ts of
suit, and a reasonable attorney's fee,
to be fixed by the ourt.
