i IMammer—Devilish Work of the
Bender Family—Process by which
they Secured their Victims.

We have heretofore published ae-
counts of the discovery of nine dead
bodies on the premises of a family
named Bender, who lived near Cherry-
vale, Kansas. The flight of the mur-
derers, and the great exeitement that
foliowed the horrible discovery. The
following particulars of the process by
which the Bender family deceived their
vietins, is copied from the Kansas City
Times of the 13th iast, and will be
read with painful interest:

THE DEVIL'S KITCHEN,
othierwise the Bender house, is a small,
rude, frame shanty, without lath or
