T. D. Myers, on West Franklin street,
near Monroe Park. Here he was the
recipient of the kindest and most con-
stant attention that could be rendered
by the hands of affectionate relatives
and friends or of accomplished and
experienced surgeons.

a change for the worse. Major Myers
was at dinner the hour being a quar-
ter past u o'clock when the atten-
dants reported observing some of the

He received it with
the fortitude always characteristic
of the man, and in the inter-
vals of paroxysms of pain bade
farewell to all who were admitted into
the room, i'hus a word of farewell
was sjjoken to his cousin, to hii two
brothers, and finally to his broken-
hearted mother. Only a few minutes
before his death he said, 4 "God bless
you all !" and then added, "It is not
so hard to die as I thought !" In
perfect n, he called for
his friends Royal and Trigg, and to
them spoke a few words, the purport
of which, of course, no one ele. Las a
right to know, lie made the former
gentleman his administrator. Finally,
at about a quarter to 9 o'clock, entire-
ly calm and with comparatively little
pain, the brave fellow breathed his
last.

One of the saddest tragedies we have
ever been called upon to record occur-
red on Monday night last near Social
Circle.

The parties to this terrible affair
were a Mr. J. T. Phillips, a farmer,
living about five miles from Social
Circle, and his step-so- n, about Fixteen
years of age, by the name of Turner.
Young Turner is poorly grown for his
age. Phillips is represented as
having been a man of bad character,
who came from Habersham county to
the settlement in question and married
the widow Turner. This young man
and two daughters thus became his
step-chilore- n.

He immediately began to treat the
girls brutally, and not long since was
incarcerated in jail for Lis bad treat-
ment of one of the young ladies. Last
Monday night after supper, and while
the family were preparing to retire for
the night, Phillips commenced giving
the girls instructions as to what they
should do next day in a very abusive
manner. Young Turner interrupted
him, saying, "Don't talk to mv sisters
that way." Phillips replied, "I'll
throw my shoe at her," and suiting the
action to the word, did throw it at
her missing her, however. He then
began to abuse the young man, who,
at this time, was parring his toe-nai- ls

with his pocket-knif- e. After abusing
him as mu.h a3 he thought fit, he run
at young Turner and tried to cut him,
when they grappled. Phillips suc-
ceeded in choking his youthful
antagonist down thre. times.
While he was on Turner the
latter iionuuenced operations with his
knife, and kept cutting until he suc-
ceeded in inflicting a mortal wound.

He
would have put this threat into execu-
tion, but for Turner's sister, who threw
her arm between her brother's neck
and the descending knife, receiving
the blow on her wrist.

lu this gloomy condition of ntfairs the
eincrle hopelul sign is tlie action of tlie
New Orleans Grand Jury. This body,
having investigated f;hii'ges made sev-
erally against McEnery and Kliogg,
the rival pretenders to tlie Governor-
ship of the State, litis summoned
Kellogg and those who aid and abet
him in what they call "tlie usurpation
of the government of the State of
Louisiana" to appear before them and
answer by what authority they have
sent the police of New Orleans from
tie city. The pretext for this use of
the Metropolitan PolicR is the resist-
ance made in; .the conuij-- districts to
the payment of taxes to tha Kellogg
govei'iunpnt, but ''there seems to be
good ground for Jjelieving that they
have been used in this &4mr solely
because the Kellogg government found
no other means of maintaining its au-
thority. Judge Abell has ordered the
report of the Grand Jnry to be filed
aud supo;n.e to be issued for the
persons named in i to nppear as
requested.

This attempt to rfer the fcettbsment
of the existing difficulties" to a legal
tribunal is supported, we are happy to
say, at Washington. General Sher-
man has promptly informed Kellogg
that lie cannot use the United States
troops in Louisiana except in the usual
way, by an appeal to the authorities at
AVashiugton. If they order the troops
to interfere, very well ; but Mr. Kel-
logg is cot to decide the matter for
himself. TrViiethH the aid already
rendered by the United States troops
can be justified is a question, but Gen-
eral Sherman's order transfers the re-
sponsibility for similar action in the
futurp to the central authority at
Watihingtot,

Louisiana. MutJipf the disorder which
has already disgraced tiie STate and
the nation is due to the belief of the
Kellogg action that ' they would be
supported ia wy ct by the Federal
Government, But if the remedy pro-
vided by the State laws against' those
who disturb the jeoc c&nhe;enforced,
without any outside intrfi?j'fiu?e, we
seo no reason why peace may not be
restored. We hope the law-abidi-

citizens of Louisiana will give an enei-get- ic

gunport to this actlou of the
Grand lilry, &p,4 that there will be no
more .back-do-or eoujirications be-
tween New Orleans and Washington.

ing in the highest social circles, and
enjoying the confidence of all who
made his acquaintance. In Henrico
also he was highly esteemed. At one
time he was the Conservative superin- - i

tandent for the county. By his inti-
mate friends he was dearly beloved ;

by all acquaintances lie was respected;
and all who eair in contact with him
were impressed with tlie suavity of his
manners and his uniformly quiet aiid
unobtrusive demeanor.

ARRESTED FOE MrKDKH.
As soon as Major Poe, Chief of

Police, heard of the death of Mr. Mor-
decai, fearing that an attempt might be
made to remove Mr. McCarty from the
city during the night, he placed a po-
liceman in the vicinity of his residence
with instructions to keep a sharp look-
out upon the premises. Several hours
later the intelligence was communi-
cated to Justice White, who at once
issued a warrant for the arrest of Mr.
McCartv, and Messrs. J. ,S. Meredith.
W. P. Tabb, W. L. Royal, aud W. R.
Trigg, upon complaint made by the
Chief of Police on the charge that they
did "feloniously and of their malice
kill and murder cue John B. Mor-
decai." This warrant w&s placed in
the hands of Captain John Disney, of
the Second district. He found Mr.
McCarty in bed at the residence of las
mother, on Main street. He had been
suffering little from his wound during
the day, and had been in excellent
spirits until informed, a short time
before the arrival of the police, of the
death of Mr. Mordecai. Captain
Disney placed him under arrest raid
left a policeman on duty in the house.

Captain Disney then went to the
residences of the other gentlemen
named in the warrant, but w;;s unable
to find either one of them, and at 2
o'clock this morning their arrest had
not been effected.

SPECIAL rOLICIOIEX.
After midnight a number of mutual

friends of Mr. Mordecai and Mr. Mc-
Carty called at the second poliee sta-
tion and requested Justice White, in
view of the condition of the prisoner
aud other peculiar circumstances of
the case, to swear in several of them
as special policemen. To this request
the magistrate acceded, and Messrs.
Sprigg Campbell, Edward Mayo, John
S. Morson, Wm. D. Coleruan and
Philip T. S ltton were accordingly
sworn in at once, and ordered to re-
lieve the regular policeman on dutv at
the door of Mr. McCarty's residence.

. NOT A BAILABLE OFFENCE.

Mr. McCarty and all the seconds
were originally arrested under the
duelling act and were bailed, Mr.
McCarty in the sum of $5,000 and the
seconds in the sum of 2, 000 each.
They are now charged with murder,
which is not a bailable offence. The
day appointed for the trial before the
Police Court under the original war-
rants is Thursday, May 22d, it having
been postponed until that time in oi
der that the result of the wounding
might be definitely known. The trial
of Mr. McCarty under the new war-
rant before the same tribunal will
probably depend upon his ability to
appear to answer.

Here is General Grant's speech at
