BDistressing Accidoent.

Mr. Peter Rotehford, one of the
workmen employed on  the new Bank
of New Hanover building, fell from
the seaffolding yesterday afternoon to
the ground below, a distanee of some
12 fect, injuring himself very severely.

| Construction of the Carolina Cen-
tral Railway.

It is extremely gratifving to note the
energy now displayed in the constrne-
tion of the Carolina Central Railway,
Sinee last April, now only two months
ago, wonders have been accomplished,
and during the next four months still
greater wonders will be seen.

The contract was originally all let
out to Col. Wallace Ames, a most en-
ergetic and live man, whose well-
kuown character as a contractor is that
of one who pushes his work vigorously
forward. After Col. Ames had sgreed
to doall of the work in accordance
with tle estimates of the Company’s
Chief Engineer, Col. S. L. Fremont,
(which were considered very low,) a
Mr. Allecot asked to have a portion of
the work given to him, but he finally
withdrew, leaving eight sections
{abont seven 1miles) to he let
to others. Nearly all of this, we learn,
has since been let out to others, Mr.,
D. 8. Cowan and Capt. H. M. Drane
having taken about half of it, and
Messrs, Ellis, Singletary and Veal the

Our people will appreciate the efforts
being made to push the road forward,
when we inform them that the contracts
espeaially stipnlate that this work-s to
be completed as far as Monroe on or
before next November 15th, and to
Charlotte by the 30th day of next
Avril.
