created by acts passed prior to the
war. The Legislature passed subse-
quent acts iu relation to said corpora-
tions, but the State was finally bound
by different acts in tho amounts stated
by (iovernor Ellis, and a great deal
more besides. 'Die acts here alluded
to were passed before the unfortunate
legislation of 1S(J:-'- G which brought
reproach and discredit upon the State.

On the 1st of July, liW, the liabili-
ties of the State amounted to about

TLj question arises whether or not
the people arc willing to try to make
provision for meeting the interest on
the no-call- ed debt of tho State, both
valid and questionable. Thi-- t subject
opens a lieid for discussion to.) wide
for me now to attt-inp- t to explore it.
I have neither time nor spao to do so.
Many an honest man may acknowledge
tho justness of a debt, and still 1 e
unable to pay it. But our people

acknowledge the justness of u
large part of the nominal indebtedness
of tho State.

The State of North Carolina, ex-
tending from 33 degrees f3 minutes to
3G degrees 30 minutes North latitude,
contains about 50,70-- i square, miles,
and about 32,000,00;) of acres, about
6,500,0JO of which, only, are cultivated.

According to the census of 18 P, the
number of acres of laud in i'a: ius iu
the State was 20,99(5, 9S:j. Iu IK'V), the
number of acres in farm ; was 23,7!2,-t)C- 9.

In 1870, tho number of acres in
farms was rj,K3o,410, showing that
there were not as many acres i farms
in 1870 as there were m

These statements show the progress
of our agricultural operations to be
backward, instead of forward.

By the census of 1830 the population
of North Carolina was 89,03'.. lu
lHCOtlic population was 992,(!22. In
1870 the population of the State was
1.071.3G1. These figures show that
ourpopulation has been of slow growth,
as well as our wealth.

In 1790, North Carolina was the
third State in population in the (Jiiion,
and ahead of New York and Massa-
chusetts.

In 1850, North Carolina was the
tenth State in population in Ihe Union.

In 1800 she was the 12th State, and
in 1870 she was the 1 4th State.

According to the Comptroller's He-po- rt

to the Legislature for tho fiscal
year ending September 30, 1800, the
number of acres of laud listed for tax-

ation in that year was 20,123,723, val-

ued at 83,022,002. Town property
was valued at .$12,050,313, making the
aggregate valuation of real estate .97,
072,975.

According to tho Auditor's lieport
to the Legislature for tho fiscal year
ending September 30, 1872, the num-
ber of acres of land listed for taxation
in that year was 25,943,181, valued at
$69, 442,940. Town property wfls val-

ued at $12,717,117, making the aggre-
gate valuation of real estate $82,-1(50,00- 3.

It thus appear that the valuation of
leal estate was $5,512,912 less in 1872
than it was in 1800. So that instead
of our laud increasing in value, it' has
decreased $5,512,912 within the last
iz years.

The fact, however unfavorable, must
be admitted, that a considerable part
of our land is waste and sterile. Much
of the amble land is gradually wearing
ont, by imprudent management and
improper culture, fo that there
is some reason for its decrease

THK DANA CASK.
Charles A. Daua, Editor of the New

York Sun, in his paper, - printed and
published in the city of New York,
charged certain parties in Washington
City, among them one A. R. Shepherd,
President of the Metropolitan Paving
Company, with official misconduct. A
warrant of arrest was issued by a
Police Justice of Washington, who
has no iuri diction whatever of such
offences, and certified by the Federal
Commissioner, Davenport, of New
York, who no doubt thought his en-

dorsement clothed the document with
plenary Federal authority to take libel
suits at once into the Federal Courts.
Upon that warrant and certificate Mr.
Dana was promptly arrested, and an
attempt seriously made to carry him
off to Washington. The counsel of
Mr. Dana resisted the proceeding, and
the matter was at length referred,
though with extreme reluctance, to
judge jiiatcnioru, wno aeciaea on.
Wednesday that it would be a violation
of the Constitutional rights of Mr.
Daua as a citizen to send him for trial
to a Conrt where there is no trial In
jury, as in the Police Court of the
District of Columbia.

The theory that the publisher of a
newspaper in New York or in North
Carolina, charged with an alleged libel,
can be dragged to Washington City to
answer the charge in the local Courts
there, simply because a copy of the
paper containing the. alleged libelous
matter was circulated there, will ex-

tend the jurisdiction of the local
Courts of Washington over the whole
country.

Had Judge Blatehford made himself
a party to this infamous attempt to
override the rights of States and of
individuals, a death-blo- w would have
been struck to trial by jury, and the
freedom of the Press in America.

The Journal naturally appreciates
the importance of the decision of
Judge Blatehford to the freedom of
the Press. Had Mr. Dana been car-

ried to Washington City for trial, there
would have been nothing to prevent
Judge Bond from procuring the neces-
sary warrant of arrest from some paiti
zan police Justice iu Washington
against the Journal, or to prevent the
arrest of its editors and their trial
before the the Police Court a Court
that has no jury. The effort to muz-
zle the Press by depriving it of its
right to trial by jury, was a far-seein- g

and a g one.
We cordially concur in the following

outspoken sentiments of the Yew York
York Evening Jst iu saying that if
there really bo any statute by which
this can be done, then the sooner we
know it and the sooner we gird up our
loins to enter into a contest against it
the better. It is contrary to common
sense and common justice and com-

mon law, and Mr. Dana's case becomes
if there is any such s'atutory power, a"
common cause with every journalist o.
the country who cares for and means
to exercise the right of freedom of
speech on public affairs and public
officers.

The power of influencing public af-

fairs by the exercise of perfect free-

dom of criticism is. we believe, con-

scientiously used by all respectable
journalists. For their words they are
willing at all times, wo also believe, to
answer before any impartial legal tri-

bunal. But they will insist upon being
tried where the alleged offence is com-

mitted, in that community where thos3
words are published, where their char-
acters are known and where justice
will be done them without fear or
favor. If Mr. Dana's cas. shall be
made a precedent whereby '.e are lia-

ble to answer before a Washington
police court and a Washington jury for
every exercise of the right of liberty
of speech in any state of the Union,
we shall have at length one question
on which the press of the whole coun-

try, outside of the District, will be
united.

sion was not confined to the question
as to the alteration of the gnage, but
the legality of the present lease under
which the Richmond & Danville Rail-
road holds possession of the North
Carolina Railroad was argued.

The State eontentled that the lease
was invalid ; that no North Carolina
Railroad had power, under its charter,
to make such a lease as this, and in the
next place that the Richmond & Dan-
ville Railroael could not take the lease.
That it was against the public policy of
the State for conxirations created in
other States to acquire, by lease or
otherwise, the franchises or right to
run, manage or control railroads in
this State, without the consent of the
General Assembly. That the railroad,
being a public highway for some pur-post- s,

was one of the public institu
tions of the State, and the State could
not liermit it to pass from under the
control and management of its own
officials and into the hands cf a foreign
corporation without the consent of the
State authorities expressly given.

No change of the gnage of the Nov,th
Carolina Railroad could legally be
made in the arbitrary manner sought
by the defendants. It had been fixed
by law, anil many of the roads, char-
tered and built iu this State, had been
compelled te confirm their gunge to
that of the North Carolina Railroael.

The following is a synopsis of tlie
lino cf argument of the defendants:
They insisted

1. That umler the following sections
of the charter of the North Carolina
Railroad Company, the power to make
the lease i plain.

"Sec. (5. By the name
and style of 'The North Carolina Rail-
road Company,' and by that name shall
be capable in law and in equity of pur-
chasing, holding, selling, ieiising and

goads, merchandise and produce over
the said railroad," S.c.

Such right to change the gnage was
transferred to the Richmond, it Dan-
ville Railroad Company, or, as the
North Carolina Railroad Company
could do such work by agent, that as
far jib this part of the lease is con-
cerned they have authorized it to be
so done by the Richmond and Danville
Railroad Company.

4. That to tha interest of the people
of North Carolina that facility should
be given to the country west of
Greensboro, for the transmission of its
grain, minerals, &c., to the nearest
markets, and that they should not be
dragged via Raleigh at great expense.
