In order, therefore, still further to
develop and strengthen this move-
ment and dedunee therefrom its natural
results, we publicly jleelare that so
soon as the existing opposition aguainst
the enjoyment of our rights to he ad-
mitted on an equal footing with other
eitizens in places of public amuse-
mentand public resort, toreceive cqual
accommodations in publie conveyan-
ces, steamboats and 1o public hotels,
admission in publie schools and public
institntions of learnine shall have
ceased, and s0 soon as onr fellow-eiti-
zens will be disposed to  divide the
Governmental powers equally hetween
the two races inhabiting onr State,
that each race may thus be equally
protected, we pledge onrselyve s {o anite
all onr influence anud our cnergies with
those of our fellow-citizens 1n @ com-
mon movement to reduee taxation to a
rate corresponding with the resonrees
of the ecountry, to investigate and cor-
rect the publie debt, to suppress un-
necessary offices, to diminsh largely
the lngh salaries and exorbitant emol-
uments attached to public office, the
useless mmltiplicity and extravagant
compensation of oflices being among
the principal ecanses of the public de-
moralization and disorder, and, in a
word, to seeure fo Lonisiana, as soon
as possible, the establishment of an
honest, economie and patriotic govern-
ment,
