--.'he official dispatches from Lieuten-
ant Commander A. V. Reed, of the
United States steamer Kansas, to the
Navy Department, regarding the Cu-
ban blockade-runne- r Virginins, set
forth that the Kansas arrived at As-
pinwall on the 21st of June, and found
anchored there the Virginins; that on
the evening of the day following tha
Spanish gunboat Bazan arrived ; that
on the day after her arrival a letter
was received by Lieutenant Comman
der Reed from Lieutenant Autran com-
manding the Bazan, asking to be in
formed "if the steamer Virginins is an
American vessel, aud if, as such, she
has all her papars according to law ;
because if she has there will be no
loubt that in the United States the
law of nations is interpreted, at least
in the present case, in a very different
way from what it is in Spam ; and
therefore I will ask the Spanish Con
sul in l'anama to transmit my remarks
to the Spanish Minister in Washing-
ton, in order that this high officer may
present to the American Government
the proper observations and claims, so
that the Yirgiuius may cease to fly the
Hag of a nation at peace with Spain
and that iu case of covering that ves
sel with her flag, will compel Spain to
ike extreme measures, or to ask the

arbitration of some European Power
in the fillibiistering question I am de
bating: because the beautiful example
if arbitration we have contemplated
between the Union and England urges
us to tollow it.

Subsequently Lieutenant Com
mander Reed received an additional
letter from Consul .Thorrington, stat
ing that the Captain of the Virginins
had applied for protection from the
war steamer Bazan, and requesting
him to see tliat "the lrgiii.us is not
subjected to any unlawful exercise of
force on the part of the Bazan," and
closing as follows : "T abo respect-fnll- y

recommi n 1 Mhat, when the V
has completed her repair:;,

which will be in a few days, to see her
clear of possible interruptions from
the Bazan. Her papers are in com-
plete order. I feel compelled lo give
my views as above, aud to place the
affair where it properly belongs, in the
hands of that service whoso para-
mount duty is the protection of Ameri-
can "commerce.

The commanding officer of the
Bazon was informed of the action of
Consul Thorrington, and in addition
was notified that the Virginins should
have all the necessary protection.

JIILP THREAT FROM TfiE SPANISH

COMMANDER.

In reply the Spanish Commander ad-
dressed a communication to Lieuten-
ant Commander Reed, to the effect
that Spanish war vessels cannot per-
mit the Virginins free passage when-
ever she may wish to sail, or even to
leave a neutral port where she has
found protection and support. It is
not the fault of the Spanish Govern-
ment that the United States has not
withdrawn altogether its protection to
the Virginins ; for it is now many
months that this vessel lias been en-
gaged in business so foreign to that of
any ot her merchant vessel as to require
her to be constantly watched by the
Spanish cruisers. If that protection is
invoked for to-da- y, only because her
papers appear ia order, it is an arbi-
trary act. But in the meantime he was
convinced of his right to resolutely
prevent her departure, and that he
should do so in order to discharge his
duty until he received instructions t
the contrary from the authorities to
whom he was responsible."

Cl'IiT RESPONSE OF COMMANDER REED.

To the threatening letter Comman-
der Reed replied that the " running of
a blockade and the landing of contra-
band of war does not insure the for-
feiture of a vessel unless caught in the
act, anil the penalty never travels fur-
ther than the end of the return voy-age- ."

THE STANISII COMMANDERS DENOUNCES

THE VIRGIXIUS AS A PIRATE.
Finding that threats would not in-

timidate Commander Reed, the Span-
ish commander wrote the commanding
officer of the Kansas in substance as
follows : " In the name of the Spanish
Government, I denoance the steamer
Virginins, as a pirate and I ask of you,
taking inAi consideration the good re-
lations existing between the two conn-trie- s,

that you will direct the said ves-
sel to be sent to the United States, to
be there judged before your own courts,
to which Spain will send the proofs she
has in her possession, with the under-
standing that if these proofs be not
sufficient to condemn the Virginins,
then, as a representative of the Span-
ish Government, I pledge that nation
to pay all damages gowing out. of her
detention."

To this letter no reply was made.
It is said the Navy Department un
qualifiedly approves the action of
Commander Reed. The present status
of the Yirgiuius will be investigated
by the lreasHvy Department.

After t;us escaping from the clutches
of the Spanish man-of-wa- r, by the in
terference of the United States author-
ities, the Yirgiuius proceeded to Cuba
and safely landed its cargo of arms,
ammunition ajd munitions of war
generally.

The latest dispatch from Washing-
ton City says that ' so far as the State
Department is advised, and both the
naval and Consular correspondence is
before it, our Government has nothing
to regret in what lias transpired re-

garding the departure of the Virginins
from the port of Colon."

The distracted condition of Spain
will probably prevent any redress from
being sought, unless it be by arbitra-
tion. President Grant does not seem
to think that weak nations have any
rights that strong ones are obliged
to respect ; at least, if we may form au
opinion from the course of his Admin-
istration in regard to the Virginius
a flair and the Mackenzie raid into
Mexico.

The question is how to utilize this
possible growth of wheat, and its solu
tion is, as is usual with such questions,
embarrassed by the multiplicity of in
terested parties to the controversy.
We are told by one party that the only
economical route lor gram is by the
lakes and a new Niagara ship canal
and thence down the St. Lawrence ;

by another party that the only true
way is for the United States to pur
chase aud enlarge the Erie Canal as
the outlet from Lake Erie ; by another
that the Government must build a
through freight railway from New
York to Chicago ; by another that the
Government must dig a ship canal from
the Ohio to the James river ; by an-
other that a similar outlet must lie
made by the way of the Savannah
river : and by still another that the
Mississippi river at New Orleans must
be connected by a series of ship ca-
nals along the gulf coast and across
Florida with the Atlantic ocean below
Savannah.

We do not now propose to discuss
the question of routes, nor to restate
our well-know- n views that all such de
vices for making things cheap, at the
expense of the tax -- payers, are delu
sions. But we do desire to cull the
attention of the public to the fact that
the politicians and speculators are
preparing for a grand a.sanlt upon the
United States Treasury at the next
session of Congress.

Mr. John B. Palmer, a manufacturer
cotton yarns at the Saluda Cotton

Mills, in South Carolina, has published
paper in which he undertakes to

show that he can manufacture yarns
cheaper than can be done either at
Lowell, Massachusetts, or at Manches-
ter, England. He gives a detailed
exhibit of his own costs item by
item, including labor, repairs and ma-

terials consumed and shows that he
can make a pound of No. 20 yarn, es-

timating the cotton at twenty cents,
paying freight and insurance to New
York, for 29.8 cents. The lowest esti-

mates he has seen of the cost of
manufacturing yarns at Lowell, in-

cluding the same items except freight
and insurance (the sauie cotton there
costing 22.5 cents), is 34.8 cents. That

he at the South can make five cents,
pound more than the Lowell manu-

facturer can upon the same article, A

when both sell in the North.
If his calculations are correct and

Mr. Palmer is a practical manufactu-
rer there seems good reason to expect

rapid development of the Southern
manufacture of Southern products,
especially cotton. Will the Rhode
Island and Massachusett ; spinners
demand protection against the cheap
yarns of South Carolina ? Why should
they not have it as justly as against the
spinners of Manchester !

WAIC IN'AFHM'A.
A small war is now and has of late

been progressing on the Gold Coast
Africa.

The coast region between Liberia
and the mouth of the river Niger, a
strip of about a hundred miles and
containing trailing station of the Dutch
Danes and French, was recently pi need
under the exclusive protection of Great
Britain by a diplomatic exchange wi ll
Holland, in virtue of which "England
ceded to the Dutch certain rights over
the Island of Sumatra in return for
Holland's share of the "protectorate"

the Gold Coast.
The Acheenese war followed the es-

tablishment of the supremacy of Hol-

land in Sumatra, and an Ashantee war
has accompauied the British inheri-
tance of exclusive authority on the
Gold Coast. The Ashantees wore not
consulted in the bargain made between
the European "protectors," and as they
saw in the advent of British power a
fresh source of strength to their here-
ditary foes, the Fantees, they took the
earliest opportunity of showing their
opposition to the transfer of authority.
During the first week in June the
Ashantees had invaded the Fantee
country, had totally routed the forces
opposed to them, and showed a dispo
sition to lay a regular seige to the Brit-
ish head-quarte- rs Cape Coast Castle.
An enemy like this may cost Great
Britain as much to subdue as a force
ten times as strong iu a temperate cli-

mate. They cannot be pursue! into
the bush by Europeans, and their na-

tive enemies are neither armed nor
drilled. Clearly, we have not heard
the last of the little African war; aud
it will doubtless not prove very pleas-
ant campaigning to the average Brit-
ish soldier, for the Ashantees are said
to be very superior in discipline and
courage to the waterside Africans ;

they never pursue when it is near sun-
set ; the general is always iu the rear,
and the fugitives are instantly put to
death. The army is deprived during
the active part of the campaign of all
food but meal, which each man carries
in a little bag by his side ; no fires are
allowed, lest their position should be
betrayed ; they eat little select bit3 of
the heart of the first enemy they kill,
and all wear ornaments of his teeth
and bones.

The New York Times looks with

great dislike and disgnst upon the
formation of new States iu the South.
After publishing the Journal edito-
rial of last week upon the subject it
says:

The second project for restoring the
departed glory of the first families of

new rtates m such a wa tiiat the
niggers" shall be left by themselves

in the old States, while the new ones
shall be inhabited in the main by men
of unadulterated Southern blood. A
sample of these proposed States was
described in our paper of yesterday.
It will not work. No new States can
be made out of the parts of old States
without-th- "consent of the Legisla-
ture of the States concerned, as well
as of the Congress." In this case the
consent of Mississippi could not be
obtained, nor could the consent of
CJongress. in either would establish a
policy openly avowed to have the
single purpose of erecting Democratic
States. Even the Southern schemers
and dreamers must see that such an
open prostitution of the powers o
Congress and the Legislature J.o par-
tisan ends especially to the ends of
rival partisans would bo out of tin
question. The fact is that blacks and
whites ninst live together in the South,
and the sooner that fact is recognized
as an unchangeable one, the better for
all concerned. It is consoling to be-
lieve that the plans for avoiding this
inevitable fact are gradually becoming
more and more fanciful, and must.
even iu the South, command loss and
less attention.

It seenn . to give the Times much
pleasure to dwell upon the thought
that "blacks and whites must live to-

gether in the South"; not because the
Times loves the blacks, but because to
the very bottom of its heart the Time
and a large proportion of the northern
peop e hate with an undying hate the
people of the South. Nothing would
please that class of our northern
brethren better than to see the white
people ot the South put themselves
upon a level with the negroes. Butthat
is a degradation they will never wit
ness.

The Memphis Appeal is ftrougly in

ary should fall. They further sug-
gested to invite the people in the sec-
tions immediately interested in the
project in Tennessee, Mississippi, and
Kentucky, to hold public meetings in
their respective counties, giving lib-
eral interchange of opinion and co-

operation, and toconferwith the execu-
tive committees for their respective
States, appointed by this Convention.

Major S. B. Hurt, of Tennessee,
mo vel that it be taken as the sense of
the Convention that each fraction of
the States proposed to form the new
State is expected to pay its pro rata of
the debt of the State from which the
fraction is taken, which was adopted
unanimously.

After resolutions of thanks to the
citizens 'of Jackson and others, the
Convention adjourned sine die, to re-
assemble at such time and place as"

the Executive Committee may desig-
nate.

The utmost harmony prevailed in
the Convention. Thirteen counties of
West Tennessee and ten of Northern
Mississippi were represented. Tin?
Kentucky representation was light,
owing to a misunderstanding as to the
time of assembly.

London, July Gth, 1873.
Rev. T. L. DeVeaux: Dear Sir:

linnking yon might wish to have a
few of the impressions that strike a
traveler from tho Old North Strte in
tins part of the world. I will, even at
tne rislt of noting some points thatmay nave been more graphically nl
oiueu to py others, proceed to jot
down a few memoranda.

What most strikes one who has not
lor twenty years set foot iu Europe, isthe vast improvement which has taken
place in the cirenmsrances and comb"
tion of the great mass of the popula-
tion of these Islands. I do not allmln
to the great fortunes that have been
made in trade and commerce the
vast amount of wealth that has been
accumulated during the past decade
uiiu unruly I lie past tWO
years. I mean that the condition of
the eople lias improved enormonslv
T.ri i ...n... i ..ijiiucaiion ami niiure and the means
of procuring them have greatly in
creased, the children of the classes
lependmg upon daily labor are well

,.i i . j. 1 .oiuu, even lasiiiy xo, willist their
dwellings m respect to sanitary and
eveu luxurious arrangements are in
euiiijiiuauijr superior to What they
formerly wer. lou mav have 1

under the impression that colliers or
coal miners, for example, were a class
pitied by the rest of the civilized
world as the subjects of an almost
intolerable and hopeless slaverv. Rut

e ioi money anil means than manr of the
proiessionai classes some of their
families consisting of father and sons
under age earning as much as fifty
dollars a week. And it is said that in
some cases they purchase a piano, aud
go to the pit (mine) month in their
own conveyance. Sure enough, how
ever, tne towns, cities and villages
show improvements on every side, aud
agriculture, commerce and industry
generally are running a rapid career iii
this well governed aud free country.

It would be hardly possible in a
short paper like this to recite the ob-
jects in this great city that undoubt-
edly interest all travelers. Yesterday
a statesman and his wife directed my
attention to the Albeit memorial iii
Hyde Park, remarking that it was the
4i I 4. 1uiicsk iuouuiijeiit ne ever saw or ex- -
pected to see. As an instance ot 811- -
perb architectural design and execu- -
tion in art it is most wonderful. The
Treasures of Painting are also
marvellous, and I iicv; r heard such
music as an organist produced at St
Gi 'orge's Hall, Liverpool.

In cities like this there in a great
concentration of good men and conse-
quently of moral power, and where the
light is so bright there must (as there
are) be deep and dark shadows. The
enemy is also at work with his legions
here, but iniquity is obliged to hide
its head. Nowhere i:: Christendom is
charity that is help for the poor, the
sick, the maimed and the unfortunate
more earnestly at work, more richly
endowed. There are institutions of
this nature presenting themselves to
your admiring gaze everywhere. To-
day when walking along that splendid
work, the Thames embankment, and
looking across the river from the Pal-
aces of the Parliament, there is St.
Thomas' Hospital consisting of seven
beautiful blocks of buildiugs in the
latest style of architecture, which sets
one a thinking of the astonishing ex-
tent of London charities.

Since arriving in Scotland and Eng-
land I have every Sabbath heard ex-
cellent preaching, almost all Presby-
terian. To-da- y I started soon alter
breakfast for Mr. Spurgeon's Taber-
nacle, Surry side of the River, and
after a long walk along Waterloo
Bridge aud Road, ., iVc!, I was told,
on inquiring further the way, that
there would be no mistaking where I
was when I got to a Luge crowd rush-
ing into a big building. Nor was
there. Fortunately I got almost im-
mediately into a very good seat amidst
a congregation of four thousand peo-
ple, all well visaged and evidently in-
telligent many of them working men.
The Tabernacle would easily hold half
a dozen small sized churches, without
counting two galleries, one above the
other and running all around the build-
ing. Now what if the preacher is ab-
sent, as at this season he might bo ?
This doubt was soon settled by the

a sort of large pulpit plat-
form, of one who I knew must be the
Kev. Mr. Spti'-geou- I was agreeably
disappointed if one can be so in his
appearance and physique. I had heard
him represented as heavy and gross in
body. Such is not the description I
would give of him. Certainly lie pre-
sents no signs of the sickly midnight
oii-burn- no weakness, nor pallor,
and no one would feel that ho was
looking upon a sentimentalist, but
upon a hearty, whole-soule- d English-
man, with a face beaming with intelli-
gent good nature, and assuredly a man
who worjd do his duty and submit to
no nonsense.

He proceeded immediately to give
out that universal song of praise the
23d Psalm (Scotch verson) and without
any instrumental lead it was magnifi-
cently sung, as also was afterwards that
world-renowne- d hymn "All Hail the
Power of Jesus' Name."

1 nave very seldom listened to such
good bringing forth from the Scripture
Treasury tUju&s new and old. It. was
got vd to he there. He plead for Bible
preaching and denounced all unreal re-
ligion, fantntitical nunneries and pre
tensio'-s- . lie prayed as earnestly for
Amerii'-- i as for Great Britain, and for
tho protestantism of both countries.

I went in tin; evening to Westminis-
ter Abbey expecting to hear Dean
Stanley or some other well known Di-
vine, but he was absent, and as I would
have had to wait some time previous to
to theeommencement of service, I left.

In respect to the present position of
the religious bodies in Great Britain it
may be said that thePreshyterianism
of Sotland, as represented by the
three great Churches, which will ere
long form oue, seems to absorb aud as-

similate all other denominations which
are few in number, 'comparatively and
decreasing. It is true the Episcopa-
lians have been adding to their num- -
liers some of the Scotch aristocracy,
but that, makes no difference to the
people. They have also by charities t
the very poor sought to lead them to
the Prayer Book; but the result is, as
far as I learn, extremely trifling as au
effort towards proselyting them.
