American sleeping cars or coaches
have been introduced on European
railroad lines. Mr. Pullman started
the movement on the Midland Railway
of England. This has been followed
by the organization of a company which
has obtained valuable concessions from
several of the most important conti-
nental lines, and has actually sleeping
cars running on some roads already.
Sleeping cars are now attached to all
tne through trains from Ostend to Ber-
lin ; from Ostend to Cologne ; from
Vienna to Munich, and Paris to Vien-
na. A large number of additional cars
are now building for other routes, and
it is believed that it will not be long
before they will be in use all over the
continent. It is reported in this con-
nection that contracts have been made
with the several railway lines, consti-
tuting the following routes on the con-
tinent : From Calais and Bologne to
Paris ; from Calais to Berlin, via Brus-
sels ; from Paris to Cologne; from Par-
is to Brussels ; from Paris to Vienna,
via Strasbourg ; from Ostend to Ber-
lin, via Brussels ; from Ostend to Col-
ogne. By the terms of these contracts
the company are to own and manage
the sleeping carriages, placing a con-
ductor on each, for which they are au-
thorized to collect a small fare from
each passenger. The railway compa-
nies have the carriages, keep the out-s-'d- e

in order, care for the 'running-gea- r,

and furnish oil, fuel, and lights,
receiving the ordinary fare from each
passenger. The prices charged in
these carriages for the use of the car
from Paris to Vienna, during the day
time and two nights are sixteen shil-
lings, and from Ostend to Berlin, ten
shillings.
