Convention

Augiist 18. . ,
' Governor Letcher called the South

am. Historical Convention to order.
Admiral Semmes. chairman of the

Reception Committee, entered the hall
escorting Mr. Jefferson Davis. Adnii
ral Semmes said : "Mr. President, I
have the honor to present to you and
tne gentlemen of the Convention Mr.
Jefferson Davis, our esteemed Presi-
dent of the late Confederate Stutes."

Mr. Davis was received by the audi-
ence standing and with prolonged ap-
plause.

Governor Letcher said : "As the
organ of this Convention it is my
pleasure as well as my duty, Mr. Davis,
to give you a hearty welcome a wel-
come to the honors, the affections and
hospitalities of Virginia."

Mr. Davis resjionded : "I am deeply
thankful for yonrakind welcome. 1
feel at home in Virginia. She gave
me her bosom to be torn by all the
horrors of war, and her sons and her
treasure for the cause, and I look upon
ker mountains in their peaceful gran-
deur, her verdant vales and her mate-
rial wealth ; yet, above all, her men
excel her soil, and her women excel
her men. Fresh in my memory is the
devotion and self-saerili- of her no-
ble women. When the Shenandoah
Valley was laid in waste the fair wo-
men, whose hands had never known
an hour's toil, labored for the support
and the comfort of the army. I am
most Jiappy to know the cause for
which we have convened. Much time
has passed away ; many of the parti-
cipants have been called to their
fathers. It is hard for those whose
hearts were in the cause to think of
those days without feeling theirmother's softness coining to theireyes. "We have been cheated rather
than conquered, and we could have
loreseen the results of the surrender
we would have been free to day. Tho
time has come for us to vindicato the
truth for the sake of the unrecorded
dead wlr, fought for truth and died in
a patriotic cause. Theso craps of Irts-tor- y

do us injustice. We must collect
the material for the future historian.
It may have been avcII to wait until
passion and feeling should subside,
but we shonld delay no longer. Do
we not see decadence in all that make-- :
a people great and happy? Therefore
the higher duty on us. I have received
a letter from a gentleman in Massa-
chusetts in which he wrote : 'Our pec-pl- e

owe you a debt of gratitude for
maintaining those principles of consti-
tutional liberty on which the safety of
the country depends nnd which would
have been lost sight of but for your
struggle.' "

"Ladies, I have often said, in you,
was my greatest hope for the future of
our country. I have never seen a
Southern woman who had been recon-
structed. The men of this day may
yield the principles for which they
contended, but the children who suc-
ceed them will cherish and perpetu-
ate them.

"Gentlemen of the Society, may
your steps ever be onward and upward.
I urge you to all diligence and fidelity.
You must , succeed with the grand old
Early at your head, whese brave heart
never failed or faltered, and who had
the manliness, whether in a foreign
land or on his native soil, to assert the
glorious principles for which he so
nobly struggled."

Mr. Davis took his seat anrtl great
applause. He spoke with all his "a-
ccustomed grace nnd elegance, and
while he showed deep feeling he ut-
tered no sentiment of hostility to the
Government, but only evinced a deep
and earnrst devotion to constitutional
principles.

At the conclusion of Mr. Davis's
speech the Convention adjourned shie
die.

follows:

Some years ago there lived in Spen-
cer county, a large family oft lie name of
WatLen, and in this family was a son
name Nathan. Early in life this young
man married a daughter of Kasier
Hughes, but after a short term of mar-
ried life, the couple separated and the
wife obtained a divorce. After tins
Nathan Wathr n emigrated to McOra-ga- n

county, where he located near Pa-duch- a.

He engaged in business with
a brother of liis former wil'o. '

In a short time after this the war
broke out, and the Federal soldier- - oc-

cupied Paducha, thus furnishing un
opening for money making, Wat hen
gave up his situation with Air. Hughes
and went to Pa ueha and opened a
sutler shop. While in this business he
became acquainted with Mr. John Har-
rison, a man w ell and favorably known.
After several business transactions
however, the two men fell out, and the
result was the death of Harrison at the
hands of Wathen in a desperate ailVay.
Harrison left a wife aad one son, whose
given name was Walter, and hi ", age
was then abpnt seven years. This
tragedy caused Wathen to llee. the
country, and he went to Arkansas,
where ho had lived in peace until the
29th of July.

lonng Walter liariison grew up to
manhood, and about the iirst of last
month he bade his mother adieu. :inl
left his Kentucky home to seek his for-
tune elsewhere. His lirst stopping
place was at Arkadelphia, Arkansas,
where he noon made friends and ob
tained employment. One evening,
soon after his arrival, lie told one of
his newly made friends altont his past
life, also the particulars of his father s
death, and mentioned the name of Na-
than Wathen. At this name the friend
sprang to his feet and said: "That
man lives in this place, I know him
welL" Young Harrison then said, if
this were true he would find him and
revenge his father's death; This re-

mark . was repeated by others until it
reached the ear of Wathen.

Time passed on until the 20th of Ju-
ly, when the parties met in a grocery
store. Watheu rushed ;ous and seized
a rock, which he threw back at Harri-
son. Harrison then drew a revolver
and fired a shot, which' pierced the
heiirt of Wathen, who- - whirled aroun
and fell prostrate jo the gronnd. Har
rison rushed1 out to shoot turn againj
when Wathen said: MDon't shoot mo
again! You have killed me, and I
want you to forgive me for kijling your
father." Harrison replied that he
would forgive him but doubted if God
would. Then Wathen turned over on
his side and expired.

Harrison at once gave himself up to
the authorities, , who tried him the
next day after the tragedy, and after a
thorough hearing of the case was hon
orably acquitted.

COTTON. The market has been

heavy all the week especially for the

figures. Nothing has transpired to
change our opinion in regard to the
future course of prices as expressed
in a previous review some weeks since.
That our readers and the planters may
know the position which is expressed
of the great cotton market, we will
furnish them the bemfitof the month
ly circular of r.Smith, Edwards it Co.,
if Liverpool, just to hand, touching

the prospect of prices during the Al-

lium. vVo extract the following:
"The 2)03itiou of our market this

Autumn, will bs regulated more by
tho actual supply on Hand than by re-
mote prospects. Our import of Amer-
ican cotton is now marly jovcr till the
new crop arrives, and there is a large
consumption goiug on which will re-
duce stocks rapidly for four months,
and apparently we shall have, as usual,
actual scarcity before the new cotton
arrives in qnautity. Under those cir-
cumstances it seems probable that
holders will reap some advantage, es-

pecially in the lower grades of Ameri-
can cotton. With regard to Surat cot-
ton the prospects are hardly so good.
The consumption keeps small, and the
spinners adhere with unusual tenacity
to American. No donl.it the better
grades of East India are very cheap,
and when the export demand sets fairly
in. as it surely will do later in the Au-
tumn, an improvement may be looked
for; but we doubt if Surat cotton will
show tho same elasticity as America;:
and it is clear that an ample stock
will remain in this port and London
till the end of the year. If American
cotton late in the season should ad-
vance materially we should expect a
decided movement in Surats, but not
till then. Bengal cotton, which was
so long extremely depressed, is coming
into better demand, large sales have
been made of the yarn produced from
this short stapled cotton at remunera-
tive prices and considerable purchases
have been made to cover these sales.
At the same time there is a heavy
stock of Bengals, 'both in London and
Liverpool, on which the loss is some-
thing frightful, in many cases we be-

lieve 40 to 50 "p cent, and it will be a
tedious process before this old stock
can be cleared off."

The general cotton movement for
the week was as follows:. It appears
that the total receipts for the seven
days have reached 10.5S1 bales against
10,084 bales, last week, 12,2.", bales
the previous week, aud 12,018
balei three weeks since, making
the. total receipts since tho first of
September, 1872, U,r,97,739 bales
against 2,711,1:10 bales for the same
period of 1871-'7- 2, showing an increase
since September 1st, 1872, of 883,303
bales.

The exports for the week ending,
reach a total of 11,104 bales, of which
10,325 were to Great Britain, 779 to
France, and none to rest of the Conti-

nent, while the stocks as made up this
evening, are now 131,355 bales.

THE COTTON CROP. Too much
rain has fallen within the past few
weeks, and it is feared that tho cotton
crop will receive severe injury there-
by. With this drawback, and with the
exception of a few minor obstacles to
planters, it is thought that the yield
will average fully with last season. In
tho lower part of Georgia, and adjoin-
ing portions of South Carolina and
also Western Carolina, the caterpillars
are doing some damage, but farmers
are making war upon them freely with
"Pai-i-j Green," and at jtresent "Paris
Green" seems to have the advantage.
Too much raiu has also fallen for the
benefit of other crops. The corn
crop and small grains are Buffering
but much damage cannot occur
to these, however, as the season
is too far advanced. Wo hope next
week to give our readers a fall report
of the .South Carolina crop, and the
week following a full report, with oar
estimate upon the growing cotton
crop, which we have withheld until the
crop should be fully established.

COMMERCIAL EPITOME . The
week has presented many drawbacks
to an active trade. The rainy weather
has had a depressing tendency upon
business and somewhat restricted
operations, despite of which there
was a pretty fair movement in most
articles of produce and merchandize.
The market has, however, with few
exceptions, been heavy as regards
prices, and in most branches there are
considerable declines. The season
has nearly arrived for a 'general re-

vival of b- - Iness, but thus far the ar-

rivals of vessels are few and mostly in
ballast; while departing vessels are
loaded to their utmost capacity, at
high rates; iu fact the extent of our
export$ seems to be mainly a 'question
of curving capacity. At the 'Ks- -

chage" the attendance of buyers and
sellers was larger, but the volume of
business does not roll up as heavy as
on previous weeks. The fact of Ihis
lestriction of business may be attrib-
uted to the extreme scarcity of ton-

Hoard of fount)' Commissioner.
The Board of County Commission

ers met last evening to hear complaints
of excessive valuation of lands m sev-
eral of the townships of this county.
There was a large attendance of citi-
zens of the county present. The
Messrs. Devane were retained as coun-
sel bv t.hf ta.T-r&vp- Mr. M. Tjoiulnn.
the attorney of the Board, being pres-
ent.

The proceedings were opened by
motion of Major D. J. Devane that the
tax list of Federal Point, Masonboro,
Harnett, Grant, Cape Fear, llocky
Point, Holden, Union, Lincoln, Cas-
well, Columbia and Holly Townships
be revised, and supported his motion
by a foveible argument, showing the
excessive valuation of the lands in
some of these townships, tne increase
being from fifty to two hundred per
cent. : over former.- valuations, and
claiming that no legal meeting of the
Hoard had been held to revise these
lists, as no record of such meeting ex-

isted.
Mr. London argued that the Board

had no right to revise the tax list, but
property owners must file comjnaints
in writing in each individual case, and
the Board were obliged te. investigate
each case in turn.

Mr. H. Williams and Dr. Sa'chwell,
in behalf of the tax-payer- s, made w arm
and earnest appeals to the Board for
justice, giving instances of most out-
rageously excessive taxation, and rep-- r

Hinted the feeling in the county as
very great.

The discussion was kept wj for some
time, and at its conclusion Commis-
sioner llice moved that tlu whole
matter be referred to the Finance
Committee for investigation and re
port, and that the Board meet in con-

tinuous session from Monday next to
Friday, inclusive, to receive and hear
complaints, in writing, from Mich per-
sons as desire to file them. This mo-

tion was adopted.
Evidently there has been great in-

justice in this matter, and the Board
has certainly increased the valuation
of the lands in certain townships very
largely npon inadequate information,
and those aggrieved must have some
legal remedy. The people seem in
earnest, and we hoK will this matter
thoroughly and legally investigated.
In all departments of our government
too little attention is paid to the law
or tlie rights of the citizen.
