Now, all that is changed, and the
people are permitted to use ench enr-
reney only as the Ciovernment sees
proper to provide, to-wit, the National
Bank eurreney. And even thatis doled
out to ns in such alymrdly small quan-
tities that the hmsiness of the State is
virtually in the control of a handful
of men, the result being that theprices
of all property in the State save that
which enn be at a moment’s notice
shipped to New York and converted
into eash, are kept down to rninously
low figures,

COUNTY AND CITY TAXATION.

We call especial attention to the well
written letter of our correspondent
“Tax-Payer,” to be found in this is-
sue.  “Tax-payer” puts Lis points
strongly.

We are glud to see that the inlercst
of the people in the question of Taxa-
tion shows no abatement. It is not
only the right, but it is the imperative
duty of our citizens to oxamine into
such questions. Therecan be no more
dangeroia theory for a people to adopt
than that which treats polities as a
separate and distinet trade with whieh
the mass of mnukind has nothing to do.
When such a theory is put inle prac-
tice in a country, its liberties have no
longer an existence,

It is, we repeat, not only the right,
but it is the duty of everycitizen to in-
form himsulf, so far as his opportani-
ties will permit, as to the nature and
form of the government under which
ho lives, the extent of the powers dele-
gatod to it, and also the duties and
powsrs of its varions officers.

The power of taxation is one that es-
pecinlly demands the closcst serutiny
in its exercise. Those who levy taxes
and those who collect taxes should re-
member that they do not belong to an
order suporior to those who pay taxes,
and that they have no greater rights or
privileges than other citizens ; that, in
8 word, they are the servants aund
agonts, and not the masters of the peo-
ple. The people who pay the taxes
ought also always to remember theso
tl;inga.

If this were done, we wounld soon
hoar less complaint about oppreasive
and unfair and nnegnal taxation. We
fenr that both those who pay taxes and

thosa who levy taxes have lost the hab-

it of regarding public officers as ser-
vanta, The experionece of the last fow
years has done much to ereatelthe im-
pressicn that public officers are the
masters of the people. It is times

howover, thatall that should be changed.

Lot ns return then, say we, to the old

paths, Tho movement in this conaty

in reference to the matter of taxation

is a movement decidedly in the right

diroction. Let the whole matter be

thoroughly sifted and brought to the

tost of the law.

But it is not only in the matter of

connty taxation that an investigation

is demanded.  Ouar city as well as our

county anthorities are nundergrave sus-

picion of having execedad their powors

in lovying taxes. The city tax for

this year is two dollars on every one

hnndred dollars worth of personal and

roal  property in the city. Seched-

ule B of the Revenne Ilaw,

Chap. 144, Laws of 1872 '73, enacts as

follows :

““ And no ecity, town, or other munie-

ipal corporation shall have power to

mpose, levy or enlloet any greater sum

on real and personal property than one

Y ITH r-uo-lmlf} per eentum on the value

thereof, Provided, 'That this act

shall not applyto eities or towns where

a rate of taxation is fixed in their ehar-

ters.”

In the charter of the City of Wil-

mington no rate of taxation is fixed,

and the highest rate of taxation, there-

fore, in the power of the city anthori-

tics to levy npon real and personal

property for eity purposes would, to a

man of ordinary nnderstanding, seem

to be only one dollar and n half npon

civeh one Imndred  dolinrs worth of
property.

How the eity  anthorities pet over
this plain prohibition of the law of the
State is a matter worthy of the atten-
tion of the property owners and tax-
pavers of Wilinington. The law says
the eity wuthoritiea shall not  levy or
collect auy tax greater than one dollar
and a4 half the hundred dollars
worth of property, amld straightway the
city authorities proceed to levy and
collect two dollars on the one handred

O

dollars worth of property !

Are the tax-payers satisfied that this
thing can be lawfally done ? if so, it
may be well enongh to let the matter
drop. If, however, they do not nnder-
stand how such a plain provision of a
law can be set at nought, it will be
woll for them to take steps to have the
matter investigated., The Courts arve
open, and it will be money well
pended that shall be expended in
conduct of a snis that shall teach
city authorities and others the necessi-
ty that lies upon them to keep within
the bounds of the law.

‘The Limits of Taxation.

Messrs. Eprrors: As the impor-
tant gquestion of taxation is now agita-
ting the wminds of our people, I will
offer no apology for snbmitting a few
remarks directed to the guestion of
the powers of the County Commission-
ors with reference to taxatiou.

The last section of the Decluration
of Rights embodied in the State Con-
stitution reads as follows :

Section 37. This enumeration of
rights shall not be construed to impair
or deay others retained by the people,
and ull powers not hercin delegateod
remuin with the people.

This section i8 one of vital impor-
tance, for it furnishes ns with the rule
for interpreting the Constitution. Al
powers elaimed by any officer created
by that Coustitation must be derived
from the Constitution either by express
grant or necessary nnplication.

The Commissioners of New Harnover
connty,uccording to their own showing
are now engaged in collectivg a tax
which, with the State tax, amouuts to
$#2 25 on the poll, and 87 cents on the
$100  valuation of property. FHauve
they authority to do so? If thoy have,
from what article and section of the
Constitution is it derived ? Article 5,
of the Constitution headed ‘“‘Revenue
wnd Taxation,” section 1, reads as fol-
lows: ““The Genernl Assembly shall
levy a eapitation tax on every male in-
habitant of the State over twenty-one
and under fifty years of age, which
shall be equal on each to the tax on
property valued at three hundred
dollars in eash. The Commissioners
of the several counties mey exempt
from eapitation tax in speeial ensos on
aecount of poverty and infirmity, and
the State und county capitation tax
combinod shull never exceed two dol

lars on the head.”

Bection 7 of the same article pro-
vides ns follows : *“The taxes levied by
the Commissioners of the several
counties for eonnty purposcs shall be
levied in like manuner with the Stato
taxes, nmd shall nevor execead the
donble of the State tax, excopt for spe-
cial purposoes, and with  the apecinl
approval of the General Assemnbly,

In these two seetions we find the
power of taxation uelegated by the
peoplo and guardad by restrictions, The
entire poll tax  “*shall never exceood 82
on the head,” and shall be equal to the
tux on property valued at three hun-
dred dollars, It follows then that six-
ty-six amd two-thirds cents on the £160
vahution is the limit of taxation on
property. These imitscannot ba trans-
cendad by the Connty Commissiouers,
The Constitntion limits their power in
the most elear amd ungualified  lan-
gnage.  Any anthority purporiing to
coma from the General Assembly, and
mnthorizing the Connty Commirsioners
to execed these limits, is also void, for
the power of the General Assembly it-
self over taxation is restricted by the
Constitution within these limits. Tt 1s
truc that for a speecial purpose the
Gicnoral Assoanbly may anthorize the
Connty Commissioners to execeed the
Hmnit of “double the State tax” in levy-

ing connty taxes ; but this power oan
ouly be exercised subjeet to the re-
strictions imposed by section 1,

The arenment from inconvenioneo is
resorted to for the parpose of jnstify-
ing ntransgression ol the Bmits fixed
by the Constitution. Tt is said that it
would be impossible to earry on the
county govermmont by taxes levied
within these limits, Tt 1= suid that the
State tax amonnts to fifty and one-
third cmits on the &100 valnation of
property, and this leaves aomargin of
only sixteen and one-third eonts on the
$100 for connty purposes, if the whole
tax is to be restricted to sixty-six and
two-third conts. This argument may
prove that the General Assembly oe-
cupied too largea portion of the ground
nllowed by the Constitution, leaving
too narrow a margin to be ocenpied hy
the Connty Commissioners ; or it may
prove that the Connty Commissioners
should use the greatest economy a1 the
expenditure of the publie funds; or it
guny prove that the Constitntion re-
(quires monendment; but it certaioly
does not prove that the Connty Com-

Honesty in the expenditure of publie
fuuds 15 sometimes found extremely
inconvenient, and economy is alwayvs
so ; and if we are to yield to srgnments
derivesd from meonvenienes, we wonld
a2 well pave up onr epnstitntional
rights aad yield ourselves to the tender
mereies of onr publie offimals,

But furiher, it i2 asserted that the
county of New Hunover owes a debt
contructed previons to the adoption of
the existing State Constitution, and
that the restrictioms i that iostrwosnent
are not applicab’e to taxes levied for
thie pavment of such Jdebt —that if the
State Clonstitution s allowed to stap 1n
agud debar the connty  creditor of his
remedy, 1t would impair the obligation
of o contruet and thos violute the

therefore that  sueh a constroction
must be given to the State Constitu-
tion ns will reconcile ats Prs WARTOLS
with the requirements of the snpreme

On this point I will observe that the
homestend provision of the Constitn-
tion is a pusitive interference with the
ereditor’s remedy, yot that is held by
onr Supreme Court to be law,  In the
ense nnder consideration the most that
can be nrgedfis that there is n wegative
interferonce with the eraditor’s rem-
ady by omilting to provide in the
Constitutioh a method of levying taxes
adequate to his demand.  To hold that
in this ease the limits of taxation laid
down in the Coastitution may he
transcendaed 15 equivalent to the addi-
tion of a supplemental elanse for the
purpose of providiug for the supposed
casux owvissws.  The Commissioners of
New Hanover are now attempting to
do this. Tt remains to ba seon if this
usurpation of power will he sustained
oy the conrts.

There is but one sonree of power
adequate  to such an  oceasion—the
peaple.  1If the limits of taxation al-
lowed by the Constitution bhe oo nar-
row let the appenl be mnde te the
people to extend thom,  There ean ba
ne more argmunent agninst a bad law
than its rigid enforecoment. Sneh a
conrse fixes pablic attention  npon it
nid procures its speedy amendment
or repeal,

But the obligation of the econtract 1x
not impaired by adhering strietly to

the Constitutional limits  of taxa-
tion. Tihe  debt  wtill remains,
Only the remedy I8 impuarel,
Faaws having  this  effeet are often

enacted and enforeed by the conrts,

Formerly the lnws o different Statos
allowed imprisonment for debt.  This
power of imprisoning the debtor was
afterwards withdrawn, and the remedy
of the ereditor weakened, yet this leg-
islation wns held to be noinfringement
of the ereditor's rights and no viola-
tion of the Constitution.  So, now, the
gsovereign power of taxation is delegat-
ed with restrictions not  desipmed to
impair the obligation of contracts, bmt
simply to proteet the people agrinst
oppressive taxation,

Thero is too mneh extravagance in
the public cxpenditures. Publie offi-
cinls seam to be leagmed together in
this matter against the people. We
alml! never have a reform until the
people themselves take the matter in
hand. Tax-PavEr.

LETTER FROM ECYPT.

Cairo, Angust 7, 1871
Dear Juurnal :

My last letter brought me down to
my arrival in this ety. 1 will now
proceed to give such adeseription of it
us can be condensed within the com-
pass of u letter ; but T must say that it
will be very hard to do justice to the
subject. Cairo presents =0 many fea-
tures of interest that its complete dos-
eription would oceupy & large volume.

This ecity was founded in the ninth
century, and was named El-kahireh,
the Vietorious, from whieh the Fronch
gave it the name Lie Caire—in English,
Jairo. The famous Salndin mule it
his eapitol about the eclose of the

twelfth cenlury and founded the great
Citadel which still commands it, Cuiro
i8 situatedd on the right bank of the
Nile, just at the point where the nar-
row valley of that river Legins to ex-
pand and to form the fumons Delta.
r'he nucient, or Arab part of the city
was formerly surrounded by s turreted
wall, of which a part still remaius,
with gnates at various intervals. Be-
tween its western limit and the Nile
extended a plain abont one and a Lialf
miles in width. This is now almost en-
tiraly built u}r in the handsomest style,
and forms the modern or European
purt of the eity. Boulak, the port of
Cairo for the vessels coming from the
sen, containg a wonderful museum of
Egyptian antiquities and extensive wa-
ter works. The space between it aud
the ancient city is being rapidly built
up. *“0Old Cairo,” some three or four
miles higher np the stream, is the pori
flm' boats from Upper Egypt and Sou-
dan.

One of the reasons why Cairo is one
of the most interesting cities in the
world, is tho econtrast botween the
modern civilization in someof its high-
est forms and the antignity and bhar-
barism which exist side by side with
it. The modern portion of the city ro-
semblos the best quarters of Paris.
Largo and handsomestreots with broad
stone pavements—many of thom lined
with trecs—gaslight in greater profu-
sion than I have seen inany city in
Enropa or Ameriea, and never ent
off ¢ven in the bright Fgyptian
nmorn hy a stingy corporation ; publie
fountaing and gardens, splendid stone
and iron bridges. The honsea are
handsomely hailt inthe Earopoan sty le,
of the same crenm oolorsd lime-stone
that distingnishes the Paris constroe-
tions; Imt ad in this elimato it is never
cold, and it nover rains, the bumldings
are not disfigured by the Lorrible
chimney pots which mar the hand-
somest  odifices 1n FEarope nor are
they encnmberesd  with heavy roofs.
