MOUS AMID THE "WILDEST

ENTHUSIASM.

HON. R. Ii. HUBBARD NOMINA
TED FOR LIEUT. GOVERNOR

BY ACCLAMATION.

Till! PLATFORM OF THE CON
VENTION.

THE YELLOW FEVER AT GAL
VESTON AND SIIIIEVEI'ORT.

ArsriN--, Sept. G Noon. On the
1st ballot (Sov. Richard Coke received
;!('.) voles ; Clias. Demon,, MM; John
Ireland, JIM; C. M. Winkler, U5; R.
D. Walker, 7; scattering, 91; neces
sary to a choice, I71.

On the nth ballot yesterday in the
Democratic Convention, for candidates
for Governor, Richard Coke, of Waco,
received Grill votes more, than two-thir- ds

of the entire vote, and was de-
clared the nominee of the Convention.
When tho vote was announced Col.
Tlnbbanl, the opponent of Coke nu
the last ballot, moved that tho nomina
tion bo declared unanimous; where
upon it passed unanimously amidst
a throwing up of hats and the wildest
excitement,. Judtre Coke was called
to the stand and iu a short bpeoou
thanked tho Convention for the honor
conferred upon him.

Col. Charles Stewart, of Houston,
moved that Hon. 11. B. Hubbard be
declared the unanimous choice of the
Convention for Lieut. Governor.

Col. Jno. Henry Browning, in a short
speech withdrew his name as a candi-
date and seconded tho unanimous
nomination of Hubbard. Ho was fol-
lowed by other aspirants: Col. Fiulay,
W. A. King, and L. J. Gore.

Col. Hubbard was then declared
the unanimous choice of tho Conven-
tion.

Stephen II. Darden, of Lockford,
was unanimously declared tho choice
of the C invention for Comptroller.

ArsTiN. Sept. G Night Tho follow-
ing are the loading points of the plat-
form adopted by the Democratio State
Convention after the usual prelimi-
naries: The Convention congratulates
the people on the repeal of inauy odious
and oppressivo sicts passed by tho Re-
publican Legislature. They proclaim
that when the Democratic party comes
into power they will administer the
government in the interest and for the
bone tit of tho whole people and not of
party, and, however, as much as they
have been provoked to hostile and re-
taliatory measures, by outrages com-
mitted on them by tho Republican
Legislature and State government, it
will be a part of their groat mission to
rise superior in their just resentments
and administer the government in such
a manner that every citizen, of what
ever jtolities, religion, nationality or
color, shall feel that he is really pro-
tected in his life, liberty and property;
that the Democratio party allinus the
past oitiiiionsatnl policy it has ever
pursued; that it is bound in duty to
the State tomaintain"" an fficient sys-
tem of coinmon'sehools and to insure
means of securing common education
to every child in the State, and that
every adopted citizen may enter into
a spirit of perfect freedom and action
in matters of conscience; the Demoe
racy of Texas declare it hi be their
firm conviction that legal interference
with merely social habits of auy class
of citizens, of native or foreign birth,
is contrary to sound jtolioy, to genuine
democracy ai d to tho enlightened
spirit of the age; they favor the calling
of a Constitutional Convention by the
Legislature. The Democraoyjof Texas
adhere to their past policy of develop
ing the material resources of the State
and favoring the best interests of the
people by encouraging the comd ruction
of railroads; that to this end and to
encourage the investment of capital in
such enterprises, thev will favor the
trianting of liberal charters to
companies able to build such rail-
roads, and the donating hi such
companies of alternate sections of
vacant, lands under tho projter re-
strictions and with such provisions
of law as will ploteot the people
against oppression and unreasonable
act ion, until each section of the State
has its eoiial proportion of loads.

They are opposed to the granting of
money subsidies by the Stale to secure
the building of railroads, as it is une-
qual in the distribution of the burdens
and benefits, and unjust in principle.

This Convention denounces as false
and slanderous the imputation sought
to lie at tached to the State of Texas by
her enemies, that shocontomplat.es the
repudiation of any of her just ami legal
liabilities ; that the situation and suf-
ferings of our froiiti.irmen and their
families art- - deplorable, and demand
our sincere sympathy, and that tho
most earnest, exertions of tho Demo-
cratic party will be used to secure their
speedy and adequate protection iu tho
future, believing this to be paramount
to all other duties.

The report of the committee is
signed by John II. Leagan, Chairman,
ami othor members.

Tho following resolution was unani-
mously adopted :

J't sulri fl. That wo deprecate the ac-

tion of the Democratic members of
Congress who ed with the
Republican majority and President
Grant, in tho passage of tho baek sal-
ary bill.

Tho resolutions passed by the Ohio
Democratic Convention, denouncing
Grant's policy in regard to Louisiana,
was concurred in, and the report of
tho Committee on Platform was unani-
mously adopted.

New Oklkans, Sep. (V Night. The
Austin Convention remained in session
until 2 o'clock this morning, when it
adjourned nine dir..

(ireat anxiety is felt logarding the
yellow fever ut Galveston and Shreve-por- t.

Private telegrams state that
lioats from Galveston are quarantined
at Houston, thereby stopping all
through travel.

An outbreak is threatened over tho
contest of the Governorship of Nuevo
Leon. No candidate having a majority
the result will remain with the Legis
lature.

IlciLtli of ii IIa.rba.ric IHtloma.ttMt.
Yakoob Bog, whom a morning pajor,

with a penetration quite intuitional,
terms a "famous diplomatist," and who
represented Attalik Ghazee at the
Court of Alexander, died yesterday at
ht. .Petersburg, having but recently
arrived at the Russian capital. He
was not commissioned to establish a
permanent embassy thero, but merely
to convey to the Russian emperor tho
friendly consideration of his master.
and request that the relations of peace
and amity which have hitherto prevaled
between Russia and Attalik Ghazee
may remain undisturbed.

It is an error to suppose as S)me of
our contemporaries have done that
this mission was undertaken in conse-
quence of tho Russian successes in
Khiva, as Yakoob Reg lias been eight
months on his way to St. Petersburg,
having set out last December, when
tho Khivan question was, as yet, a
cloud no bigger than a man's hand.
His embassy consisted of sixteen persons
besides himself, but fourteen of them
remained behind in "Western Siberia.
They have, says a correspondent, the
appearance of Khivans rather than of
Tartars, with small eyes, broad faces
and shaven heads.

Many ot the actors had boon
called home to their lathers; yet per
haps the delay had not been altogether
unlortunate, lor those who relt most
deeply found it hard to uncover their
whole heart. 'The prospects were brigh
ter now, and "truth crushed to carta
would rise again." We had been more
cheated than conquered by the decla-
rations of tho federal President, Con-
gress and Ocnerals. Would there have
been a. surrender if wo had expected
what, has followed? We wore told that
the war was carried on to maintain the
Union. Had we foreseen the result,
we wotilil to-da- y have been free. Ho
referred to the objects of the Associa-
tion, and said that then: were now scat-
tered scraps of history, that should
b collected to perpetuate the deeds of
our fallen soldiers and vindicate tho
action of our country; that groat care
should bo taken with tho collection of
every scrap, us mankind was deeply
interested in the constitutional causes
which led to tho war.

ciples I'm- - which we struggled. He had
received a letter from a gentleman in
Massachusetts, win. li said that man-
kind owed a debt of grat it.mle to t he
Soul hern people for the efforts in be-

half of t liat, const it uf ional liberty wh ieh
men wore so rapidly forgetting; that,
our story had only heen half told,
would we then he condemned before
t in' world'.'

It was due to the
unrecorded dead, who had fought for
t ruth and died in a patriotic cause.
