Friday's dates.
Currents of uncertainty swept of

through Wall-st- . yesterday and filled
men's souls with dread; and yet the
glowing embers of the financial panic
were not fanned into ablaze by rumors lh
of the suspension of additional firms.
Shippers, merchants and madnfaetur- -
ers are beginning to count the cost of
the stairnation in trade and commerce
which tlie stock brokers' and railroad
bond sellers' panic lias brought about.
The export trade, although the trans
atlantic lines are still busy in moving
freight u:der contracts made before
Wall-s- t. was thrown into an uproar,
has been affected by the stringency ot
the money market and the difficulty m
procuring foreign exchange, and every
day the burdens upon commerce and
inland trade are growing heavier.
Business men hailed with pleasure the
announcement that the Stock Exchange
had appointed a committee to force a
settlement of last week's transactions,
and, o?i the other hand, were disposed
to criticise harshly the action of the
Government in suspending the pur-
chases of bonds. Gen. Hilihonse has
paid out $24,000,000 in greenbacks, in-
stead of 13,000,000, as many had sup-
posed, and ho had been ordered to
stop the sale under a contiugeucy
which he does not define. His reti-
cence arouses painful suspicions which
aggravate uneasiness among financiers.
Among the elements which are now
attracting attention are the heavy ship
ments of gold from Europe and the
outflow of currency to the West and
South. Meanwhile the Stock fix
change remains closed, the Clearing
House Hanks refuse to do more tnan
certify large checks, and the bank
Presidents scout the expedient of the
stock brokers by winch, as tliey argued,
the doors of the Stock Exchange could
be thrown open. The inactivity of
yesterday was morbid rather than
healthful. A". Tribune.

It is true that no failures were an-
nounced yesterdny, but it must be re-
membered that artificial contrivances
have been set up to guard against fail-
ure. The closure of the Stock Ex-
change gives the brokers a chance of
making private settlements, and at
any rate conceals their weakuess for
the time. The banks protect them-
selves by paying out very few green-
backs. The merchants are intrinsi-
cally in a sound condition but want
money, and cannot always go on with-
out it. That our export trade should
be arrested at such a season as this is,
in itself, a great calamitj'. The pur-
chase of five-twenti- es was not an effec-
tive remedial measure but to antici-
pate the payment of the bonds of 1871
would undoubtedly produce a good re-
sult. And we do not see what objec-
tion there can be to the purchase of
first-clas- s bills of exchange. We do
not specially recommend an ext,-- a ses-
sion of Congress, because that is a long
and tedious process, and while the
grass grows the steed starves, as the
old proverb says. Put if tho Govern-
ment does not like to adopt either of
the two expedients now suggested,
without the sanction of Congress, if
would be well to ask for that sanction
with as little dehiy as possible. A'. ".

It is diiliciilt to
understand how this can be. lie
gave the bank a iower of attorney to
draw his salary quarterly, and it was
placed to his credit in tiie bank. Sev-
eral of the Justices of the Supreme
Court did the same. This was cortainly
nothing more than an ordinary depo-it- ,
and should not intitle the depositors to
any special privileges. However, it is
currently reported on the streets that
the receiver has said that these fortu-
nate individuals will not suffer because
their deposits were special. The im-
pression very generally prevails 'that
there will be unfair dealing of some
kind in winding up the affairs of this
bank, and this tends to aggarvato the
ill feeling which exists among the suf-
ferers.

The effects of the disturbed money
market are beginning to be felt here
iu every direction. One of tho heaviest
dry goods merchants in this city said
to-da- y that since tho failure of the
Cookes he had not been doing business
enough to pay rent. All the surplus
money had already been locked ui bv
the King in their worthless cert ificates,
and now there is scarcely enough iii
circulation for market purposes.

"Worthy receivers, outwardly par-
taking of the visible elements m this
sacrament, do them inwardly also by
faith, really and indeed, yet not car
nally or corporally, but spiritually, re
ceive and feed upon Christ crucified
and all benefits of his death, the body
and blood of Christ being then not
corporally or carnally in, with or un
der the bread and wine, yet really and
spiritually present to the faitn of be-
lievers in that ordinance, as the ele-
ments themselves are to their outward
senses."

So, too, the same real presence is set
forth in questions 1G8 and 170 of the
larger catechism.

And thus we see that the doctrine of
the real presence is a true Protestant
doctrine that it is in no sense a doc
trine peculiar to tho Church of Eng
land, or the Protestant Episcopal
Church, but that it is essentially
scriptural doctrine, and Protestant.

If there be those who fault us for
holding it, let them look to themselves,
for the sacramental doctrine, as held
c onstantly and taught always by our
own Church, is set forth in much
stronger language in their confessions,
catechisms and doctrinal standards.

t'oiilriiiittibie Trick
Kellogg, the jiresent carpet-ba- g

Cvernor of Pouisiana, has just been
caught in a most contemptible bit of
tri kory, which will stand out in bold
relief among his other acts of selfish
meanness. lien a aemgoguic nypo-- i
crite undertakes to imrchase the good
opinion of the people by ostentatious
acts of goodness and charity, lie might
at least have the decency to use Ids
own and not their money lor tlie pur-
pose. Then, at least, there might be
some objection to culling his motives
in question, and people would have a
right to diner ; but Kellogg has at-- j
tempted to steal the better opinions of
the Conservative people of Pouisiana,
and well nigh succeeded. Meanness,
as well as villainy, however, generally
overreaches itself, and is sooner or
lab r discovered, as was the case in
(his instance. Seizing tlie sacred oe-- ;
casion of tlie sulVering at Shreveport,
he made a grand display of donating
a thousand dollars out of Ids own
pocket t the relief fund, and people

i were beginning to say there was
"something good about the fellow,
after all," when the New Orleans
Herald stepped in and established be- -

j yond all doubt the fact that while pre
tending to have paid the money out of
his own private fuuds, he had really
taken it from the State treasury ! The
Herald made this discovery and very
properly exposed the contemptible
trick to public scorn and execration,
by publishing two telegrams irom the
absent (lovernor one of which was
intended for the public, and appeared
in all the papers with remarks compli-
mentary to Ids benevolence, and the
other as a private instruction for the
guidance of his secretary. The fol
lowing was the dispatch intended to
mislead the public and rob them of
their sympathy :

Chicaoc, Ilt,., Sept. 10, 1S73.

A. ('iiii'ni si 'ltirl;i, Governor's Pri-
vate Secretary :

Pay for me 1, 000 for the relief of
the sick at, Shreveport. Advise with
the President of the Howard Associa-
tion. Just arrived here. Leave for
New York to-nig- Pack as soon as
possible. Wm. P. Kelloog.

Tho net day, however, without say-
ing how it was obtained, but asseverat
ing its genuineness and declaring their
ability to furnish satisfactory proofs,
the Herald published tlie following as
the substance of the Governcr's pri-
vate disjmtch to his secretary, not in
tended, ot course, tor tho public :

"31ake out a warrant on tlie contin
gent fund; get Clinton to admit it,
and Johnson, at Potgcr's office, to cash
it; pay to the Howards. Tell the
newspapers."

The New Orleans Herald, iu referring
to the two dispatches, says:

m its lace the lirst looted vcrv
handsome, and even his enemies were
luard to say, "Well, that is not bad
for Kellogg; the fellow has some feel-
ing anyhow." it was so entirely un-
like Kellogg, however it is so entirely
contradicted and gave the lie to all
lni-- i l inn flint. tlioo Tvlir
knew the man best found it extremely
difficult to understand, until the
Herald, by the publication of the
second telcgri.M, turned a calcium
light upon the matter yesterday, when
tin it; was a general guffaw, succeeded
by a universal disgust for the ineffable
meanness and hypocrisy of the man
who is pinned to unfortunate Louisiana,
for some time at least, as fast as bayo-
nets can pin him.

From what we have learned about
the matter, it is quite certain that
Kellogg sent two disiiatehes one for
publication, to throw dust in the eyts
of what he has foimd to be an easily
gulled public, and another for the
private information add guidance of
his secretary. How essentially like
Kellogg was this. How perfectly in
keeping with his deceitful and crooked
character. Not a man that knew him
well but recognized him in the slimy
action.

We have no speeial admiration for
SZr. Kellogg; we have never laid claim
to any, but we would not willingly or
knowingly malign him. This is simply
a matter of Ju t. as Mr. Gadgrind
would say, ami we have no desiie to
romance about it, or to embellish it in
any way whatever. It is an act which
stands out in its repulsive nakedness
to shock the sensibilities of all honor-
able and decent men an act which,
for low cunning and deceit, has never
been suppressed, if equaled.

To be caught in so mean an action
would be fatal to the standing of any
one claiming respectability almost any-
where; but of course it can do no
harm to a man like Kellogg, who has
no standing to lose, who has forfeited
all claims to decency and bid farewell
forever to self-respec- t. HicJunond
