DEATIH OF PROF. \GASSIZ.

Monday's talegraphie news, announ-
ces the death of Proi. Agassiz, the
world-renowncd naturalist, at the ripe
aze of 66-67 years, at his residenee, in
Camlgidge, Mass.

Louis Jean Rodolphe Agassizis of
French origin, but was bern at Motiers,
in the canton of Freyburg, Switzer-
Iand, where his father wasa pastor,
on the 28th of May, 1807. In 1818 he
entered thse Gymnasium of Dienne,
and in 1822 was removed to the
Academy of Lansanne us a reward for
his proficicncy in seience. He subse-
preently studied medicive and the ex-
permental seiences at Zurieh, Heidel-
burg and Muanieh, at whieh last uni-
versity the degree of M. D, was e n-

ferrel wupon him. Afterwards, in
Paris, he wowm thue friendship of

Humboldt and Cavier, andon returning
to Switzerland was appoiuted Prefessor
of Natural History at the College of

Neunichatel.  ITe published in Enrope
