Colonel SiH Berlin was tho gencrai-iim- s

of the, Texas Lynchers in the
early history of that State. He well
deserved the title which he had won
by many a desperate deed. He pos-
sessed such incredible skill in the use
of all sorts of murderous weapons,
that it might be pronounced virtual
suicide to even think of encountering
him, so rapid was his motion, so uner-
ring his 'mortal aim. The terrible
cognomen "Death in the Eye," told

enemy stood no better chance by re-
sorting to th8 sword or the bowie-knif- e,

against one in whose hands the
flash of steel wsj like lightning as
swift, as mighty to slay one who ap-
peared to surpass all other men as
mnch in strength as in activity a

in stature, a fiend in courage,
is biography in itself was more thril-

ling than a novel, wilder than the wild-
est romance ; and the very first act of
his dreadful daring revealed, in all
their force and fullness, the two essen-
tial elements of his character the
ferocious ardor of his appetite for re-Ten-

and the iron pertinacity of his
indomitable will. At the age of twen-
ty he pursued tho assassin of his
brother all the way from Carolina to
Canada, and shot him dead at the din-
ner table of a tavern in Quebec ; yet
sueh had been the cunning of his pre-
vious arrangements for the event, that
aided by numerous relays of swift
horses, he effected his escape safely to
the South. The achievement cost h m
ten thousand dollars.

From this time forward his life was
one long war. Almost every month iu
the year saw him engaged in some fa-
tal duel fatal only to others, never
hurtful to him while each week wit-
nessed the occurrence of casual affrays,
often as bloody as his more regular
eombate. He wss tho Napoleon of the
knife and pistol. But the truth of im-
partial history compels mo to record
that tbis man, so fearful in his deeds,
whose right arm reeked with gore to
the elbow, was not commonly the ag-
gressor in his countless quarrels.
Often the friends of those he hid van-
quished in fair fight assaulted him,
from motives of revenge.

As there is no resolution requesting
the Representatives from Nor:h Caro-
lina to present the resolutions to Con-
gress, I apprehend that you forward a
them to mo only as an act of courtesy
and as information. If I thought you
bad been instraoted t forward them,
this communication vould have been
addressed to those who instructed you.

It is gratifying t i know that even
tho consideration of those vital ques-
tions

f
which affect the credit and char-

acter of the people o North Carolina,
and upon the settlement of which her
future prosperity almost entirely de-ptnd- s,

was made to yield to the higher
question of national morals involved
in tho Congressional salary bill. Re-
publican institutions are said to rest
solely 011 the virtue and intelligence of
the people, and therefore those who
exercise tho uios. assiduous guardian-
ship over these two fundamental ele-
ments of freo government arc the tru-
est mends of tho people. If their
motives are questi jntd, as seems to be
inevitable, they can at least console
themselves with tho reflection that
virtue is its own reward. I regret,
however, that in this instance
I am compelled to tho conclusion tha'
tho resolutions of tho Legislatnre can
only be justified upon the very doubt-
ful theory that the moral has kept
pace with the material progress of our
country, and that the political ethics
of modern State legislators aro pnrar
and higher than those of the fathers of
the Republic and all their successors
down to the year of grace 1873. The
members of the Legislature had the
same right to pass these resolutions
which any other hssemblage of citizeus
elsewhere had, bat ho more. They
could give no greater force or dignity
to their sentiments, by reason of their
position, than tho eaine number of
their fellow-citizen- s not intrusted with
the responsibilities of office could;
and, therefore, only as tho utterance
of a respectable number of gentlemen
their resolutions are ent'tled to con- -

action of Congress "whs indefensible
in principle and tended to bring our
Government into disrepute.'' That is
a very plain statement. Is it true ?

Let us see. What ia tho principle in-

volved ? If there is one it must be '
either a logs! or a moral principle.
There can be no other kind of "prin-
ciple" in the case. The legal principle
is established by the Constitution, or it
does not ex'st. lho Constitution ex-pr- ef

sly and exclusively vests in Con-

gress the power to fix tho compensa-
tion of Bftnbers daring their term of
service. They can fix it at any timt-durin- g

their term the first, the mid-
dle, or tho last day of the terra, and at
any rate tbey choose. The Forty-secon- d

Congresstherefore, had a legil
tight to do what they did a Constitu-
tional right exercised in a Constitu-
tional way. Any person who wou!d
deny this is not fit to be n legislator
anywhere. Very well, their legal right
is established. Let us now examine
the moral right. What principle of
morals did they violate? And how did
their action "tend to bring our Gov-
ernment into disrepute ?" Admitting
the moral superiority of men elected
bv the people to the Legislature of
North Carolina over men elected bv
the people totheCongreKS of the United
Strtes, it will be difficult, I think, to
show that even their superior moral
sense ought to bo shocked by ihe sal-

ary bill. The vioiatibu of good faith,
first, alleged against t;i- - Forty-- s cond
Congress, was that tbev had made an
implied contract with tho people to
RerVa aj c?rtain rate of eorapenaa- -

tiou, aud naa vio:arca tnat contract oy t

incr.:aRicsf tue rate.

Again, if there W4i a contract, t.uch
as alleged, havo not the members of
the Forty-thir- d Congitss, who were
elected long 'before tho increase was
made, and who havo been receiving
pay ever since lai Mrch, been as
guilty of violating thi agreement as
any others? There is notbicgia the
resolution about them.

There is a great misapprehension in
the minds of the people on this sub-iec- t.

which, when I return to my con
stituents, I expect to show; but I do
not proposo arguing the subject in this
communication. I shall content my-

self by saying that so far as "princi-
ple" is concerned, whether legal or
moral, tho Forty-secon- d Congress did
what they bad a right to do, and ex-

actly what every previous Congress
which ever voted on the question did,
except that they increased the pay lees
in proportion thpi cny of their prede-
cessors had done. As to their bring-
ing our Govern itent into disrepute,
they must content themselves as best
they can by remembering that al-

though not so fortunate as tho mem-
bers of the Legialatue, they find them-
selves in this respect the companions
in iniquity of George W.shmgton
and James Madieon, James Monroe and
Nathaniel MacoD,. and other repro-
bates, who have at other periods of
our history brought our Government
into disrepute by similar conduct to
that with which we are charged; that
is, by appro vicg similar bills, aud
voting for, and taking, "back" pay.
