THE LEGISLATURE CONVENED.

INSTALLATION OF GOVERNOR
KEMPER.

HIS INAUGURAL ADDRESS

Richmond, Jan. 1 Noou. The
Legislature convened to-da- y at noon,
nearly every member of both houses
being present. The organization hav-
ing previously been arranged in a
caucus, the election of officers was
speedily gotten through with and re-

sulted in the of all the
officers of the last session, except the
Sergeant-at-Arm- s, which office was
filled by the election of J. F. Wall, of
Frederick. The Senate and House
then went into joint session and pro-
ceeded to canvass the retains of the
recent election for Governor and ant

Governor, with the following"
result:

For Governor, .Tas. L. Kemper,
120,7:38; R. W. Hughes, i3,-l.!)- ; ma-

jority for Kemper, 27,2::'.; majority for
Col.' R. S. Withers, for Lieutenant-Governo- r,

was 27,510.
Immediately after the conclusion of

the count, the Governor elect was
notified, and he proceeded to the Ex-
ecutive mansion where the oath of
office was administered to him by
Judge Filzhugh, of the Chancery
Court. Gov. Kemper then sent his
inaugural message to both honses.

In referring to the circumstances
arising from the recent changes of the
law, that the legislature and executive
are both inaugurated at the same time,
he says it is not to be expected that
he should transmit detailed informa-
tion with recommendation Of the
government of races, he sa3s, I do not
hesitate to affirm that so encouraging
and decisive has been the progress of
the last four years, so clearly devel-
oped by the past are tho obligations of
to-da- y, that if wo ai--e but guided by
prudence, if we go forward with cour-
age, tempered with forbearance, and
if no federal legislation shall intervene
to disturb the relations between the
races, we cannot fail to bring our great
experiment to a successful and pros-
perous issue.

Ho then refers, in flattering terras,
to the uniform system of free schools
for educating both races, which chal-
lenges comparison with any similar
scheme, and elsewhere lie nays that
the recent event proves how futile and
how disastrous to its authors must be
any future attempt to array the colored
race, as a political combination, upon
any principle of antagonism between
the. races, and further, that non-resident- s,

whatever their claims to emi-
nence, ability or philanthropy,
can never understand tiie character
and circumstances or wiselv ndminis-te- r

to the wants of our colored popula-
tion. Ourselves and no others are
qualified to perforin the tasks assigned
us by Providence, which, if i t re-

strained and thwarted by superior
power, we will perforin resolutely and
effectually, by promoting the best
interest ot both races. We intend to
perform it by scrupuouslv gu.iruitig
the newly acquired rights ot the c
oretl men. lie next reiers to immi-
gration and capital as the two great
material wants of Virginia, and says
thchisrhest mterestsol the whole coun
try demand the speedy establishment
ot a lasting reconciliation ami the le- -

to tho fact, that as a result of
the war, the burden of tho State is
greatly increasoil in the education of
the frecelmen anel support of colored
paupers, while the taxable property has
been greatly decreaseil, thus leaving
Virginia entrusted with the care of
the celucation of more than half a
million of the warels of the Nation,
without being provided with the
means of executing the trust. He
woulel eleplore the interference of tiie
Federal Government with the public
schools of the State as certain to re-
sult in their destruction ; yet justice,
humanity and the best interest of the
coloreel race anel the country at large,
demand that the National Government
should furnish tho State with the !

cessary means to educate them. He
thought Virginia has less than onc-thi-rel

of her proportion of tho Na-
tional currency, and demands that the
Government should cither afforel
her her due proportion or re-
peal tho existing tax on State bank
notes, thus allowing Virginia to pro
viele a circulating medium of her own
lie urges that every effort be maele by
the State herself to provide for the
public debt. lie aelvocates liberal
provision as true economy in the care
of our public institutions, educational
and eleemosynary. He refers especial-
ly to the University of Virginia. He
recommends the renewal cd' every ef-

fort to further the construction of the
central water line, the consummation
of which is destined to signalize the
present pcrioel of our history. While
he thinks the advantage to Virginia
anel West Virginia would be greater
than if it should be constructeel by
private capital, yet its maintenance as
a national water-way- , free to all the
people, woulel be incalculably more
beneficial to tho common country. He
concludes by making various recom-
mendations looking to economy iu the
administratioi of the; affairs ol the
State.

Boat.

Sundav morning two farmers and
their families, who were driving to
Maiden to attend church, noticed, when
about eight miles below, or east of the
town, a ship's yawl on the lake head-
ing towards the beach, and abont a
half mile away.

A S1.G0O landaulet, tor which the De-
partment of Justice holds the receipt
of a Washington coachman,, stands
directly across the royal road to the
chief-justiceshi- p. But Mr. Williams
is only maintaining the state of the
Republican court m the manner re-

cognized asproper from the President
down. There are distinctions in this
matter that must be kept up. If the
head of a subordinate bureau has his
one-hors- e eoupe, with driver drawing
pay as assistant stoker of the bureau
furnace, one can readily fcu that the
least a Cabinet officer can expect is his
landaulet and matched pair, with
coachman, footmen, and grooms en-

tered on the Department pay-ro- ll as
messengers ; while nothing less than
a brevet brigadier general will answer
to maintain the dignity oi usher in the
Presidential ante-chambe- r. These dis-
tinctions of rank ai.d their accompany-
ing gradations of privilege aro not suf-
ficiently understood outside the dis-
trict. But we alre.uly hear of a "mid-
dle class" in Washington, and can be-
gin to perceive the division into ph-b-

and patricians, if il is impos;i'le io
know one exact schedule of precedence
which regulates tin4 cost ot the est.-t-l --

lishments each if. entitled to draw
from the Treasury, well the ti- -
quette of soei:il recognition. A title
indicating which lady is authorized to
use landaulet and which a ("";)' , r:t
public expense, and how many foot-
man are allotted to each on the gov-
ernment pay-rol- l, would form a desira-
ble addition to the new treatise on tho
rules of Washington f.ociety. its cir-
culation would prevent any siu-- un-
pleasant surprise as this regarding Mr.
Williams' turnout.

It is, of course, understood that the
Attorney-Gener- al is only following out
the usual custom in sending his fer-
riage bills in to an accommodating au-
ditor iu hi-- : department and placing:
his'servants on the list of Government
employees. It is all perfectly regular,
according to the system established by
this Administration. The President,
indeed, has ideas of indefinite expan-
sion in the same way. Washington is
a city of which the Nation is to be
"proud," and naturally must expect to
pay for its pride. Over Governor
Shepherd'.-- trijly graded roads tho
dashing equipages of Cabinet officers,
bought with the public money, roll
under the guidance of coachmen draw-
ing salary as Government clerks. The
Supervising Architect of the Treasury
Department designs new stables for
the President, and they are built and
paid for out of the unexpended appro-
priations. The erection of mansions
for members of the Cabinet is stiongly
urged in the message, and next year it
is not impossible that the acquisition
of landaulets and horses through the
Department of Justice will requiio
the addition of Cabinet stables to the
President's plan. The stock-far- m and
the paddock may follow as adjuncts of
the Executive Department, and the
establishment of a mile tiack could
not fail to find favor with the present
investors in Washington real estate.
With this proud prospect in view, it is
gratifying to know that the high civil
servants of tho capital are not suffering
for the luxuries of life under the pro-
posed reduction of expenditures. In
Washington the "middle class" will
give fewer parties ; elsewhere every
one is limiting his cost of living by
the practice of economy; but it would
be unbecoming to give voice to plebe-
ian grumbling at taxes which pay for
the landaulets and footmen, the grooms
and horses, or the prospective man-
sions enjoyed by tho patrician rank at
our Republican court.

A Pauper Become a, Millionaire.
In the autumn of 1871 there an ired

in this city a young German from the
city of Recklinghausen, Westphalia,
in a state of most abject poverty. He
gave his name r.s Louis Steenkopf, and
said that he had been robbed of all his
clothes on boad the emigrant ship.
To aggravate his misery, he became
affected with rheumatism, and wander-
ed about the streets of New York fam-
ished and ragged. Finally a humane
countryman of his took pity on him
and got him admitted to the German
hospital, whence poor Steenkopf was
discharged shortly ofterward with only
a few shillings in his pocket. He was
thrown upon the town again in the
dead of the hard winter of 1871-72,an- d

he was soon more miserable than ever.
One day in the summer of 1872,
by that time having become a filthy
and disgusting beggar, he piteously
begged a policeman to have him sent
to the island . There lie remained two
months, when he suddenly received,
through the German Consul, a letter
with the enclosure of $300, and an ur-
gent request to return to his German
home. A few hours after the New
York pauper visited a barber shop and
a clothing store, and was transformed
into a gentleman, and the next steamer
carried him back to the Fatherland.
Upon his arrival at Recklinghausen,
Steenkopf found that two of his weal-
thiest relatives had died suddenly,and
that he, their sole relative, who, a
short time before, had begged alms iu
the streets of New York, had, all of a
sudden, become possessed of real es-
tate and stocks valued at 1,200,000
thalers. A more singular and sudden
revulsion of fortune has rarely taken
place, Sunday-Mercury- .
