ing scale. But the idea that inflation
in its fullest extent, as advocated by
some of the Western members, is rap-
idly losing ground, and this fiuds daily
evidence in the cjurse of Wail street
affairs. It seems next to impossible to
lift the general Stock market into any
kind of activity; and as the outside
public are unwilling to come in to
