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THE COTION FACTORY.

We have not heard that the friends
of thirx ‘enterprise sre doing much to
advance its interests. We hope that it
will not be abandoned after the very
flattering success it has met with.

It is singular that while other States
and cities are doing so much to eun-
courage the building of factories,
North Ceroling and her prineipal city
should seem so little interested, and
frequently business men are opposed
to them. While we are idle, if not
repellant, Augusta is extending a cor-
dial weleomea to such enterpriscs.

The Legislature of Georgia has
passed a law exempting from taxation
for a term of ten wvears all eapital in-
vested in cotton, woolen or iron manu-
fuctories. This exemption applies to
every species of taxation, State, County
and Municipal. In addition to this
exemption, the City Council of Augusta
hins passed an ordinance paying a bLo-
anx of three per ceni. on capital
(owned by parties living out of the
State) invested in manunfacturing of
auy kind in the city.

This is what is done in a city where
manufactories are in successful opera-
tion. Itis no experiment with them.
8o great a benefit is derived frotm those
already established, that the City
Council, representing the tax-payers,
for Augusta is under control of the
white people, have saciually voted a
bonus to foreign capital seeking in-
vestiuent there in manufuctures,

It eeewns to us that we might learn n
lesson from Angusta. Wilmington can
uever bicome a large city by its export
trade alone. We must build up a home
warket, aud we must provide profita-
Lile labor for our laboring classes,
eepecially the women and children.
Until we do this by the establishment
of mannfactures, our growth in popu-
lation aud wealth will be slow.

We ought not to let the question of
the cotton factory slumber. If those
gentlemen who began the work with
such liberal subscriptions will only
give the subject a little more attention,
it must be successful.

JURISDICTION OF MAGES-
TRATES,

We learn that a bill 1s now before
the Senate proposing to enlarge very
greatly the jurisdiction of Justice: of
the Peace.

The bill, if it shall become a law,
will give magistrates power to try
cases of petty larceny when the
smount stolen is stated to be worth
less than ten dollars, failure to keep
up fences during crop time, fornica-
tion and adultery, deer hunting in
night time with gun, malicious mis-
chief to real estate, unless the damage
is stated to be over ten dollars, ordin-
ary assault and battery when no
deadly weapon is used and when the
injured party asks the Justic: to
finally delermine the action, refusal
to work on roads, entry on land of
another after being forbidden so to do,
and vagrancy. From this enumera-
tion of the peints of the bill, it will be
scen what a sweeping change it pro-
poses to make in the trial of offences
against the eriminal laws of North
Carolina.

We sincerely trnst the bill will not
pass. If the people were sure to have
honest, intelligent, and impartial mag-
istrates, the objection wonld not be so
great, thoagh even then the bill would
Le exceedingly objectionable because
ol its wide departure from the time
Lhonored and time tested practice of
trial by jury. We do not believe in
edneating the people to belicve that
any system is better than the verdict
of & jury to determine the guilt or!
innocence of citizens.

But do we have honest, capable and
intelligent magistrates ? Look in those
townships where negroes are in the
majority aund see the result. With
rareexceptions the persons elected, and
who if the bill now before the Senate
becomes a luw are to be vesled with
their extended jurisdiction, are utterly
unfitted for the position. Let every
honest and intelligent man living in
one of these negro townships unsk him-
self the question: Are the magistrates
in wy township tit for the place ? are
they capable of sifting and weighing
testimony ? have they any knowledge
of even the plainest principles of law ?

We know that there is a demand for
an extension of the jurisdiction of
magistrates in the Western portion of
the State, and in ecertain counties in
the Fast, also with Demoeratie major-
ities, but we beg our Demoeratic
friends, both East and West, to 1emem-
Ler in what a position they will place
such counties as New Hanover if they
pa:8the billnow pending. Thecouuties
so unfortunate as to be ruled by ne-
groes, lie perfectly helpless aud at the

mercy of their more fortuuate political
friends. Will our friends take adva.-
tage of our happiness !

The bill is
then ready for its third reading, and |
when reached in regular order it is|
read a third time, amended and dis-
cussed if desired, and passed third
time. The opinion of the Committee
has a great influence in shaping the
action of the House upon a bill, but is
not conclusive.

When a bill has passed the third
time in the House in which it was first
introdueced, it must be ‘“‘engroesed” or
copied for transmission to the other
Honse. The Committee on Engrossed
Bills have {o examine the “‘engrossed
bill”, as it is called, and sece that it is
an exact transcript of the bill a= it
passed, and certify this fact on the bill.
The Chief Clerk certifies onthe bill the
fact that it passed in due form, and the
engroased bill is then sent with a writ-
ten message by one of the clerks to the
other House “‘informing that Honcra-
ble Body”, as the phrase goes, that the
bill has been passed, and asking con-
currence therein. The original bill
with the amendments, &e.,is preserved
among the records of the House in
whieh it is introdneed. When the
Clerk with the messageand bill reaches
the other Honse, it suspends business
for the moment, the door-keeper
announces in a lond voice ‘‘a message
from the House of Representatives”
or “from the Senate,” as the case may
be, and the presiding officer invitesthe
messenger to come forward. He does
so and delivers his papers to the pre-
siding officer who risesto receive them.
The Clerk then returns and the regu-
lar business is resnmed.

The course of the bill is now pre-
cisely similar to that taken in the
House in which it was introdueed, to
wit: it is read and passed first time
and referred to a committee for ex-
amination and report, read and passed
second time, read and passed third
time.

When an encrossed bill has been
passed the third time in one Honse
precisely as it came from the other
House it is then ready for “enroll-
meut.” The Committee on Enrolled
Bills exsamine the enrolled bill and
certify that it is an exact copy of the
engrossed bill as it passed both Houses
and report the fact to both Houses,
the Committee on Eurolled Bills being
compose.]l of members of both Hounses.
The enrolled bill, after being reported
ou by the Committee, is signed by the
presiding ofticer of each House in opeu
session and then is no longer a “*bill”
but “xn act of Assembly,” in other
words the law of the land. It is then
placed in the office of the Sceretary of
State for safe keeping.

This is the very .simplest way
of *“getting a Dbill throngh the
the Lesislature.” The *‘engrossed Lill”
is the copy sert from one House to
the other., The “cnrolled bill” is the
copy deposited in the oflice of the
Secretary of State, as the record proof
of what the law is. This is, in brief,
the history of a bill that has an easy
passage through the Legislature of
North Carolina. In other States the
forms and terms are somewhat differ-
ent but the substance is the same.
