THE DAVENPORT TRAGEDY.

Particulars of the 'l'ml_hle Muarder
of a_ Mother and Eer Child.

We clip from the Davenport (1o~ a)
Democrat, the following particulars of
a terrible tragedy, which recently oc-
curred in that eity: .

‘About seven o'clock last evening Mr.
Brownlie left his home and family,
consisting of wife and four children,
to go over to his father’s house, about
a mile distant. About half an hour,
or less, after he had gone, the tragedy
oceurred. Mrs. Brownlie was sithirg
at a window sewing. Beside her, on a
stool, sat their youngest child, a boy,
four years old. The other three chil-
dren were in the same room, playing
upon the floor. Soon Mrs. Brownlie
heard a noise at a. window in another
room. She listened and said **‘Hush!
to the children. That was the signal
for her death. In an instant a large
brick was thrown throngzh the window,
ernshing throngh glass and sash, and
falling upon the floor. Then followed
the deafening report of ashot-gun dis-
charged from oatside the window, the
entire charge entering the left shonl-
der, and almost tearing the srm from
the socket. The murderer saw that
this one shot was not fatal, and in a
moment, before she could get away,
the contents of another charge, struck
the poor woran in the left breast, and
with one long, agonized shriek, she
fell to the floor, and expired. The
last shot had been so close to Mrs,
Drownlie that her dress was set on fire,
and one of the children notieing this,
went to her and extinguished the
flames with his bare hands. A large
portion of the shot which killed the
mother, struck the face of the youngest
Loy, cutting it so seriously that death
or disfignrement may result. The

| child is now nnder proper medical care

and may possibly recover.

The father returned home aboul an
Lour after the murder took place.
The first thing he saw was the desd
body of his dear wife lying upon the
floor in a pool of blood, and blood over
her clothes, face and Dbreast. He
gazed at the awful sight in abject
horror. The terror-stricken children,
who had been hiding in a corner, came
forward and told the etory of their
mother’'s death.

There must have been at least two
men concerned in the murder ; but
who they are, or what their object, no
one can imagine. Some of the neigh-
bors started off in pursuit, but nothing
further was learned of them. It is
thonght that the perpetrators belong
in this vieinity, although nothing is
known as yet to justify such a beliel.
