Expericnee,
ever, has taught that men not nnfre-
quently know the right. and yet the
wrong pursue, and now the proposi-
tion is to compel every qualified voter
to cast his ballot for some one at every
parliamentary election held within the
Emperor’s domain.

And so upon the prineipal that a
bird that ean sing and won't sing must
be made to sing, eve y man who can
vote and won't vote must be made to
vote.

There is no doubt that the failure to
vote is a great and growing evil in
other countries as well as in Prussia,
but it is not so certain that eompul-
sory suflrage will cure it either there
or elsewhere.

The theory looks well enongh, for it
would seem that compnlsory education
ought to teach men the right and that
compulsory suffrage onght to compe!
them to pursue it. In practice, how-
ever, we do not believe that it will
happen in the future any more than it
has happened in the past, that men
can be made to do right by force.

On Monday last Mr, O'Brien, mem-
ber of Congress from Maryland, intro-
duced into the House of Representa-
tives a bill striking at the many abuses
which have erept into the public ser-
vice during the years of Radical rule,
It is, to say the least of it, a disgrace
to the country that such a bill should
be necessary.

The Carolina Centrzl Railway.

Work on the Carolina Central Rail-
way has never stopped since it went
into the hands of its present owners,
abont one year ago, and even during
the lute panic, when work on all other
new roads was suspended, the work on
this one went steadily forward. The
eredit for this is mainly due to Mr.
Edward Matthews, of New York, who
owns over one-half the stock mn the
Iload. He not oniy favored continn-
ing the work, but actually advanced
the money to pay contractors: and
the President, Mr. Roberts, and Sn-
perictendent Fremont, cordially co-
operating with Mr. Matthews and oth-
ers, the work (as we remarked above)
has never stopped.

We look forward to the connection
between Charlotte and Wilmington,
by rail, with pleasure ; if nothing un-
foreseen happens to prevent, itis ex-
pected to complete the Road to ihis

city by the last of August, and then
the Western Division will be finished
to Shelby.

We learn that the Company does not
owe a dollar of floating debt, and it
has the means at command to not only
tinish the Road to Charlotte, but ulso
to eqnip it.

When completed no road in the
Sonthern States will be a better one
than the Carolina Central. Tts freight-
ing work, we think, will be very large,
and the loeal travel between Wilming-
ton, *Wadesboro, Monroe, Charlotte,
Lineolnton and Shelby, will pay hand-
somely.

A long and earveinlly written arlicle
in the last number of the Edinburgh
Review, nuder the title of the *“*Nintly
Census of the United States,” Jdisens-
ses the eondition of the South, the
working of ewianeipation, and the fu-
ture of the negro race. If the picture
| is dark, it mnmst be ccnfessed that
| there is much canse for the gloomy

shading. Emanecipation is regarded as
| a purely military measnre; as muel so
| as the attack on Rielhimond. After-
wards the blacks were used as a gar-
rison for the South. The result of
this naturaily was a revolt of the peo-
ple at the the domination of an alien
race. The whites wero exasperated ;
old wounds were kept unhealed, and
the movernment was weakened. The
condifion of the negro, morcover, wus
not improved. On the contrary, if the
| census ean ba relicd on, it was made
| worse, althongh, apon the whole* free-

Many of
them were turned adrift upon the
world, and perished miserably. Ther
are faw signs even now of a much bei-
ter state of affairs. Thus the census

| While the abolition of slavery may
| have bheen a blessing to the blacks, it
i< one that —ame to the whites 1na
questionable shape. A people one-
sixth the number of the | French have
had to bear a fine twice as heavy as
the one exacted by the German con-
| gquierors, in the value alone of the slave
| property lost.  To this must be added
| the plundering by reckless adveutnr-
ers, the demorahzation of labor, the
[ heavy taxes, the deterioration ol land
mvolved., It is ruin, and the slave
and the former master must fare alike.
The wise and humane course after the
civil war would have been to have pnt
[ the South under a stringent but just
military government., It would have
' been wise, for it would have eflfected,
' sooner than any other form of rule
| eonld, the pacitication of the coantry.
And it wonld have bicen hunmane to the
I hlacks, as it wonld have insared ther
full protection; to the white, as it
