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his discoveries', such as he gave me,
and such as I obtained from the stndy
of his map, has been already publish-
ed. To the second question I would
answer that a copious record of liis
discoveries, extending over a period of
six vears, which I brougl.t to England
on the 2nd of August, 1872, is safe iu
the hands of Miss Agnes Livingstone,
his eldest danghter. This record be-

gins from the day he left Zanzibar in
December, 18CG, to the 13th of March,
1872. It embraces his discoveries from
the mouth of the Rovuma River, ou
the ea?.t coast of Africa, to the Nyussa
Lake, those made from the Nyassa
Lake in the new lands west of Nyassa,
in the district of the Ma-Zit- u, the
Bobi&a, Bobemba, the Wa Marungu-Cazemb- e

Rua, Manyuema-Waguhha- U,

up to Ujiji, where he arrived the 23d
of October, 1871. It also contains his
discoveries made while he journeyed
with me, from about the middle of
November, 1871, to the IGth of Feb-
ruary, 1872, when wo arrived at
Unyanyembe.

To ordinary readers all this may ap-

pear very vague, but if I tell them
that Livingstone has tramped a dis-
tance of 8,300 miles afoot in that peri-
od, they may have a conception of the
value of the journal which now lies in
the strong room cf a Glasgow bank,
and which was sealed by rue on the
evening of the 13th of March, 1872.

Livingstone was a laborious note-take- r.

A littjc note-boo- k was always
on hand to jot down on the march
whatever observations he made which
were faithfully copied or improved
upon in the big journal after his ar-

rival in camp. And as Livingeton:.-se-t
great store upon these, they must

be of value, and contain much addi-
tional information. Besides this
record of a journey extending ovpr a
langth of 8,300 miles, and which it
must be remembered is already iu
England, there is this last journey
from Uuanyembe, begun August 2,
1872, and ending about May, 1S73, the
notes about which Mr. Murphy must
have in his possessiou. It is of a
period of 273 days or thereabouts,
which, at the moderate rate of four
miles per day, gives us 1,022 miles,
much of which is through a country
never trod by white men before.

MietcH of Senator William It
Washburn.

William B. Washburn, the gentle-
man who has been elected Senator of
the United States from Massachusetts,
holds at present an equally high place
in the esteem of his fellow citizens.
He is Governor of the State which has
chosen, after a long, serious and com-
bative struggle, to give him the best
gift that the old Bay State can possibly
confer to fill the chair of Charles
Sumner. Three times this gentleman
has been elected Governor of Massa-
chusetts, and it may be said that he
has filled nearly every political office
of worth and consideration in the
choice of the people of his State. On
the 31st of January, 1S20, William B.
Washburn was bcrn in tho town of
Winchendon, Mass. Preparatory to
entering college his studies were pur-
sued at the Groton Academy, and he
graduated from the University of
Yale with honors in the year 1811, be-
ing then in his early prime of life,
twenty-fou- r years of age, H3 is a
business man and is to this day en-
gaged in and interested 11 manufac-
tures. Being left an orphan at an
early age, his youth was one earnest
and persistent struggle for an educa-
tion and a livelihood. Ho has resided
for many years in Greenfield, Mass.,
and was for a lengthened term Presi-
dent of the Greenfield Bank. In 1S30
Mr. Washbui n entered political life,
and four year later he was sent to the
General Assembly of Massachusetts.
In 1856, like all tho young and bril-
liant nea of his time, he van swept
into tc.3 tide and became an ardent re-
publican. For eighteen years he has
acted with honest purpose toward his
party, and his integrity is beyond the
breath of reproach. Senator Wash-barn- o

was elected for the first time to
Congre.'E in 18f2, and then he was
three times d. In 1871 Mr.
Washburi)3 left his .seat in Congress to
become Governor of tho Common:
wealth of Massachusetts, defeating
General Butler for the republican
nomination. In the menioruble con-
test with General B. F Butler last
year the subject of this sketch was
jgain nominated and, of course, elect-
ed. Personally, Senator Washburn
has a fine appearance broad, open
brow, wide, firm mouth, which is char-
acteristic of all the V,' ishburnes. Iu
prival- aud public life lie boars a
stainksrs reputation among the citizens
of his State.-- '.

About
lSG'.l Meiggs sent two or three agents
to California to secretly gather iu his
indebtedm B) and liabilities there. In
1865 it was said lie had succeeded iu
extinguishing all his debts. After
Meiggs had built all the railway that
the limited resouces of Chili would
permit, he went to Peru and built rail-
ways there until the State was nearly
bankrupt, aud now he wants to return
to California; hence tin passage of the
bill.

There are, our informant writes, a
number of scientific gentlemen from
abroad, now at the mountain; Borne are
from Boston and other Northern cities,
and one is from Berlin, Prussia. They

REINFORCEMENTS ARRIVING
FOR BAXTER.

A CONFLICT IMMINENT.

ANOTHER APPEAL FOR UNITED
STATES TROOPS REFUSED.

Little Rock, April 18 Night. --

Three hundred men from Pine Bluff,
1,500 from Washington, 100 from
Batesville and 50 from Saline county
reinforced the Governor's troops this
morning.

The 300 men from Piuo Bluff are
nearly all colored men. They came
with colors flying and their band
playing. The Governor is now hold-
ing consultation with his Generals.
His intention is to surround the State
House and to cut off its supplies. The
State House party has been pressing
the colored people into service.

The Governor says he will prevent
bloodshed if possible, but by the
eternal the insurgents must and will
be put down.

One thousand more men are expect
ed on the train this evening. Brooks
has sent out numerous recruiting
officers, but thev are not to be permit
ted to return. Brooks now lias pos-
session of the street in front of the
State House, and his sentinels can be
seen passing their posts from a point
near the City liaii.

Gen. Ira McBarton, an old West
Point graduate, and a Federal officer
during the late war. ha3 command of
the colored troops from Pine Bluff.

The State House party captured
Capt. Sam Houston this morning as he
was passing near their lines. Ho
knocked down the Lieutenant of the
guard, but was dragged into their line3
by force. lie was afterwards released.

You must be aware that the Presi-
dent cannot interfere in the domestic
difficulties of a State, except in con-
formation with the Constitution and
laws of the United States. He cannot
recognize a call made upon him for
military aid, by the Mayor of a city.
He has instructed the officer com-
manding the United States trvopa at
Little Rock to prevent bloodshed.
That is all he can do nndcr existing
circumstances.

I will ask, in answer to your
inquiry, " whether the United States
are powerless to protect 20,000 people
situated as the citizens of Little Rock
are?" if the people of Arkansas have
not patriotism enough to allow a ques-
tion as to who shall hold a State office,
to be settled peaceably and lawfully,
and not bring upon their State the dis-
grace and ruin of civil war?

Being a well wisher to the Constitu-
tionalist, I am always on the alert for
an item of news which may be of in-

terest to your readers. It may be that
I have gathered together a few facts
which will be of interest to many of
our friends in your State.

Several years ago the militia of this
State was organized by Governor Scott
and arms were distributed to the dif-

ferent negro companies throughout the
State. As might have been expected
this made the negroes very insulting
and overbearing towards the whites
and the result was that serious diffi-

culties were frequent and there were
several collisions between armed band3
of white men and the negro militia
companies. Governor Scott profited
by experience ana caiieu in tne arms,
the companies were disbanded and tne
troubles ceased.

The Radical party at tuis time is
much difided and the leaders are
miarellinsr among themselves, (jov- -

ornor Moses has many prominent Rad
ical leaders arrayed against him. .tor
the purpose of controlling the corn
field negroes iu the r,ext election the
militia is again being organized, and
the persistent demand of the negroes
for arms has been aceeeded to. As to
what the consequences may be Moses
does not care; he has been in one war
and knows there is no danger that he
will be hurt in battle, and as to the
fate of others, it gives him no concern,
provided he can keep his hands upon
the money in tne Treasury.

Under the laws of our (State it is al-

most impossible for the white men to
form military organizations, and of
course the arms there ore and distrib-
uted only to negroes.

Saturday there was a grand review
at Edgefield cf the forces of this
county. Such a ppectacle you have
probably never witnessed. The whole
country" was black witli women, chil-
dren, old men, boys, armed negroes,
dressed in every conceivable manner,
and impudent negroes, mounted, were
prancing through every street of our
quiet village. The cavalry was also
present, some mounted on mules, but
most of them riding agricultural, lean
horses, and presenting such a ludicrous
spectacle that a smile stole over the
facs of the maddest man present.

One of our citizens asked a very
prominent planter a question which it
seems would have required some time
for reflection before a proper answer
could have been given, yet see the
ready wit of the farmer : "If, like Rip
Van Winkle, yon had just awoke from
a long sleep, and this passing scene
had presented itself, what do you sup-
pose would have been your feelings?"
Answer : "I would have felt that there
had been some unpardonable mistake,
and that I had unexpectedly arrived in
h-- 1."

After "the muster" most of "the
colored troops" departed for their
homes. A few stragglers, however,
were left behind. A citizen had one
of the guns belonging to the militia
and was inspecting it. A negro stepped
up and rudely snatched it from him,
and the citizen knocked him down.
This was the signal which it seemed
had been anxiously looked for all day.
The negroes became very indignant,
rallied in crowds, some with guns,
seme with pistols, and a war of races
seemed imminent. Of course the
whites came upon the scene and were
armed. But for the earnest efforts of
some of the v.hite leaders and some of
the better disposed blacks the light
would have begun at once. It is but
justice to gay that many of the negroes
endeavored to prevent a collisiou.
Conspicuous amongst the freodinen
who desired to avert the calamity was
Milo Simmons, a former servant of
Gov. Pickens, who, although he is a
radical, did much to prevent bloodshed.
Tii- - whites appreciate his acts and he
will bo kindly remembered.

The negroes with us know but little
now of politics. They are a, unit,
however, when the question of race
comes up. They are more solidified
against us now than at any time since
the Avar. Heretofore arguments have
been used to unite them 2'ohtically.
They have blindly followed t!iir
leaders, hovever, without any partic-
ular interCot in tue result. Nov.- - they
are m.ikiag the i:;sue of color and as
this needs no argument they present
almost an unbroken trout. Heretofore
in our town eleeticas they have been
conservative, and, although they have
alwavs had a majority, we have had no

A terrible tale of blood comes to us

He fre-
quently visited Mrs. lioering for the
benefit of his health, and often bor
rowed money of her, Thic--h he fsquan- - j

Kavly in March
Otto went to Mrs. Roering's, and ehe
out of pity took him in. A short time
ago lid went to Philadelphia, but soon
returned, bringing some drugs with
him. Liast Tuesday there were some
letters rereived at the station for Dr.
Otto, and they were sent up to the
house by some children. They found
the house closed ; aud returning at
noon, and again at night, they were
unable to gain admittance. Suspicious
were aroiisej, and the neighbors visited
the house about V) o'clock the same
night. A side window opening into
Otto's bed-roo- m was open, and on
looking in they discovered him in bid,
propped up by pillows.

RETUKKS HIS THASKS to the public

Last night a most important event
took place in reference to tho position
and Bt&tus of tho Ancient Order of
Freemasonry, wh,h already numbers
amongst its ranks most o the sover-
eigns of the civilized world.

The late Earl
cf Zetland, the grand master, coffered
upon iiiiii rank of past grand mas-
ter, and in acknowieagment of this
honor his royal highness has been un
ceasing in his efforts to benefit the or-
der by every means in his power.
Last night was a further exemplifica- -
tioii ol this, for as worshinfnl lnnater
of the Prince ol "JVcles jodge. No.
250, lie initiated his'brotlier, Prince
Arthur, as a member of the order. At
ten minutes rat six o'c'ock a carriage
containing the Prince of Wales and
Prince Arthur, left Marlborough house,
and drove up to Willis' roms, where
they were received in due form by the
officers of the Prince of Wal'ei Lodge,
together with the Marquis of Ripon,
grand mastei', snd the Earl of Carnar-
von, deputy grand maste. The Jjodge
having been opened in dne form,
Prince Arthur was admitted to the an-
cient rites of Freemasonry, his royal
bfotijejr pjerformis5 the usual ceremo-
ny in the moat jmpreosiye ipaner.

A Washington correspondent of the
Springfield licpubliean relates soi.;e
interesting gossip about the Sanborn
contracts and the eminent statesmen
mixed up in them. He saya few per-
sons, doubt that Butler in some way
participated in the rich results, anil
adds: "There are Republicans hera
who think that there was a 'ring'
formed in the Treasury Department
and outside o it for the purpose of
making money; but "I uanot believe
that Boutwell, Richardson and Sawycir
did anything worse than to close their
eyes and let other people rob the
Treasury.

There can be no doubt that some ot
the worst of the President's fpistakes
have been instigated by Rutier and
Conkling, and, if they want Bichardr
son to stay, the American people will
have to endure him tjll the end of the
present Presidential term,"
