Joseph Waltz, who was hung at Cats-kil- l.

N. Y.. on Fridaj', for the murder
of Joseph Holcher, a scissors-grinde- r,

and who, only on the day proceeding
his execution, mashed in the skull of
the keeper placed in the cell to watch
h;m, was undoubtedly a maniac, a ma-
niac, however, whom it would have
been dangerous to allow at large, and
who would have been an unsafe inmate
even for an insane asylum. In his
confession of the murder of Holcher
he states that his victim came to the
house of his (Waltz's) father to pass
the night. The evening was spent in
pleasant conversation, and after ait had
gone to bed, young Waltz, as his con-
fession states, was seized with an un-
controllable impulse, which he took
for the prompting of aa evil sprit to
kill the German. He opened his Tes-
tament to read, but soon laid it down
and "resisted the spirit until it over-
came him." He then went out of doors
and got a hatchet and crept softly into
the guest's room. AnotJier struggle
of conscience against the murderous im-
pulse took place, but it was too feeble
and he killed the old man in his sle?p.
He says in n subsequent confession,
"I struck very hard, but I seemed to
have no strength." He then buried
the corpse, and broke the ssissors-grinder- 's

poor apparatus to pieces and
buried and hid the fragments. He
committed so many follies to attract
suspicion to himself, and after he was
arrested he took the officers to the
place where the body was buried, and
made a voluntary confession of the
crime. He felt no remorse for what he
had done and no fear as to his own
fate. His family were too poor to em-
ploy rJble counsel to defend him, and
he was convictod. His execution was
delayed for some time, and Gen'l Dix
made some effort to gain information
as to his mental condition. He was
satisfied that Waltz was not so insane
as to be morally irresponsible, and
therefore refused to interfere with the
execution of his sentence. Oji Thurs-
day Waltz gave another terrible proof
- his homicidal madness. He had
been violent all day, and some time be-
fore had threatened tho life of his
keeper, Charles Ernest. But the lat-
ter did not believe iu hi3 insanity
and did not fear his violence. His confi-
dence proved his ruin, for nbout two
o'clock, a-- ; he was lying on a lounge in
th e cell, Waltz attacked him with an
iron b;ir he had torn from the floor and
crushed his skull in several places. He
possessed himself of the victim's re-
volver and key?, but made no effort tj
escape. Having gratified his murder-
ous impulse, he sat down ou the lloor
in the corner, growling and muttering
like a wild beast. He made no resist?
ance to the jailers who came in and
chained him, with tardy decision and
sagacity. Ernest was a general favorite
in the village, and there was a momen-
tary attempt to lynch his slayer, but
the Sherfi" succeeded in preventing it.

THli lUOtrjVTAI.Y TERROR.
Yrat. DiiHre Says "Karthquaket."

The more recent noisy manifesta-
tions of Bald Mountain, says the
Kuoxville Press and Herald, have re-
newed the public, interest iu tlie phe-
nomenon. Tlie terror is now so great,
even twenty-fou- r miles from the moun-
tain, that many settlers are preparing
to leave their homes. There seems,
after all, to be little doubt that the
shaking of the mountain is traceable
to volcanic influences. Professor Du
Pre, Geologist of Woford College,
South Carolina, in his official report
takes this view. After describing his
visit to the scene of the disturbance,
he says :

"All the testimony which we col-
lected from the people while passing
along the eastern and western side of
this mountain, covering a distance of
eighteen miles, concurred in the fol-
lowing summary : That there were cer-
tain days marked by loud reports and
severe shakes ; that from fifty to seven-

ty-five shocks have been felt since
the 10th of February ; that tlie noise
begins with an explosion like a blast,
followed by a rumbling sound, lasting
only a few seconds ; that the shocks
are simultaneous, or almost so, with
the reports, and seemed to follow the
direction of the rumbling sound, with
this exception, that those near the top
of the mountain assert that they ap-
pear to be under and all around them ;
that the reports all come from Stoneand Bald Mountain Ridge, those living
on tho east side pointing to the west,
and those on the west pointing to theeast for the direction of sounds ; thatthat these reports occur as often dur-
ing the night as in the day, in fair
weather as in foul ; that tho effects arefelt five miles on each side of the
mountain ridge, and extend m

Broad river on the southwest to Ca-
tawba on the north, a distance of
twenty-fiv- e miles ; that houses shake,trees with their dead leaves tremble,
glasses and crockery rattle, shavings
in their workshops shake and 'quiver,'
as one expressed it. This testimonywas collecsed from thirty or fortv men
and women, of different degrees'of in-
telligence, and their remarkable con-
currence in the above statement places
the fact beyond the possibilitv' of
doubt."

Prof. DuPre discusses with muchprofound wisdom the various hypoth-
eses which have been proposed' to ex-
plain these facts, and announces thatthe phenomena connected with thoagitation of Stone and Bald Mountainmust be referred to the general vol-
canic or earthquake force, which
seems as necessary to the economy of
na'.ure as light, heat or electricity.
