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THE CHOPS The sprine; so far
over much of the South has Lean re
markably unfavorable for the ngricnl-tnrin- t,

the fall of rain havinrr been un
usually great, swelling the rivers and
streams and overflowing the ground,
causing a destruction of the planting
or tlelay in work, which haa nlacttl
field labor in manv sections two or
three weeks later than usual; and in
the Southwest the immense Hoods in
the Mississippi and its tributaries lias
presented a scene of loss and misfor-
tune in some of the most fertile sec-
tions almost without a parallel. Should
the water not npeedily recede and
every assistance be afforded to planters
in those sections, the olantinor of a
crop would seem to be impossible. In-
telligence from the eastern part of this
State mention that w&rk has been re-
tarded by too much rain, and that the
planting will be quite backward; the
area devoted to grain will generally be
large, and in some quarters the acreage
in cotton will be reduced one-fourt- h to
one-fift-h.

The following extracts will indicate
the present position of tho crops in
some sections:

From the Itock Hill, (S. C.) Grange:
"Owing to the late heavy aud
protracted rains the cotton and
corn crops are much behind what they
were last year at tins time. Wo hear
of very few farmers who have as yet
planted cotton, while not more than
one-thir- d or one-ha- lf the corn crop is
yet in the ground. While the lands
generally were prepared for cotton
and corn last week, ploughing was de
layed at least eight or ten days by the
rains. These crops necessarily will be
backward, more especially so as the
amount of the fertilizers used is much
less than usual. The wheat and oat
crops are more promising than they
have been iu years, and a large yield
of these crops must now almost of a
necessity result.

From the Union, (S. C.) Times:
"liaiu, rain, lain, nothing but
rain for the past week, and ia con-
sequence our planters are greatly be
hind in their farm work. The cotton
should be planted by this time, but
not one planter out of twenty has been
able to run a furrow towards it. Some
few have ilanted corn on the uplands.
Planting prospects are as gloomy as
the weather, and there is but little ap-
pearance that the latter will be any
better for some days."

From the Macon, (Ga ) Telegraph
and Messenger: "We learned yes-
terday from a well known planter
who runs several large farms in Lee
and Dougherty counties, that the late
rains have given all growing crops a
serious 'set-back- .' Before the rains
the prospect was as fine as could have
been desired, particularly as to oats.
Now, however, rust has made its ap-
pearance everywhere, and the loss on
that crop will be heavy. Cotton is
dying out every day, and corn looks
yellow and sickly. The ground is too
wet to plough, and is so thoroughly
saturated with water that what falls
remains on the surface. A week or
ten daj--s of hot, dry weather will, how-
ever, work a great change for the bet-
ter. But of that there seems little
prospect at present. The sun shines,
it. is true, but there is little heat in its
rays, and the nights are cool enough
for tire."

From the Huntsville, Ala., Demo
crat: "The planters are far behind in
planting. Few, if any, have planted
any cotton, and very little corn has
been planted. We- - heard one of our
best farmers say, the other day, that
he commenced planting corn on the
L'Si ii oi April la.st rear, and made a
better crop than any one of his neigh
born, who planted earlier, whieh he
attributed to his land being more thor
oughly prepared. We heard another
old and successful planter say that
manv years ago the frost killed hi
corn and cotton the latter part of
April, and he was forced to plough
tl 'iii up and replant ; and lie made a
line crop of cotton, but his coi n was a
failure, because he had little or no
rain til! August. From the experiences

f these two gentlemen, we inter that
our planters need not be down-hearte-

If the weather proves seasonable from
May to harvest time they may vet
make got d crops."

COM MEKCI AIj EPITOME. Tin re
lias been only a slight improvement in
the leading departments of trade dur
ing the period under review, mid the
general business situation is, for the
most part unchanged. The currency
bill, which still remains unsettled, has
its natural effect upon business, but as
it has been definitely settled that Con-
gress will take no decided action upon
during the present session, business
men generally are turning thoir at-

tention therefrom and looking to their
own interest on the present currency
br.sis. No better proof of this can be
established than iu tho following ar-
ticle which we take from the New
York Commercial List. It says :

" Although trade, as a whole, is far
from being active, the sentiment in
well informed business circles is that
tho extreme point of depression has
been passed, and that, shouhl the
crops sustain no serious disaster, a
largo and jrosperous Autumn trade
may be looked for. The laws of trade
are as immutable as the laws of nature.
With an excessive volume of depreci-
ated and irredeemable currency tho
country ran a lengthened career of
speculation and overtrading, till over-
taken by a collapse last Autumn, which

- rinvHy impaired credits and confi-
dence, bitiou thou all enterprise has
been in a halting condition, and busi-
ness has been marked by extreme cau-
tion and depression. The masses have
not only indulged much less in the
gratification of luxuries, owing partly
to enforced economy, but have bought
much more sparingly of a multitude of
products which, in the aggregate,
make up so largo a portiou of the
world's industry. This all but, univer
sal economy has borne with pressing
severity both upon business men and
the laboring classes, although it can
hardly fail, in the end, to prove health--
ful. Already, as we nave saui, tae

tries and commerce give unmistakable
evidence of a revival of trade.
"Our naval store and general produce
trade of the week has been fairly active
with a firmer tone to the market for
the leading staples. The foreign ship-
ments for tho week, ending to-da- y, of
which naval stores constitute the prin-
cipal article, show an increase in valua-
tion of 15125,000 against 8G2.000 for
last week. The money market contin-
ues easy, the supply of capital being
in excess of the demand, and the llo w of '
currency to the city is large. The exports '

of naval stores, both coastwise and "

The evidence accu
mulates that prices have touched bot
tom, and there is a more confident
feeling that anything in the line of
cotton fabrics purchased now, will not
depreciate on the buyer's hands, for if
auy further changes occur they will be
in the upward direction; in fact, we
notice that already some makes of fiue
brown bheetiugs are hither in New
York. With a strong and an advanc
ing market for the raw material it will
be difficult to replace many cotion
goods at prices which they now sell.
beasonable dies3 goods are selling
well, and in fact, nearly everything ex--
cjpt woole goods meet a fair demand
aud soma woolen fabrics like jeans
continued in good request. Money
In our local money market there has
been an abundant supply of money.
The Banks are in good supplv
and are accommodating their cus
tomer? at the usual rates.

ROSIN. During the current week
considerable change has been percept-
ible in the market for rosins. It is
evident that the climax has been reach-
ed and the ': bulls" are generally un-
easy as to the result to be obtained.
Sellers observing this uneasiness on
their part, have been shoving their
offerings on the market, aud with the
large daily receipts, tho offerings have
been rather heavier than their wants.
The "bulls" have endeavored to avert
this action on the part of sellers, by
buying for June at figures fully up to
the spot quotations, but sellers be-leivi-

that the present prices are
higher than they can possibly obtaiu
when the receipts of this year's manu-
facture shall grow larger and begin to
now in freely, they are availing them
selves of the present opportunity, and
selling as fast as they receive. Auoth
er unfavorable symptom which has ex
hibited itself during the week has
been the advance of foreign freights,
and the almost impossibility to obtain
freight room, the supply of touuage
being scarce and very little to be ob
tained at any figures. Under these in
fiuences the market has been unsettled
and sensitive, and it was with great
difficulty that prices weio maintained.
For future delivery the market has
been quiet, but tales for the latter
part of May and early part of June
have truuspired at full figures up to
spot quotations.
