privileges of our children to their full
enjoyment of impartial and equal priv-
ileges with public schools, the brand
of the traitor Judas as deserving po-

litically a traitor's doom, whom we
will never, never join hands with nor
support, but will regard as our public
and political enemy, more terrible to
meet than a savage beast, more inju-
rious than any catastrophe that could
befall us or any calamity that could be
devised by any wicked unseen power;
but equal and impartial rights will se-

cure to posterity their just and tine re-

lation; order will come from chaos,
love will spring up where spite and
hate exist; Ethiopia will in this fair
country stretch forth her hand to God,
peace will prevail, God will bless us,
and we will walk hand in hand to a
blissful immortality, in the full tri-
umphs of a peaceful civilization and in
the highest development of human life
and government.

the Press.

Jlcsolccd, That th!s Convention ear-
nestly urge upon each conductor of a
public journal iu the State the recog-
nition of the true mission cf the press,
and that it regard the material inter-
ests of the State as embraced in its
educational enlightenment, its agricul-
tural improvement and its industrial
development aa paramount to the less
weighty,if more attractive, considera-
tion of partisan politics; and that the
press of the State be urged to collect
and disseminate all the information
embraced in those subjects which may
be obtained in their respective local-
ities, by which our own citizens may
be informed and encouraged, and pop-
ulation from abroad be attracted into
our territory.

Jiezolrrd, That it is the sense of thi3
Convention that we reiterate and

the preamble and resolu-
tions adopted by this Association at its
first annual meeting in regard to in-

ducing healthy immigration into the
State of North Carolina.

Ibolrrd, That the Press of the
State he requested to unite in setting
forth the natural advantages of our
soil, climate, Se., and from time to
time to lay before the public, all such
information, and statistics as cill ena-
ble the outside world to appreciate and
understand our real resources.

to the industrious mechanic or the
capitalist who will invest his means in
mechanical pursuits.

'fNofrcd, That in view of the vast
importance of the early development
of the rich and valuable mineral re-
sources of the State of North Carolina,
it is the duty of the Press of the State
to aid in disseminating information in
zegard to the same.

Mr. Hampton offered the folloving
resolution which was adopted :

JlcMolccd, That this Convention
heartily endorse the sentiments enun-
ciated by our President in hi opening
remarks on yesterday on the partici-
pation of the press in the approaching
campaign, and that while the Conven-
tion recognizes the necessity of zeal
and vigor in the conduct of the ap- -
proacning campaign, yet courtesy and
fair dealing are not incompatible with
tie requisite degree of animation,
and that this Convention, therefore,
discountenance the use of personali-tis- s

and approbrious language, one to
another, and recommend adhesion to
the rules of courtesy which is the
guide of gentlemen in all the relations
of social intercourse.

Mr. C. R. Jones offered a resolution
concerning the strict adherence to ad-
vertising rates, which elicited general
discussion.

On motion of Maj. Englehard, the
following resolution was offered as a
substitute, and adopted:

On the
great mass of articles on which they
now pay fifteen per cent., they will in
future havo to pay sixteen and two- -
thirds per cent.

The Ohio Constitntional Convention
has adopted an article on legislative
apportionment which embodies the
principles of cumulative voting. The
section provides that in voting for
Senators and Representatives in conn
ties and districts entitled to more than
two, each elector may cast as many
votes for one candidate as there are
Representatives or Senators to be
elected, or he may distribute the
same, or equal parts thereof, among
the candidates, as he may see fit, and
the candidate highest in votes shall be
declared duly elected. The Cincin-
nati district will be entitled to ten
Rep.esentatives, the Cleveland dis-
trict to five, and several other districts
will have more than two, so that there
will be no lack of opportunity to exercise
the cumulative privilege. The regu-
lar appointment makes the Senate con --

sist of thirty-seve- n members, and the
House of Representatives of 111 mem-
bers. The memliership of both houses
will be slightly increased at elections
to be held dm ing the present decen-
nial period prior to the next census.

The youpg Napoleon's rooms at
Woolwich are modestly furnished.

Public Schools in A IIan til.
The Atlanta correspondent of the

Augusta, Georgia, Chronicle and Sen-
tinel says:

The public schools of this city cost
over $50,000 a year. The system em-
braces seven grammar schools (two
colored) and two high schools (male
and female.) This public school sys-
tem, while it has been thehpast and
pride of the city, has cost its citizens
a heavy t:ix on property in the city.
However, notwithstanding this tax is
considered oppressive, the people,
rich and poor, havt patiently tolerated
it; yet, from the vcy inauguration cf
the enterprise the high schools have
been :ui element of contention. Of
the 3,000 children in regular atten-
dance on the public schools, about 250
attend the high schools. The curricu-
lum of these high schools is as com-
prehensive as it is m many colleges,
and the poor man, who is not
able and does not care to send
his children to these high schools,
complains that the rich man educates
his children at the poor man's expense.
In this complaint he is joined by sev-
eral wealthy citizens, Mho complain
because they have to pay from 500 to
$1,000 to educate their children under
this system, when they could accom
plish the same with half the money by
patronizing private schools. General
Alfred Austell, President of the Atlan-
ta National Bank, and a member of the
Board of Education, last night sent a
communication to the City Council,
urging the abolishment, of the high
schools. His --views, which are pub-
lished, will excite much comment
throughout the city. So perfect has
boen the system of' public schools in
this city, that the man who rained his
voice against a feature of the institu-
tion is considered a bold and intrepid
commentator.

A Kpiuarkablt' Suicide.

families has .just occurred at New Or-
leans. The prevailing .opinion is that
the death was accidental, fcut it is
known to the friends of the family to
have been a suicide.
