The course of trade in this line dur-
ing the past week has been the re-
verse of that of the week preceding.

made, and consequently speculative
Duyers nave ueea iioJOing oil. This
has resulted in a declino of J to I per
lib on bulk meats and bacon, but mess
pork and lard have been held very
firmly, for stocks of these articles are
concentrated in few haDds and are so
light as to bo easily controlled, and
although tho demand for them has
been small, scarcely more than what is
required for current consumption
holders seem to have full confidence in
values being sustained, with strong
hopes of a, further advance. The for-
eign exports from tho seaboard port3
were considerably less than for the
corre 5ponding week last year, and this
has also had some influenco in tho
downward turn, but there is a strong
undertone to tho market, aud at even
small concessions from current prices
there are buyers for round lots of
meats, for the confidence of the trade
in the final outcomo has not been
shaken, but only a disposition exists
to take advantage of tho temporary
decline to buy in at as low n price as
possible.

It ft jtated. that the excursion
train on the-- Carolina Central R i 'lwAy,
en route from I'olktou to this cuy, had
been wrecked, and that h greitt m v.y
hud been badly iujured.' A t elf gram
received here during tho forenoon
from Laurinburg slated tnat Mr. John
Galvin, the engineer, had both legs
broken and hi3 F.knll fractured, b.'t
this, we have since ascertained, is
probably incorrect.

Of course wo used every endeavor to
hear from the wreck, but failed. The
operators at Ldlesville and Rocking
ham had botu gone to the scene,
which is between the two stations, and
about five miles tliis side of Liles- -
vdlc. Finally, about 2?r o'clock, Mr.
Barnes, the Lilesvil'e operator, tap-
ped the wires with a pocket instru-
ment at the wreck, and communication
was o2eued but, for some as yet unex-
plained reason, the press was not al-

lowed a share of tho benefits.
We therefora applied the grape-

vine arrangement and learn thereby
thafc there has been a terrible accident
to the excursion train due here this
afternoon. This accident occurred, it is
said, about 5 miles east of Lilesville.
The train was wrecked and three ne-
groes were killed outright. Capt.
Wooten, the Conductor, is i severely
and painfully, but not dangerously
injured by bruises on the side; our
friend, Tommy Aldermau, we regret
to state, is severely injured, and the
engineer, Mr. Galvin, was slightly
fccalded. Resides this there were u
number of other persons, passengers,
some ten or twelve in uumber.injured,
more or less, by the accident.

We could not ascertain anything as
to the cause of tne accident, but it is
generally rumored that it was caused
by a run off.
