were assured that they never drink
water, and Linant Bey says m his
work that he was told the same thing
42 years ago. They drink the milk of
the flocks. As to washing, they never
indulge; first because water is too
scarce, and chiefly because it would
remove tho grcaso with which they
anoint themselves, and grease is too
precious a material to be wasted in
that extravagant manner. It is curi-
ous to see the wild Bishareen about
daylight on a cold morning with the
grease on his bushy head all hardened
and white, making his hair look as if
it had been powdered, and presently,
when the sun blazes out with fierce
heat, tho grease becomes liquid and
streams down his neck, breast and
shoulders. It is this which, in the ab-

sence of clothing, preserves them from
burning and blistering.

On the 8th of February we camped
at the foot of Mt. Hegatte, a granite
peak rising 1,800 feet above the val-

ley, which is itself many hundred feet
above the sea level. On tho 11th, we
arrived at the ancient and deserted
town of Herein b, at the head of Wady
Allaki, or Ollake, celebrated among
tho ancients for its gold mines, now,
unfortunately, exhausted. There we
found the ruins of numerous dwel-
lings, constructed of flat, schistose
rock, as well as of two large fortified
eartles, all of Arab construction.
Here, wo were still on the route pur-
sued by Hinanfc Hey, but we left it
soon after passing Herehib, to pene-
trate other regions which he never ex-

plored, for it was only at a few points
that we crossed his track. It was
interesting to compare his de-

scriptions with the places themselves
and to find them quite accurate.

THE MISSISSIPPI HARBOR BILL.

THE FREEH MEN'S SAVINGS
BANK.

AN AHDITIONAL SECTION
AGREED ON.

Washington, June 13 Noon Judge
Harriss called on the President this
morning to protest in the name of the
people against military interference in
Virginia, and to assure him that as
good order prevailed in Petersburg
as any city in the Union. The Presi-
dent was absent. He proceeded to the
Attorney-General- 's office, where a copy
of the telegram published elsewhere
was furnished, giving the latest phase
of the situation. Harris says that no
troops will be sent to Petersburg.

Attorney-Genera- l's Office, i
Washington, D. C, June 12, 1874. )

U. S. Marshal lUtmsdell, Petersburg:
You are instructed to take the nec-

essary steps to protect the property of
the United States from injury and the
officers of the Government in Peters-
burg from any violent interference
with them in the performance of their
official duty, and to that end, if you
think proper, you may summon a
posse of the citizens to aid you, but if
these men are found inadequate for
the purpose you will be furnished
upon a call, by you upon me, with
troops from Fortress Monroe. It is
desirable not to use troops if possible.

The House has non-concurr- ed in all
the material amendments of the Sen-
ate to the bill repealing moieties.

Tho conference report on the Cur-
rency bill is now before the House.

Senate Mr. West, of Louisiana,
from Committee on Transportation,
reported adversely on the House bill,
providing for the construction of the
Ft. St. Phillips Canal, and the Com-
mittee was discharged from its further
consideration.

He also reported from the same
Committee an amendment to the River
and Harbor Improvement bill, which
provides for the appointment by the
President, of a Board of Engineers to
be composed of two from the army,
two from tho coast survry and three
from civil life, which Board shall male:
a survey of the mouth of the Mississ-
ippi River, with a view to determine
the best method of obtaining and
maintaining a depth of water sufficient
for tho purposes of commerce, either
by a canal from said river to the wa-
ters of the gulf, or by deepening one
or more of the natural outlets of said
river. Placed on Calendar.

The report of tho Committee on the
disagreeing cf the votes of the House
ami Senate, concerning the Freed-men'- s

Bank and its branches, recom-
mends the enactment of the House
bill, slightly amended, which allows
the bank to continue business, but
prescribes the character of loans that
may be made and of the securities that
may be accepted in the future.

Washington, June 13 Night.
The Senate Committee on Privileges
ami Elections reports the House bill
providing for the election of a Con-
gressman at large in Alabama.

The Finance Committee reported
adversely on the bin for abatement
on the repayment of taxes on bonded
spirits destroyed by casualty.

Letter from Egypt.

Ox the Kn.fi, April, 1874.

Dear Journal: The last letter I
wrote (from Uerber) brought the nar-

rative of oar expedition to Cainp Ilo-dei- n.

This was 8 very pleasant cainp
and we remained there two weeks
waiting for the return of a detachment
sent to Esneh on the Nile for two
months rations for our soldiers, and
for money tojpay the camel drivers.
This detachment returned a few days
before the great feast of Kourban-Baira- m

which lasted several days, and
we waited nntil its end before resum-
ing our march. This feast is one of
the most important of the Mussulman
calendar and is in commemoration of
Abraham's sacrifice of a ram substi-
tuted for Isaac. It is a period of ter-

rible slaughter among the rams and
he-goa- ts of all Mussulman countries,
for every adult man who has the means
must kill one, and the rich kill several
and send meat to their poor neighbors
who cannot afford it. I do not huow
that there is any special form of sacri-

fice, bevond the formula that is always
repeated by every cook and butcher
when kil?ing a "fawn or animal of
any kind: "God make thy sufierinr;
brief and easy !" or words to that
effect.

ahead'of the rest. There was also the
usual sword-danc- e in which the Sheiks
take the lead; and it is really ludicrous
to see these portly and dignified i;idi
viduals in their longrobes.vaultingaud
capering, brandishing their unweildly
swords in time to the beat of the
darabookahs. These are drums made
of earthen pots, over the mouth of
which a piece cf hide is tightly strcch-ed- .

The musician has two or three of
different sizes and giving different
notes, and he beats with two short
sticks. This makes very monotonous
music, but the natives enjoy it well.

On the 1st of February the festivi-
ties being over, we left NVady Hod-si-

on our ' way to Berber, and marched
continuously for several days, passing
over a number of wadies, sometimes
flanked by granitic mountains, some-
times by the sandstone of the Triassk-- ,

which in this country lie:; immediately
over the granites and kindred rocks.
Occasionally, but very seldom, we met
with a few natives anil came to tempo-
rary villages of a dozen huts. These
huts are made of nuits woven of grass,
and sometimes of coa; o ; camel's hair
blankets. They are vey low.not over j

four feet, and servo only i. r a sleeping
place. It was on these rare occasions
that I saw a few women (not ov.-- live
or six in tho wholo march) and some
children. Tho women always I s ?t
close in the tents, but could not resist
the desire of peeping out at the
strangers, keeping their faces veiled,
however, and showing nothing but
their eyes. In the villages along the
Nile they are less particular, and wear
the veil below the nose, which gave
me a chance to observe a fanciful way
of ornamenting themselves. It i i by
wearing a silver ring inserted at the
side of the nose through the nostril.
Only one is worn . Earrings are worn
very often by both sexes through the
upper rim of the ear or through the
upper ridge that form3 the inner shell
of the ear. At one of the tent villages,
while we were talking to some of the
elders under a tree, and the women
were peeping out at us, two little boys
about three years old and perfectly
naked came around to look at us. I
tied a silver piaster with a hole in it
around the neck of each of them, and
they went back to their mothers re-
joicing; but I have no doubt that if
either of them had the colic or other
mishap afterwards, it was attributed
to the "evil eye" of the Frank. The
Mussulmans ara strong believers in
the "evil eye",and the specific to ward
it off is the outline of an outspread
hand. You will frequently find it on
their houses, and sometimes burnt
with an iron on their camels.

There was a great deal in those
marrhes which was interesting to see,
but would not probably bo so to re-
late. In former days, before the gov-
ernment had reduced the tribes to
perfect obedience and established tho
order which now prevails, the desert
was a lawless place and frequent strife
arose from the feuds existing between
tribes and families. Hut while life
and property are hot infinitely safer
there than in many quarters of New-Yor-

the old habits of mistrust stilJ
remain. Whenever a party meets
another, as soon as they come in sight
both halt and send out a couple of
men to reconnoitre and ascertain who
the strangers are. "We did not, of
course, but all those we mot did.

of v.ry wuug camel colts grazing
with theii mothers and luxuriating in
the propitious season.

the water where their camels, sheep,goats, A--c, drank, we were told thatthere was no water for two or threeor more days. Huring the winter and
spring, stock hardly drink at all; cer-
tainly not more than once in two I
weeks, and the camels for a much lon-
ger period. This is explained by two
seasons. One is that nature adapts
animals to the region in which
they live. Another is the exceeding
juioeness of desert vegetation. Mostof the plants are just full of water.

perior animal. I might have called
him Selim or Hafiz, which would have
been more oriental and romantic; but
I had named him Bull as being more
convenient and expressive of his wilful
disposition. Two days before reach-
ing the Nile, ho suddenly came down
on his knees and refused to rise any-

more until he was unloaded. Several
others gave out in the pame way. It
was painful at night to hear the hun-
gry animals roaring in concert, being
kept awake by the pangs of hunger.
As usual throughout all our march,
the sentinel at headquarter tent would
discharge his musket about 3?, o'clock
in the morning, and this was the sig-
nal for tho camel men to saddle and
pack their animals. But it became
slow work now. When all was ready
they would move with their usual cry

"Abdul-go-a- b !" repeated by one
after another till fairly under way.
This is the name of tho patron saint
of camel drivers. On the Nile, the
boatmen have also their patron saint,
Bii-el-ne- whose name they sing out
at starting. Well, it was weary and
hard pulling, these last days marches,
but the prospect of reaching the Nile
inspired every one and the animals
seemed to feel it on the last day. Son e
solitary doum palms began to appear
here and there, gradually becoming
more numerous. Herds of gazelles,
fifteen or twenty in number, scamper-
ed of!' at our approach. Very numer-
ous ostrich tracks, quite fresh,
crossed the sand in every di-
rection, and twice we came to a
nest where the fragments of numerous
shells showed that a brood had recent-
ly been hatched, but we never got a
glimpse of the birds. Finally, on the
8th of March, on rising over the sum-
mit of a small sand ridge, we perceiv-
ed the green valley of the Nile with its
fringe of verdure and palm trees spread-
ing out before us. Need I say how
glad we were once more to behold that
ancient river after so many months of
wandering through the wilderness.
The Arabs seemed wild with joy. The
sheiks put out their dromedaries at
full gallop, executing what they call a
fantasia, and every fellow who carried
a gun or a pistol fired it on in the air
with shouts of exultation. It was tin s
that wo entered Abou-hame- d a small
mud village situated at the bend of
the Nile and deriving its importance
only from being the central point of
caravans coming from Central Africa,
Uarfoor, Koodofan, Arc. "We camped
that day in a garden of lemon and
palm-tree- s, and I tell you it was a lux-
ury to get chickens, eggs, ripe toma-
toes, onions, cucumbers, and fresh,
good wheat bread. But the chief
pleasure at the first moment of arriv-
ing was to drink the delicious Nile
water. All the Arabs rushed to the
river to drink and to wash ; and as
soon as they were turned loose, the
two hundred and odd camels lined the
bank and drank to their hearts' con-
tent. Here also, we found some let-
ters and dispatches which contained
none but good news, and made us feel
once more connected with the world
from which we had been so long cut
oil".

The day we arrived, Mohammed
Kalifa, the principal sheik, who is
now in his own country, gave an abun-
dant dinner, consisting of about thirty
dishes.among which was a sheep roast-
ed whole. The dinner was excellent.
We officers eat together. Then there
was enough for all the soldiers and all
the camel drivers. When it came to
the turn of the latter, they arranged
themselves in groups on the ground, and
the Kalifa's servants carried the food to
them, while the Kalifa himself with a
grace and courtesy which would have
done credit to any nobleman, circulat-e- d

from group to group, speaking a
word or two of welcome and eating
just one monthful with each grcup.
He is a man of great character and in-
fluence. Once at Wady Hodien, he
signified his intention to leaving us to
go to Assouan on some important busi-
ness, leaving his nephew and the other
Sheiks in charge. The night before
the day he was to leave, the camelmen
all came to his tent and took the
"oath of triple divorce" that if he left
they would leave also, for they had
confidence only in him to lead them
through the wilderness. Of course he
stayed, for the idea of making so
many grass widows was too fearful to
contemplate. By the Mussulman law
a man may divorce his wife and take
her back afterwards. But if he divorces
her with what they call the triple di-
vorce, he never can take her back as
his wife again.

Caip.o. May 10, 1874.
Biar Journal: I wrote the pre-ceedi-

pages mostly on the Nile
while coming down. I am glad to say
that we arrived here safely and in
good health, without having lost a
man ont of the command. We got
here on the 7th and I could not close
this letter by that week's mail; 1 send
it by to-day- 's mail, hoping that it will
reach you safely. I received many
welcome letters on my arrival here,
and have the joy of knowing that all
my family and friends are well. I en-
joyed very much, looking over the files
of the Journal. In my next letter I
will continue my narrative of my
journey to Berber, and thencs down
the Nile, and will try to give you my
impressions of the magnificent ruins I
visited. I will close by saving that
this morning, all of the officers of the
expedition were received by His
Highness, the Khedive, who compli-
mented us veiy affably upon the good
service we had rendered.

Febr. 1871.
It was a coincidence that these two

inserijitions were placed there at forty-tw- o

years' interal, perhaps, to a day,
for Hinant was there in the very same
week of February of 1832, and 'Kalifa,
the Chief, who was our guide, was the
nephew cf Baraca, Linant's chief
guide.

A little before reaching'Derehib, we
met quite a character in the person of
a native named Kindoo, who was also
Linant's guide at Mt. Ilegatie and
Herehib. This old man is said to be
IJO years old, allowing for sonic exag-
geration, he is certainly over one hun-
dred. "When the French Army was in
Fgpyt in IT'.'S, ho was a man of mature
age. lie is very fat and jovial, and
has all his senses unimpaired. He has
a very full head of iron-gra- y hair and
good front teeth : but we were assured
tuat he never eats any solid food. He
consumes, however, a goats skin full of
milk every day. When asked about
his age, he laughed and said that when
lie was young, Alt. Hegatte was just
so high (putting his hand about three
foet from the ground). It was amus-
ing to see this old man riding on his
dromedary, bareheaded and nearly
naked, with his fat sides shaking like
jelly at every step. He accompanied
us all 1 he way to Berber, doing his
day's journey as well as any one, crack-
ing his jokes and occasionally challeng-
ing some one or other to a dromedary
i .:."'. YVe were told that some years
ago he ovrued 1,000 camels a very
large fortune in that country. But he
was too a .aiieious to sell at a fair
price, and in the drought of the last
three years they all perished but
eighty.

After making a careful exploration
of Herehib and the ancient mines, we
resumed our march which led through
the same kind of rich wadies that I
have previously described, occasional-
ly crossing from one into another over
rugged ridges of mountains. Our
journey was enlivened, and I assure
you our faro was greatly improved by
the quantity of game that we had.
Three different kinds of partridges, or
grouse, together with a few of a mi-
gratory snipe which we found near
water and some wild pigeons, con-
tributed to our table. We saw a few
hares, some gazelles, two capricorns,
or wild goats and two wild asses, but
we got no shots at them. Nearly ev-
ery day some incident would occur to
break the monotony of the march.
Mohammed Kalifa being the great
chief of all these tribes, whenever we
passed any encampment the natives
would flock mound him and kiss his
hand m token of allegiance. If the
halt was very brief, they would stand
around on one leg like so many cranes
until the talk was over. If longer, the
Kalii'a would dismount and all sat on
the ground in a circle. Then they
would expose to him their requests or
grievances. Sometimes they com-
plained of the taxes, for the tax-gather- er

goes even into the desert after
these wandering nomads. One, a
youth, came to him among a number
of elders to complain that his uncle,
there present and looking very much
like a venerable gorilla, had stolen
front him his father's inheritance,
probably a few camels and goats, and
he begged for redress. But the Kalifa
referred hir to the regular com ts at
Berbe r, for the law extends its sway
even into the wilderness. Sometimes,
ho'.-evr- , when we suddenly came in
sight of a camp, the first thing done
was for the women to drive all the
stuck over the hills and d B ip-pe-

a remnant of the old mistrust.
The fact- is, the natives never saw be
fore sucii a large caravan and soldiers
with it, and they thought it wise to
get out of the way first and ascertain
v.hat we were afterwards. Once we
came very suddenly upon some
quite young camels guarded by
two or three boys. These boys
heads were shaved all over ex-
cept a long uft of hair growing
straight up from the top of the head.
a:; i, the custom with children. But
the young camels humps were shaved
exactly in the same way, with a tuft
sticking right up from the top of the
hum). The resemblance was some-
thing quite ludicrous. Occasionally
we get some fresh camel's milk which
is excellent; tastes very much like
cows milk and is far superior to goats
milk. After it has been carried about
for some hours in a goat skin and
well shaken it makes delicious butter-
milk. By the way, while at one of
our camps, a young camel was brought
in which had resisted all attempts to
break him. So they killed and eat
him. The Arabs are very fond of
camel's meat. We got a choice cut
for the mess and it was well cooked.
Though fresh meat was scarce with
us, 1 can't say that I enjoyed it. I
might say about it what the back-
woodsman said about the crow: "I
kin cat it, but I don't hanker after it."

that I had tasted camel's meat, but I
cannot conscientiously recommend
fdet dc vhuiiicau. It tastes like tough
beef end has a sweetish flavor which
is not agreeable.

On the 28th of February we passed
the last wadies of the Arabian chain
and from there to the Nile, eight days
march, was an arid sandy plain. The
country we had passed through hith-
erto is more properly called a wilder-
ness than a desert. These plains where
no vegetation grows are called by the
natives, Atmoor. Whenever the guides
tell you that you have to cross an at-
moor, you know it means, a franca
