at thehippos, who did not condescend
to notice it. This I did .merely to be
able to say, as I do now, that I have
had a shot at a hippo. This is what
very few travelers can say. It takes a
four-oanc- e ball at twenty yards and in
a vital spot, to kill these animals.

We stayed at Abou-hame- d one day,
to prepare for the great desert before
us, and while there we were disap-
pointed in getting a quarter of beef,
because the village butcher, who was
an important man, took it into his
head to die suddenly that very day.
All night long we were kept awake by
the cries of the village women. The
sound by which they express then-grie- f

is perfectly expressed by the
Latin word (?) ululalu, &c, repeated
hundreds of times, in the most lugu-
brious tones, and mingled with the
howls of all the village dogs.

On the 8th of April we left Abou-hame- d

and launched out into the great
desert between that place and Korosko.
From Abou-hame-d the Nile makes au
enormous semi-circl- e, one degree and
a half to the south and three degrees
of longitude to the west, and moreover
it is hardly navigable, on account of
several cataracts, so that all the trade
and travel follow the chord of this im-

mense arc. But the whole distance,
nine days' journey, is through the
most arid and fearful desert, with
one well, halfway, and that is salt and
bitter. It is called mourrour( Hebrew,
marra) bitter. At this well we rested
our camels one day and let them
drink, but we carried for our own use
Nile water enough to last us till we
got back to the river at Korosko. Only
two things deserve mention in connec-
tion with this desert. One is the
mirage. I had already seen much of
it, but never in such perfection as on
this boundless sandy plain. The illu-

sion was wonderful. One could have
sworn that it was water, lakes,
ponds, rivers, bordered with trees be-

fore, behind and in fact nearly all
around. There was the Whitewater
with the tremulous ripple upon it at
an apparent distance of a mile or two,
and to complete the deception, the
hills beyond it were as perfectly re-

flected as in a mirror. The caravan
when at a distance, looked frequently,
as if crossing water and at other times,
when rising a slight elevation, it was
accurately reflected in the fictitious
pond in the hollow below it. There is
a tradition of a body of Turkish sol-

diers in that desert, wild with thirst
and following the mirage until they
perished after having massacred the
guides who wished to keep them in
the straight road. After beholding
this wonderful delusion cl.v after day
one can hardly wonder thai ignorant
men, unacquainted with the geography
of the country, were deceived by it.

All the caravans from Mibra, Sou-
dan, Abyssinia and the trade coming
from A'-abi- a to Luakiu on the Bed
Sea aud thence to Berber follow this
route, and on their return trip bring
back cotton cloth, hardware and va-

rious other goods. The trail across
this desert is generally one or two hun
dred yards wide. But if the sand
should efface it, it could be easily re-

covered by following the line of camel
carcasses. They average forty to fifty
to the mile, making for the whole dis-
tance from ten to twelve thousand
skeletons of those animals. We lost
but two coming across, but in the
months of August and September they
perish by hundreds. When a can; el
is unable to go further, they distribute
his load among the rest and leave him.
Before he is cold, hundreds of vul-
tures are on him and devour hini as
long as daylight lasts. Then the
hyenas and jackals continue his dissec-
tion. In a wonderfully short time
nothing is left but his skin and bones,
perfectly dried by the intense heat, so
that in spite of this great mortality,
the 6cent of carrion is never perceived
on the desert the atmosphere of which
is the very perfection of purity.

During the eight days we were
crossing this desert without hardly a
single bush, and the sun nearly ver-
tical at noon day, the heat was in-
tense. The thermometer in the
sun would rise to lc55 de-

grees. Yet with our heads covered
with helmets and koufitL? we hardly
needed the parasols we carried. The
heat was perfectly dry, and produced
neither perspiration nor thirst. I have
perspired more since I returned to
Cairo, and really suffered more from
heat, with the thermometer at So or 90
degrees, than I did on the desert. Yet,
the noon day halt was hot when we
had no other shelter than that of
two or three blankets stretched on
sticks. In the latter part of the jour-
ney, the sandstone hills abounded in
natural caves in which we eat our
lunch and took a iet for an hour or
two in great comfort.

At last, on the ninth day from Abou-hame- d,

we came once more to the val-
ley of the Nile, at Korosko. There we
bade a final farewell (for this trip) to
the camel. Henceforth our journey
was to be by boats. As for me, after
fully fifteen hundred miles of camel
riding, I felt as much at home iu the
saddle as in my bed, and never exjie-rience- d

fatigue at the end of the day's
lide. Yet, I had enough of it for the
present, i;J it was a pleasant change
to get on board the ,,a'icrfji ah and be
in the shade all day long, &ixj sleep as
much as we wanted, though I assure
you that after a while, the day seemed
a great deal longer than when riding
on the desert, for boating down the
Nile is dreadfully slow. But I reserve
the description of our long navigation
for my nest letter, and until'then,
remain

Many of them are two storied, but
those that have but one are best be-

cause the ceilings are between fifteen
and twenty feet high. The doors and
windows are always turned towards
the North, whence come all the re-

freshing breezes, and they are pro-

tected by a broad portico. These
houses have glass windows and regu-

lar slat shutters made just like ours,
brought of course from Alexandria
and Cairo. While in Berber we were
quartered in a very spacious house
with enormously thick walls, and we
were almost too cool, though five de-

grees and a half within the topics. By
TM-i- r it uraa at Berber that I got

the best view of that remarkable con-

stellation called the Southern Cross,
which struck the ancient navigators of
the 14th and 15th centime., wnn ad
miration and religious awe. At is com-

posed of stars of the first magnitude
and its form is expressed by its name.

Around the house we stayeu in was
one or tne mubi ueauumi

that. T ever saw: Palms, granite,
lemon, fig and orange planted in toavs
and affording dense shade the whole
watered by a Sakieh just outside the
wall. The water flows into a ditch
which passes under the wall and is
distributed all over. In tins garden
are myriads of small birds about the
size of rice birds, and a half a dozen
different kinds of beautiful doves.
The sakieh isworked bythree reliefs of
oxen, of one pair each and it keeps mov-

ing about sixteen hours a day, bringing
water from a well supplied by the in-

filtration of the Nile through the soil.
The black boy who drives the oxen is
a study and afforded us much amuse-
ment. He generally sits on the beam
to which the oxen are yoked and he
sings from morning to night, making
all sorts of funny antics. The sakieh
is much frequented, especially at sun
down by the village women who come
to fill their water jars. Many boys
come down also, but not to draw water
which is exclusively a feminine occu-
pation. These boys surround the
monarch of the sakieh and evidently
envv his eminent position, being but
too glad when he descends from his
throne and lets one of his courtiers
drive the team for a while. Happiness
is but relative, and I have no doubt
that this savage African boy without
any garment at all beside a breech-clot- h,

is happier than many a man
whom the world envies.

While at Berber we paid a veiy
pleasant visit to an Abyssinian lady,
really worthy of the name. They call
her Litta Miriam, which means the
Lady Mary. The Abyssinians, you
know, are Christians.though extremely
baibarious ones, and one of the cus-
toms prevailing among them is to sell
their female children ns slaves, like
the Circassians and Georgians. These
females are prized for their beauty,
and, judging from Litta Miriam, they
are nearly white. Her history is this:
Some twenty or thirty years ago a
Frenchman named Lafarge went to
Berber and engaged in the ivory, gum
and probably also the slave trade. He
made a fortune and was appointed
Consul for France at Berber. Being
in want of a wife he purchased the
Litta Miriam and made her his lawful
spouse, according to the prevailing
custom of the country. Some years
ago he died, and she has continued his
commerce. She is very wealthy and
conducts extensive operations in ivory
and gum; and she seemed to be uni-
versally respected by all classes. Some
year or two after her husband's death,
the Lieut. Governor of Berber.a Turk,
became enamored of her and expressed
his admiration, but in a way she did
not like. So she asked him, how could
t,he, a Christian, marry him, a Mussul-
man. Thereupon lie became dis-
respectful in his address. She
left the room, e&UeJ. her servants,
of whom she has rcany, and made
them apply to him such a dressing
with courbashes as he will remember
all his life. The courbash is a terri-
ble "cowhid-s- as we might call it,
but it is made of hippopotamus hide,
which is upwards of one inch in thick-
ness. A strip of it is cut and rounded
off at the handle, then gradually
tapered to a fine point, making a whip
about four or live feet long, stiff and
elastic at the name time, like whale-
bone. The Lieutenant-Governo- r went
to complain to his chief who told him
he had been served just right and who
dismissed him from his place.

Well, in order to see the Litta Miri-
am we had to send a note expressing
our desire to call on her and request-
ing her to fix the time, for she insists
upon etiquette. Last year an Ameri'
can officer having ealled without no-
tice or introduction was very properly
refused admittance. She fixed the
next day in the afternoon and sent for
us donkeys richly caparisoned, which
is the aristocratic mount of that coun-
try. We were ushered into a square
enclosure containing a most beautiful
garden and at one side, the house. We
entered a very spacious room with a
ceiling at least twenty feet high, great
windows with sashes, blinds and cur-t- a

ns, reaching to the floor. The furni-
ture consisted of divans, chairs and
two large genuine American cane-bottom- eJ

rocking-chair- s. There were
also looking glasses, tables, &c, all of
European uianufac-ture- . Presently the
Litta Miriam entered, dressed in a
silk dress of European fashion, but of
very large Dolly Vardeu pattern. She
wore a veil over her mouth and chin,
leaving all the upper part of her face
uncovered. She saluted us with much
grace, and all hei gestures, manners,
ftc, were those of a refined lady. She
is a light brunette with those magnifi-
cent black eyes which only the South-
ern races possess, and she would be
considered a handsome woman any-
where. Her nose is extremely pretty,
having just the slightest aquiline
curve. She must bo forty, but does
not look to be thirty. Her figure is
tall aud elegant; her hands wera dyed
at the fing.-.- r tips with henna, which
produces a bright orange color and is
used by all Eastern women. For
nearly an hour we conversed very
agreeably, through our stall" captain
as interpreter. Delicious lemonade
and sherbet were served in rich cups,
and afterwards coffee and pijies. Fi-
nally' we took our leave, very much
pleased wiih our visit. Oa the next
day. as etiquette X'onld not permit
her to invite us to dine wih her, she
sent us a splendid dinner alreadv
cooked, in which figured a magnificent
turkey.

Having received our final orders,
and being supplied with a new set of
camels, we left Berber on the 2nd of
April. While in that place, 1 sent you
two'long letters, which 1 hope reached
safely. Our faces were now turned
steadily toward the North, toward
Cairo, the only place we call home in
this country. Our duties were over,
and on the return trip we traveled
free from all work or care, and had
nothing to do but to amuse ourselves,
like tourists of elegant leisure and
wealth. We returned to JAbou-hame-d

by the same route that we had come.
auu iuis portion oi tne trip was mark-
ed by only one incident. At the 5th
Cataract we again cot some wild ceese
for we halted at 4 o'clock p.m., and
aevoteu an tne rest ot the day to hunt-
ing; but the great event of the day
was as follows: As I was walking along
the bank with Col. Mason, trying to
find some geese, I saw three black
masses in the water below a little
rocky island. I thought for a moment
they were rocks, but J saw them go
down and come up again. This they
repeated several times, and finally wiof them lifted an enormous head andjaw out of the water, opening andshutting his mouth several times.
Though the distance was two hundred
yards, that jaw and snout and tusks
looked like a man in the water up to
his hips and bending his body up and
down, with hia arms hanging down in
in front of him. They were hippopot-

Washington, June 20 Noon
In the Senate last night Mr. Pratt
sent to the Clerk's desk and had read
a letter from the Con.missioner of
Pensions, stating that the passage of
the bill would add 32,221 soldiers to
the pension rolls and 16,000 widows,
and that the total amount required to
pay them would be $15,091,581.

In the Postoffice Appropriation bill
the main disagreement was in regard
to postage on newspapers, the House
insisting that one and a half cents per
pound was enough, while the Senate
had fixed the rate at four cents per
pound.
The Senate has passed bills to remove

the political disabilities of Henry H.

letter from Egypt.

Dear Journal:
My last letter brought the narrative

of mv journey to Abouhamed, named
after some Sheik whose father was
Hamed,for it is what the name means.
Abou-o- u, shortened into Abou, means
hia father, as Abon-e- e means my
father; Abouk, thy father; Abonrna,
our father.for in Arabic the possessive
pronouns are expressed by these ter-

minations. Abon is from the eame
root as the Hebrew abba, father. As

which interest thean example may
curious in philology, I give you this
illustration.Kittab, a book. Kittabee,
my book; Kittabak, thy book; Kit ta-

boo, his book; Kittabna, our book;
Kittabkom, your book; Kittabiiom,
their book. While I am on the sub-

ject of language, 1 will say that it is
amusing to hear the common people
carry on a warfare of words, which is
generally the only kind they wage. I
heard a great deal of it on the Nile
for it is the amusement of tbe boatmen
as of all watermen to abuse in a more

all those they seeor less jocular way
on the banks or on other boats. The
Latin scholars will remember how
Horace speaks of it in his account of
tbe journey to Brindusium.tbe modern
Biindisi. The Mussulmans do not in-

dulge in that bitter and blasphemous
cursing which, unfortunately, seems to
be distinctive of the Anglo-Saxo- n race.
A Mohammedan must be very unusu-
ally angry indeed if he says Allah
yerzook-G-od forsake thee! Their
chief way of abusing each other always
has some reference to ancestry. It is
a sort of retrospective cursing, as.
May the dogs defile tby father's grave!
They say to each other Abou Kamzir

thy father (was) a hog. Abou rnar-cou-b

thy father (was) an old shoe, Ac.

After exhausting their ingenuity in
these epithets, the next heaviest curse
they can fling is to say Abouk which
means only thy father, but it is an
elliptical formula which implies that
he was everything mean and detesta-
ble. But the final climax beyond which
nothing can go is Aboukom your
fathers and this implies not only
your father, but your father's father
and all your forefathers to the remotest
generation were what language fails
to express. Like the famous "fjtios
rro" in Virgil, the silence which fol-

lows is more eloquent than words.
Well, all this digression about Abon-Hame- d.

Our orders were to go to
Berber. So after four days rest at
the former place, we took up our line
of march. But now we had a very dif-

ferent time from what we had before.
Except when cutticg off the bends of
the river by going across the atmoor,
we were near the banks, which are
lined with villages and cultivated
lands. It was such a pleasing con-
trast too after traveling for two or
three hours in a perfect desert of
gravel and rock, out of sight of the
river to come back to its fresh and
smiling banks, and to cast our eyes up
and down the beautiful stream studded
with islands bearing rich crops. It
was early it March and they were
harvesting the wheat and barley, to
be followed immediately by other
crops. The beauty of the upper Nile
is perfectly gorgeous, and compared
to it the lower Nile setms tame. The
most beautiful spot that I beheld was
at and around the fifth Cat tract. Trav
elers never go up above the second be-
cause the Nile is not easily navigable
above, and the difficulties of the Uvud
route are too great, involving as they
do twelve days of caravan journey,
most of it over dreary deserts. But
whenever means of communication are
opened, crowds of tourists will be glad
to repair to the fifth Cataract. There
the river is interrupted in its course
by numerous rocky islands. Some of
these are mere lofty rocks rising in
grandeur right out of the river bed,
while tall cliffs tower right and left. I
never saw anything more beautiful in
my life than those curves of the Nile
all bordered with palm trees, the
swift ripples of the rapids glittering in
the early morning sun. There also
the river abounds in crocodiles driven
away by steamers from the lower Nile.
What was still more acceptable to us
was the abundance of wild geese, the
most beautiful bird of their kind, the
vulpanxer of the Upper Nile. They
were not very wild and we secured
several of them which made a very
valuable addition to our mess
table. Several were killed and
fell in the rapids of the cataract where
the water rushes as in a mill-rac- e, and
were swept away, beyond recovery, to
serve as food for the crocodiles below.

Four days' camel riding, stopping
each night near the river bank,
brought us to Berber. While cn the
road we were continually meeting
caravans from the interior of Africa,
loaded with elepbaat's tusks, gum
and hides, and the camels driven by
ths genuine negro, of the purest blood
and the blackest hue. Formerly, when
the slave trade existed here, they had
a simple way of conveying the tusks.
Each negro slave carried a tusk on his
head, or sometimes two men carried
one tusk, and thus the "ebony" took
the ivory to market. But now the
Government has stopped that. Many
slaves have been liberated by the Gov-
ernment from the merchants who
bought them. At Siout there is a very
large acd fine building where several
hundred of these boys and girls
brought from Centia! Africa, hive
been gathered together and are in-
structed in secular learning only by
American Missionaries, at the expense
of the Egyptian Government. The
camels which bring the ivory carry
from three to four on each side,
packed in canvass, auJ looking from a
little distance, like great scythe blades.
They are from five to six i&et long,
and the peaks hang like huge cres-
cents on each side of the camel. The
quantity which comes is very great,
and 30,000 tusks were said to be then
at Khartoom and above, awaiting
transportation. The quantity of gum
arable which comes down is also very
enormous, and on both these articles
of trade immense profits are made, for
they are purchased in great part, with
glass beads, common iron ware, cot-
ton cloths, &c. Strange as it may ap-
pear to you. the Nubian merchants at
Khartoom, Berber, fcc,, use the elec-
tric telegraph to ascertain the fluctua-
tions of the market in Cairo and Alex-
andria, just as Chicago merchants use
it to find the rise and fall of grain in
New York. Such is the progress of
civilization. A railroad is now being
I u U. woich is to go from Assouan far
i .ive Berber.

This latter is a town of some im-
portance, because it is the terminus of
a earavan route from Suakin, on the
Bed Sea, to the Nile, and it is
also the point at which coods.
&o.t coming down tie Nile,
from Khartoom and above, have
to leave the river and take the land
route as far as Korosko, where they
again reembark. The houses of Ber-
ber are built of sun dried brick and
look very much like mud. The huts
of the poor people are in fact nothing
but mud huts, and when we approach-
ed Berber we began to see that pecu-
liar form distinctive of central Africa.
The mud wall is circular, about five
feet high and the roof is iaonical,' (not

omieal as the type made me J?ay in a
former letter) made of straw and pane
stalks; so that the house looks like an
olfl fashioned bee hive. But there are
many natives of .great wealth in Berber
and their houses are very spacious
and pleasant. The exterior looks un-
promising enough, for there ace no
windows on the outside. Entering a
gate in the lofty brick walL you find

PROTEST AGAINST THE ENACT-
MENT OF A RECIPROCITY

TREATY WITH CANADA.

Philadelphia, June 20 Night A
meeting of the Philadelphia Book
Trade Association was held to-da- y at
noon, the object of which was to enter
protestagamst the enactment of the
Reciprocity treaty with Canada, by the
Senate.

Under this treaty Canadian mer-
chants dealing in any manufactured
article, can import them from England
or any other country, and after hand-
ling ;them, eau ship them to this coun-
try free of duty.

Series of resolutions were adoptea,
expressing alarm at Canada under
the provisions of the treaty
becoming a great entrepot for the
reception of goods from all parts of
the world to be legally smuggled into
the United States, and stating that
the treaty inaugurates free trade and '

envolves the necessity of collecting the
entire revenue of the Government by
internal taxation. The resolutions
were unanimously adopted.
