Two years from now thero will be a

hot contest in North Carolina. A
Governor is to bo voted for and a
President, and wo havo no timo to lose
if wo would fight that great battlo
from tho vantago ground that a good
constitution, good laws and good gov-
ernment will give us.

It will bo well to remember too that
the Supreme Court of North Carolina,
composed of five Radical Judges, in
four of whom tho pcoplo havo no con-
fidence, is now considering the ques-
tion whether tho eight amendments to
tho Constitution, ratified last year,
were legally adopted. Solomon Tool
claims before that Court to bo still
President of tho University for the
reason that the amendments to tho
Constitution authorizing the Legisla-
ture to appoint the new Board of
TrustecB that turned him out were
not constitutionally adopted. The
case ought to have been decided at
tho June Term of the Court. It waa
not decided, but was postponed until
January Term.

If it be true, as in believed, that tho
Court has in fact decided that tho
amendments, in spite of their ratifica-
tion by the people, are not properly
parts of the Constitution, in what con-
dition will we find ourselves. The
debt obligation will still be in force;

Messrs. Editors : The writer feeds
so much rejoiced at the aeneral result
of tho late election that ho has no dis
position to stir up strife in our vic
torious ranks by any allusions to the
voto of any particular locality. He re
grets the defeat of Mr. Fuller as much
as any ono, anil is sorry that this
defeat was brought about by tho de
fection of any of his party friends.
The comparative conduct of tho coun-
ties of Richmond and Stanly having
boon, unfortunately, made tho subject
of newspaper discussion, ho thinks it
luo to the party m Richmond that
their skirts shall bo cleared of all
imputations of a want of party fealty.

It must bo recolloctcd that in 1872
Gov. Caldwell carried this eonnty by

votoa. Judgo Buxton carried it
by 252. If all tho other counties had
done as well Fuller would havo boen
electod by over 800 votos. If Stanly
had oven given Fuller tho voto she
gavo for Merrimon ho would have been
olectod bv a handsome minority. In
stead of that, howovor, sho pavo Bux-
ton a majority of several hundred.

A largo number of tho whito men
who havo heretofore voted tho Radical
ticket, voted for LieGrsnl, Walker
anil the three Democratic candidates
for Commissioners. They did not fool
our party obligations quito strong
enough to vote against Judgo Buxton.
This accounts for th difference. But,
at last, it conies to this: Fuller iaintd
on Merrimon's vota in Richmond, and
lost i:i Anson, Stanly, Montgomery
and Union.

Tho writer candidly trusts that the
causes of our defeat iu tho Judicial
election will not bo remembered in the
f ntnro. LeGrand and Walker did not
damage Fuller to secure their own
election, nor did they do anything
of which their friends need to bo
ashamed. They made a hold, manly

My promise to writ a lotter in ref-

erence to current events hero this
week, has been somewhat a lore to
me, na I didn't come hcr to report,
but to enjoy myself.

cancies, decline to surrender thu;r
offices although successors havo boon
elected under an act of tho Legislature.
Thcso are Judges Mooro of the Second
District and Cloud of tho Eighth Dis-

trict.
It will bo remombood thr.t tho no-

torious U. W. Jones, hotter known ns
Jaybird waa elected in 1S03, Judgo
for tho Second District. After-
wards to savo n trial under an impeach-
ment by tho House of Representatives,
ho resigned nnd WT. A. Moore was ap- -

pointed to supply tho vacancy.
Jndgo Moore claims that he wrs ap-

pointed to fill Judgo Jones' entire
term, and is entitled to hold on until
Jones term would have expired. Ijouis
Iiilliard of l'itt county, has been elect-
ed by tho Radicals ns KueooHBor to
Moore, and will contest tho point with
him before the Supremo Court.

The bituntion in tho Eighth District
13 very similar. D. JI. Starbnek war.
originally elected Judgo. lie did not
accept tho office, bnt preferred to take
tho United States Attorneyship for the
Str.to. Having been a member of tho
Secession Convention, and having
voted men and money to carry on the
war, lie nevertheless, with tho aid of
United States Attorney General Speed,
somersaulted through the tost oi.t'i
into a Federal office without injury to
hu brcec cs or his conscience.

Judge C31or.il was appointed by tho
Governor to fill tho vacancy.

Judgo Cloud will
resist the instalment of Mr. Wilson,
nnd the question will go tho Supremo
Court.

When the question was pending in j

the Legislating wo gave our views in
full, urging upon that body our rea-

sons for thinking it was their duty to
pans tho act ordering these elections.
Wecannot, after mature deliberation
and investigation, bring our mind to
any other conclusion than that the
terms of those f p.pointoos expired on
tho sixth of August. So fully were

Legislature to order elections to sup-

ply vacancies on tho Superior Court
Bench and not thoso existing on tho
Supremo Court Bencii, from exactly
similar causes.

Wo havo given tho particulars of
theso judicial complications as wo snp- -

poso they will soon develop into im
portant questions which muat claim
more or less interest throughout the
State in a short time.

COLONIZATION OF THE BLACK.
The KatUmnl Era. Fred. Douglass'

paper, gives tho following advice to
his brother iroeumon:

"Leave those States in which you
nro in tho minority, and tho subjects
of prejudice and outrage, and remove
to the States wnere you win vo iu m
majority, and thus protect yourself
against the indignities to which you
aro now exposed in many of theStates."

Douglass goes on to point out South
Carolina, Florida, Mississippi ana
Louisiana, as eligible States for the
residence of negroes, where they may
protect themselves against tho "indig
nities" epokon of.

If Douglass had directed his words
to tho negro politicians, wo should ap
plaud tho wisdom of his advico to his
colored friends. Both races would lo
hotter off, tho prejudices between them
would dio out, the conflict nnd dis-

trust would end, if tho so-call- ed lead-

ers of tho negroes wero colonized upon
"reservations" just as tho Indians aro.
In that case tho industrious and hon-

est colored people would be contented
and prosperous, and the wholo conn-tr- y

would be lonefitcd by tho change.
However, tins advice, coming from

tho formost leader of tho blaoks in the
Uunitcd States, shows that he does
not bolivo that the races can livo con
tentedly and peacefully together. Lot

We have fie
quently soon three and four "boxes
cut in one tree, but we dont think our
tnrpontino farmers would like to Cut
as many ns two of the above mentioned
size in their trees. If they did they
would soon havo none to "chip."
Ana we haraly think they wonld con
sent to have them cut two feet from
tho ground either. A "quart box" is
as largo as is usually cut in this conn
ty, nnd they will not average even th.it,
Wo have on several occasions been a
mused at tho modus oiierandi of tur
pentmo making, ns described by somo
oi our Northern cotemporaries. We
recollect, at one time of having seen
iu an illustrated newspaper a pictnre
representing the mode of turpentine
making, after this fashion : A hole was
bored in tho tree at the height cf a
barrel, a faucet inserted, the barrel
placed under it and then allowed to re
main until the drippings from the fau
cet should fill it. Tho article above
referred to is, however, moro correct
than any similar one on the same sub
ject that we havo ever seen in a North
ern paper. It says : "New York is
tho host naval store market on this
continent, Wilmington N. C. comes
second, and Charleston, third. Sevo-
ral efforts have been made to make a
market for naval stores of Savannah,
bnt each has proved a failure." We
are of the opinion that Wilmington
shonld havo ranked as tho best market
for naval stores, from tho fact that
New lork receives tho greater portion
of her supplies from this port.

naval stores wero shipped to Europe,
last season, from Wilmington and
Charleston, and some from Frnandina,

ui. ; uui us mere isgenoraiiv so much
moro competition amoncrst foreirm
vessels for freight in New York than
in any other port iu tho United States.
this 13 the better point to ship from,
and naval stores can frequently bo
lauded in Europe, via New York, at a
much les3 cost than by direct ship-
ment from tho Southern ports." IIow
far this latter statement deserves credit
we aro unable to say, but wo hopo and
expect that so soon n.1 tho projected
improvements, now in course of con-
struction on onr bar, river nnd harlor,
aro perfected, that our port will be
second to none even in tho matter
of freights. Wo feci constrained to be-
lieve, that tho day is not, far distant,
when our port will rJTord ingress and
cgros3 to tho ships of tlio wholo mer-
cantile world. It will indeed bo a
happy day for us when they can come
alongside of our wharves, and load
with our naval stores, lumber and
cotton, and when our railroad connec-
tions with tho far West are conqIeted,
take tho grain of that section, and sail
direct for any foreign land that they
may seem disposed to. God speed the
day, say we.
