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COMMERCIAL EPITOME There
is no new feature in the general condi-
tion of trade but leading staples may
bo said to have shown rather more
steadiness, with prices in some cases
tending upward.

On the gen-
eral condition and prospects of busi-
ness the following able article iscopied
from the Cincinnati triee Current.
It says :

"It is nc w nearly a year since the
whole business of tho country was
prostrated by a panic which had its
ostensible origin in the discrediting of
a vast amount of railroad securities,
but which had other causes as collat-
eral if not principal, of which it is not
necessary lor our present purpose to
speak. Fo:' . is or eight months busi-
ness men v. ere unable to prosecute
trade upon ihe usual basis-- for when
they made purchases it was without
assurance that jeiods would not depre-
ciate in value npon their hands. This
made them cautious, and restricted
trade to narrow limits. Then it was
that the capacity of our manufactories
for producing almost every kiml of
domestic goods was seen to be far in
excess of tno reel need demand, ami
caution was enforced upon all industri-
al enterprises. Railroad building hav-
ing ceased, a vast amount of labor
was thrown out tf employment to seek
it in other channels.

"But while nearly all branches of
trade snfiered from thp ejects of the
panic the m at of them were sound at
bottom, and tho agricultural interests
were in good condition. Thus there
was a basis for a recuperation which
has seldom if over been found to eist
in previous commercial crisises. Tiie
currency of tiie country was not de-
preciated in tho least, and when the
foolish mania for holding it was
over, business began to assume its nor-
mal condition. People with all their
economy could not uways retrain from
Buying he necessities of life and with
cue proi lise of &ood crops this year
and the scttliafr ot the currency Ques
tion came mere confidence and a re-
vival of business iu m arly every de-
portment of trade, so that the volume
of business during ihe slimmer has
been exceptionally large, and it has
been done go::crally upon a basis
which affords a reasonable profit.

bonds. I'hat Act of the Assembly was
intended t rotect the tax-pay- er and
secure th honest anil tatthtul dis- -

charge of the duties as Sherifl
and pay ovi r the revenue oi
the State and County. And when
the examination is made as pro-
vided in chapter It G, it left it as a mat-
ter of discretion with the County Com-
missioners to determine the amount
of tin: bonds. Following the example
of other counties, and be wordd in-

stance Cumberland, He advise dthe
Hoard that they should require of the
Sheriff', bonds sufficient to cover both
the County and State taxes.

The lie venue Law afforded ample
protection both to the State and
County under these bonds if the
County Commissioners discharged
their elutv under tho Jaw.
