XHKT ET A1V PARTED.
About twenty year3 ago a steamship

sailed from a European port to this
country. Among those on board were
a French Huguenot gentlemen and a
young English lady. They had never
met before ; but no sooner did they
see each other than an attachment
sprang up between them, which soon
ripened, upon acquaintance, into mu-

tual esteem and enduring love. The
vessel, wheu seven days out, struck
upon Cape Race Rock, and became a
total wreck. Most of the passengers
were Eaved, among them the t wo per-
sons alluded to, and landed, in small
boats, at Chance Cove, a few mil s
north oi the capo. Here they remain-
ed for several days, living a la Robin-
son Crusoe, untd they wero observed
by a coasting vessel and taken ;off in
small parties to St. John, New Found-lan- d.

At this place the subjects of
my story were united in marriage.
The only means of getting away from
St. John was either to wait for the re-

lief steamer which the captain of the
wrecked vessel Led (by way of St.
John, New Brunswick) telegruphed to
his port of destination in the United

were in; that his story placed the ar
rival of his wife in this country twelve
years back, and that the Federal
Bureau of Immigration had not been
established over two years.

It is a two-stor- y mnin building and

wings, the fotmer projecting front and
rear, in immeuao porticoes of solid
atone, the center of the building being
eapped with a p'aiu, ill lighted dome.
Ou the ceiling of the front portico is a
lirgo compass dial, and iinmrdintely
over the main door there is set in the
wall a large clock, with dials showing
inside aud out, and there i3 now ex-
hibited a ladder made by Jefferson
himself, and with which he wound up
the time-keep- er at stated periods by
the weights suspended from pulleys on
the walis of either side. The main
entrance really consists cf three double
glass doors, all of which can be re-
moved, and you enter a vestibule, oc-
tagonal in shape, and pass immediately
into a parlor of the same shape. The
two apartments have inlaid floors of
walnut, mahogany and cherry, which
have yet to be surpassed by any
work of the kind in this country.
Although they wero in constant use in
Jefferson's days, ns he always had lots
of oompaVy.and have been used since.
nun uiu mm, uy jjiluiu ami danntng
parties, they are not warped nor in-
jured in the least, and need, apparent-
ly, only soap and water to restore
them to their original glossy appear-
ance. Thero are two small dining-room- s,

one in each wing, the rest of
the building being cut up into small
and badly lighted bed-room- s.

Ventilation seems to have been
buried beneath every other considera-
tion, a3 there is no room in the house
through which there could be gained
a direct air currrent. The beds, even,
are set in recesses of alcoves in the
walls, to form which space and rooms
are sacrificed, and the stairways, one
in each wing, are so constrncted, and
of such scant bend that their descent
would be perilous in the day time
without a lantern. A covered way,
which is in rather a dilapidated con-
dition, leads from either wing to his
library and office respectively, and an
underground passage, tnrough which
he made his escape from Col. Carleton
and the British cavalry, is shown to
visitors. There is suspended in the
vestibule a four-lig-ht lantern, but
beyond the old gig-bod- y, in which
it is said he used to ride to Char-lottavill- e,

there is not an article of fur-
niture or curiosity in the house. The
janitor or keeper of the premises is a
white man named Thomas Wheeler,
who lives in the east wing. He
was the overseer for Commodore
Levy, the last tenant of the entire
mansion, and as the property is now
in litigation, he remains in charge by
sufferance, sustaining himself by what
he can make off the farm and the col-
lections (twenty-fiv- e cents each) which
he demands from visitors.

His object in visiting me was
to solicit permission to examine the
lists of immigrant passengers which he
understood were filed in my bureau.
I explained to him that, although the
statistical returns of immigration were
compiled and collated in my office,
the lists of passengers, if there were
any such lists, were required by law to
be deposited in the State Department.
Upon this he apologized for his intru-
sion, and withdrew.

About two hours afterward he came
again this time with a look of the
deepest dejection, almost in tears.

It seems that he had gone to
the State Department, and, being ac-
corded permission to search the
archives, had found them in such utter
