There are mazy notable men in this
Oonference; grouped around the altar
are most of those who bold a leading
influence, and are in position to catcu
the ear of the Presiding Ofiloer at any
time when they wish to speak on a
matter., Not that there i much speak-
ing, for this is erophatically a workmg
Conference.

83,000,000 lLas been issued any holder
of Virgiois State bonds shull be al-
lowed to exchangs them for these
bills at the market price 1z Richmond
when scld for legal tendera. And when
once igsued these bills may Le re-
ceived at par in payment for haif tlLe
taxes of avy person or corporation wbo
maoy owe the State for taxes.
