COMMERCIAL EPITOME. No
important change has taken place
sii.ee the date of our last review in
the condition of commercial affairs,
and business generally Las through
the week been stagnant and inactive,
though the volume of trade has been
fair for the season, as will be seen by
reference to our review below. No-
twithstanding, however, the general
stagnation, the markets for most of
the staple products have a strong un-
dertone, and with naval stores and
cotton there has been a strong feeling
with an advaucing tendency of the
market. The financial situation is un-
changed. Congress has done nothing
as yet to relieve the public mind con-
cerning the bills now pending before
that body. In our city money is tight,
but good borrowers can effect loans at
interest ranging from 8 to 13 per cent.
The produce exports have been con-
siderably less than those of last week.
The principal items of the shipment
were as follows, viz: 1,659 bales cot
ton, 183 casks spirits turpentine, 1,319
bbls. ro-in- , 206 bbls tar and 46 bales
crude turpentine; against 2,902 bales
cotton, 197 casks spirits turpentine,
2.461 bbis rosin and 260 bbis tar for
last week.

Foreign freights are steady. The
supply of tonnage at baud is not larg,
but the demand for berths is not
active. For rates see table.

The chief features i f the marketand
the chauges of price of most of the
leading products and manufacture for
the week were as follows:

COTTON This stap e during tbe
past week has been active, and a fair
amount of transactions were reported.
Buyers for export were eager aud anx
ious to purchase, and offered freely
full market prices, which iu many in-

stances were accepted. Holders have
displayed a considerable degree of con-
fidence, aud stocks have not pressingly
been offered. At the close the market
is quiet and easier at previous quota-
tions, holders manifesting more dispo-
sition to meet th'1 views of buyers, and
up m the lower qualities it is believed
some concessions can be obtained,
while the better grades are firmly Ue.'d
und relatively scarce.

DRY GOODS There has been lit-
tle or no revival in the jobbing trade

than the cost of production on the
present basis. Brown and bleached
cottons are especially firm, but dark
colored prints, which will soon be out
of season, are scarcely as firm ; while
medium colors, such as chocolate tints,
are held at full prices. There has
been a revision of prices on some
goods which had not previously been
adjusted upon the lower basis which
has prevailed during the last few
months.

PROVISIONS The market during
all the former part of the week was
dull, but within the last two or three
days the jobbing demand has im-
proved materially, and the market at
the close exhibits rather more life and
spirit. The trade has been principally
to fill country orders.the demand from
this source being about as large as
usual.
