My Dear Journal :

The more one thinks of it, tl:- more
monstrous seems the prentence set up
by Edward Cantwell, Esq., that he
represents the white people of New
Hanover county. An advocate of the
Civil Rights bill, he declared by his
vote that he preferred a negro—the
negro Mabson—to be the Presiding
Oficer of the body of which he was a
member, rather than any of the white
members. And yet he claims to
represent the white men of New
Hanover. Nor csn I forget how
h= sought to use his official position
as Solicitor for our Distriet to break
down his political opponents; how he
went from county to county seeking
to foree from unwilling Grand Juries
bills of indictment for libel against the
Editors of the Joveyar; how failure in
one county only seemed te muke him
the more determined to achieve suc-
cess in another. Apd now comes to
light tLe remarkablefact that he made
arrangemenis with the Commander of
the IRevenne Cutter to enforee the
orders of bis Court when he fiued Mr.
Holmes who ealled a negro by his ac
kuowledged proper name ! And this
is tle claims to represent
the white meu of New Hanover ! Bat
what brain, save that of Edward Cant-
well, wouldl ever have conceived the
idca of executing legal process on dry
land with a Revenne Cutter ? What
an imposing spectacle Sheriff Schenck
would have presented moving np Mar-
ket strect followed by the Revenue
Cutter ! It reminds me very foreibly
of the felicitous speech of the New
Hanover Senator when he congratula-
ted Vice President Wilson upon his hav-
ing ‘“‘gravitated np” tosuch a dazzling
height of glory. . To no brsin but that
which conceived the idea of gravita-
tion “upward” could have occurred
the idea of a Revenne Cutter in a sher-
ift's posse on dry land |

But the matter
serious for mere ridicnle or jest. DMr.
Cantwclls spuech on yesterday de-
Berves, and +Lull receive at my hands,
censure and condemnation far severer
than any that can be conveyed by
ridicole. The speech was one of the
most ineendiary and shocking charse-
ter, calculuted, and if Mr. Cantwell be
a sane man, one must think intended
to provcke a collision in ounr city, re-
sisbance to law and bloodshed. He
declared the passage of the bill would
justify Federal intervention; that it
was unconstitutional; that certain peo-
ple would not submit to it; that the
rivers of Carolina would run with
blood.

If blood shall be shed becauss men,
under the influence of his speech, re-
fuse to obey the laws of the land, let
Edward Cantwell remember his re-
sponeibility. These are no times in
which to conunsel men to resist, with
arms, the enforcement of the laws of
the land, and yet Edward Cantwell
virtually tells men in Wilmington they
may resist the laws provided by the
Legislatore for their government.

I have heretofore been very charita-
ble in my judgment nupon Mr. Cant-
well's conduct, for the reason that I
thought the excentricities of his brain
were so great as to render him morally
irresponsible, Heretofors I have at-
tached but little importance to hie
vagaries; in fact have been amused at
them at times; but when a Senator
rises in hLis place and utters such in-
eendiary sentiments, and so blood-
provoking as was done on yesterday,
he is neither harmless or amusing,
although he be Edward Cantwell.
That speech ought to damn him for-
ever in the opinion of all law-abiding
men if he be sane. If he be a lunatie
he ought not to be permitted to go at
large.

A Senator who publicly proelaims
that a law 18 unconstitutional; that it
will not be obeyed; that its execution
will cause the rivers to run red with
blood, and will justify the interposi-
tion of the strong arm of the Federal
Government in the government of a
sovereign Shate, cannot blame igno-
rant negroes and intelligent white
men for believing that he desires to
teach the doetrine that sueh resisi-
aunce 18 lawful, and that the blood shed
by those makiug such resistance is
lawfully ehed. And this is the man
who olaims to represent the peaceable,
law-abiding white men of New Hano-
ver!

Bat in epite of all his denunciations
Mr. Osntwell bas failed to point to a
single paragraph in the City Bill that
is nnconstitutional. Nor, indced, so
far as I kuvow, did he attempt to do
s0. Dufwhat better ought to be ex-
pected from a native born Southern
Radical ? Can a silk purse be made
of a =ow’s ear? Mr. Cantwell con-
demus Grant for sending soldiers to
interfere in the organization of the
Legislature of the State of Lonisiana
and justifies in advance his interfer-
ence in the organization of the muni-
cipal Legislature of the City of Wil-
mington ! What consistency! Why

man who

should there be one rule for Louisiana ,

and ancihor rule for North Carolina ?
Why skould Federal bayonets and
Federal Revenue Cutters be lawful in
Wilmington aud unlawful in New Oz-
leans? Why denounee a Louisiana
Outrage and justify a North Carolina
Outrage ?

Verily, if Mr. Cantwell be indeed
mentally und morally responsible for

the natural and probable conseqnences |

of his acts and speeches, he deserves

to be forever damned in the opinion
of all law-abiding men. S.

CONVENTION.

Since the action of the Statc E
tive Committee, composed of ge
men from every section of North
lina, by a vote approaching unani
requesting the Legislature to
Convention, we have had litt
upon the sabjeet. We did not believe
then, nor do we believe now, that this
request will be nuheeded. We believe
that the present Legislature will not
adjourn sine dic without first calling a

Convention.

The few papers in the State yet op-
posed to this movement have beem
more active since the meeting of the
Executive Committee than before in
pressing their objections to the call
While all admit the paramount impoz-
tance and necessity for Constitutional

reform, some few oppose auy move-
ment looking to that end, inflnenced
by motives of policy and not of princi-
ple. One marked difference, however,
is apparent in the opposition to what
it was a few weeks since. Then we
were told that it was not good politi-
cal policy to push the matter before
the present Legislatnre, but we must
wait until after the election in 1576,
for fear it might jeopardize the elee-
tion ; now we are told that if the Lirg
islature calis a Convention af once,
Grant will send Sheridan with his co-
horts to disperse the delegates, or
Conugress will burden us with new Acts
of Reconstruction, The oppositiou
have abandoned all their old grounds
and base their objections on fears orig-
inating in the Louisiana imbroglio,
and in the desperate and dying e¢fforts
to regain power. This very fact fur-
nishes the bist evidence that the for-
| mer oppositiou to Convention at least,
was not well founded, aud eonld not
and did not stand the test of intelli-
gent controversy.

This new opposition, like the old, is
exaggerated, We do not believe it is
wilfully or perversely done. We hope
not. Dnt we are nnwilling that some
papers shall publish, and others less
bLold, shall greedily copy, statements
which eannct be sustained, in order to
prejudice the question of Convention
either with the public or with the Leg-
islature.

The Charlotte Democraé of a late
date, for whose editor we have the
highest personal regard, in speaking
;of a Convention says, that *‘‘the

“it, aund thisk it very imprudent in

The Wilson Adirance, with whose
senior ed:for we were, 1n former times,
always in political accord, and with
whom latterly we have so frequently
differed, and elways with delereuce,
{ makes snbstantially the same state-
| ment. We can tell these gentlemen,
| and oihers who bave published or raad
these statements, that our delegation
in Congress have given no such
advice. On the contrary they ex-
pressly and 1n so many words deeclined
proffering any advice on the subject
suyiug very properly that the peaple
at home knew better than they did the
neceasities for a Convention,and eculd
judge better of the state of publie
feeling. In response to an inquiry of
the Executive Committee, they stated
what every intelligent reader knew,
that the relations between the States
and the Federal Government were
much disturbed by the recent tronbles
i Lionisiana, The Committee, by its
action, acknowledged this fact, but
was not deterred from recommending
that the Legislature should ecall a
Convention.

The people of the State are quite as
unanimous as the Committee were in
favor of a Convention, and if the
present Legislature adjourn sine die
withpnt favorable action, a blow will
be given the party from which it will
not soon recover. It will no longer
be the party of reform. Its candi-
dates can no longer hold up to the
scorn of an outraged and injured peo-
ple the crimes of those who forced the
present Constitntion upon ns. It be-
comes our Constitution. We embrece,
voluntarily, its burdens and the dis-
grace it eutails.

But what of the future if Convention
fails ? When such of our people as
have been led to believe that in 1876,
or in 1878, or even in 1880 the prom-
1sed time shall come .and we shall re-
form our Constitntion, and their
hopes and expectations are destroyed
by the want of the requisite majorities
in both Houses of the Legislature,
what then ? How can those
who now protest against the
judgment of a very large ma-
jority of the party reconcile the
people with their disappointment ?
Nay, how can they utone for the irre-
parable injury which they will have
brought upon their fellow-citizens,
their children, their children’s child-
ren ? It is, in our humble judgment,
& fearful responsibility which oar
misguided friends sre attempting to
assnms,

We are glad to believe that their
efforts will be futile, and that the
present Legislature will be trne to its
party, to its constituents and to the
State, and will not adjonrn without
giving the people an opportunity, the
only one probably they will' huve
during the present generation, of
adopting a Constitnfion suited to their
wants, in sympathy with their prejo
dices, aud in aceord with their honor
and prosperity as a people,
