be direoted to any successor in office
to such person who may have so re-
signed, been removed, or died.

Sec. 2. That the Circuit Courts of
the United States shall have, aud are

give ( power to is ue the rt
of mandamus in all causes at law or in
equity of which they have jurisdiction
aud in which such a writ by the com-
mon or the chancery law is an appro-
priate remedy; or by way of original
proceeding wheu such writ is neces-
sary to any jurisd ction possessed by
said Court and is f. proper remedy.

Sec 2. That this act shall take effect
from the date of its passage.

The following extract from the pro-
ceedings of the Senate, as published
in the Congressional Record, will
show what part General Ransom took
in the matter.

'"UK USilVtltSI I Y,
The House of Representatives

adopted a resolution on the 2nd Feb-
ruary, 137-1- , instructing its Committee
on Education and Labor to inquire in
to the condition and management of
the institutions that had received the
land scrip found donated by Congress
to the States for the establishment of
Colleges for the advancement of Agri-

culture nd the Mechanic Arts. The
eport of this committee has been pub

lished, aud bears in an especial sense
upon two lines of information, namely,
the use which the States have made of
the money obtained from the sales of
the land granted to them by Congress
and the results of such use.

As to the use of the mouey thus ob
tained by the States, the eomritfce.s
say that the larger part has been in- -

ested satisfactorily. Some of the
States have placed the money iu Uni
ted States bonds, and others in their
twu Siate bonds, Thi3 latter form of
nvestment, however, has proved very

disadvantageous in some instances,
fpecially in certain Southern States.
Thus the State of Alabama invested
the received from the sale of
its scrip in State bonds bought at
eighty-fiv- o per centum of their par
value, and now selling at fitty pcr
centum. Louisiana invested the 182,-9- 23

received from the sale of ita scrip
in State bonds of the nominal value of

but the largest offer recently
made for any Louisiana bond is twenty--

six per centum of its par value.
Similar losses, but less iu amount,
have occurred in the investments made
by the States of Arkansas, Georgia,
Mississippi, Tennessee and Virginia,
although in a majority of the States
meutioued the interest money has been
paid, and iu the case of Virginia this
money has been paid when the public
funds were not sufficient to meet
the demands of other creditors.
In the States of North and South
Carolina the mismanagement of
the fund has been of the grossest
character. The committee say that
the securities in which 2orth Carolina
placed its mouey "are now substan
tially valueless;" aud in the case of
South Carolina the mouey was invest
ed by II. H. Kimpton, who was then
the fioancial agent of the State, in
State bonds, bought at sixty-seve- n to
sixty eight per centum of their par
value, which were afterward reported

hm having been hypothecated on
State debt in New York." The com-

mittee say that "no revenue whatever
has been reeeivetl" from these bonds,
and the bouda themselves appear to
have disappeared. It is a matter of

public congratulation that during the
misgovernment to which the South-

ern Statoa have been subjected since
the war, only two States have practi-

cally squandered the moneys received
by them for the specific purposes of
education from the general govern-

ment.

IHH SNATE JODICIAKY COMMITTEE KK- -

POET AGAINST KKFCNDING IT.
Washington, March 7 The Com

mittee on Judiciary of the Senate, to
whom was referred the petition of tne
citizens of DeSoto county. Miss..
praying the return of taxes assessed
and collected for the years 1865, 1836,
180, lfcos and lbb'J, respectfully re
port that the petitiou of the citizens
of DeSoto, Miss., asking the return of
tax ou cotton for the years 1865 and
i860 inclusive, on the grounds that the
tax was uuiu-s- t and oppressive, and
because it was unconstitutional.

The government of the United
States has been obliged to raise a large
amount by taxation to defrav the ex
penses of the recent war. The pro-
perty and industries at the North hae
been heavily t xed, and as oottou con
stituted tho principal wealth of the
South, the committee see no reason
why a tax upou it should be consider
ed uujust or oppressive. The cotton
tax has been claimed to be unconsti-
tutional for the following reasons :

First, because it is equivalent to a di-
rect tax, and is not laid according to
a population. When th constitution
was framed the larger States were care
ful to provide that direct tax should
be according to population, for fear a
tax upon land by the acre might be
imposed upon them. Hence the con
stitution, article 1, section 2, provides
that direct taxes shall be apportioned
among the several States according to
an enumeration made every ten years;
but the cotton tax is not a direct or
laud t lx ; it is a tax on production of
lnd. It is an excise oncottou severed
from the land in bale aud by the pound.
Second, the tax is claimed to be uncon-
stitutional, because it is not uniform.
The eighth section of article one pro-oid- es

that all excises shall be uniform
throughout the United States. The
tax is uniform. It is the same wheth-
er the cotton be iu Maine of Louisiana.
The fact that cotton is grown in the
South and not at the North, creates no
want of uniformity, any more than the
fact that manufacturers are found at
the North and not at the South ren-
ders tax on the products of the North-
ern mechanic partial aud local. Any
one can raise cotton, and as a matter
of fact Northern capital is invested in
its production. The excise is uni-
form.

Third. It is said the tax i uncon-
stitutional because it is a tax on ex
ports. The I'inth sect'on of article
one provides that, "No tax or duty
shall be laid on articles exported from
the State." The fact that any article
tnav be or is largely exported does net
make the article au exported article.
This is simply a tax on cotton. The
object of the Conetitutiou is to prohib
it tax on exportation and this tax is
not that. Tho coinmitb e therefore
recommend that the petition be not al-

lowed.
