Two Difficulties lit Sumter last
lUonday One Wan Killed and
Another ICa.dlr Wonndcd-Itesn- lts

olaa Attempt at Socio.! Kqiuility.

In last Wednesday's issue of the
Journal we stated that there were
rumors here of a difficulty in progress
at Sumter, on Monday night, between
the whites and blacks at that place
but that inquiries inetitnted by us
resulted in the assurance that the
trouble had been confined te two per-
sons, one white and one colored, and
that, although there was much excite-
ment at the place at the time itbal all
been quieted down. Our information
as to the extent of the disturbance was
not fully correct, a? we find the par-
ticulars of two serious difficulties at
that place, on the night in question,
in a special dispatch to the Charleston
JSTeivs and Courier. The particulars,
as we find them in that paper, are as
follows :

It seems that, on last Monday night,
an unfortunate difficulty occurred in
the town of Sumter, in w hich Butler
Spears, colored, formerly a member of
tbe Legislature, and now Chairman of
the Board of County Commissioners,
was severely beaten by Joseph M.
Skinner, white, a young lawyer of that
place. Afterwards Spears attacked
Skinner with an iron plough-hee-l pin,
when Skinner fired upon Spears,
wounding him badly twice in the
thigh. A crowd of excited negroes at-
tempted to seize Skinner, but he was
safely lodged in the town guardhouse,
and afterwards placed in the county
jail. On Tuesday morning Spears was
improving, and expressed great sorrow
for the difficulty, and at his request
Skinner was released. The cause of
the difficulty was an attempt of Sheriff
Tindall to introduce social equality at
his house, between Spears and Skin-
ner.

Growing out of the first affray there
was another fight between Ned James,
colored, and J. Rembert Harvin,
white, a youth f sixteen, which re-
sulted in the death of James by a stab
with a pocket-knif- e in the hands of
Harvin.

Great excitement prevailed among
the negroes on Monday night, but
owing to the judicious management
of Acting Intendant J. W. Reardon,
and the coolness of the whites, a rtftt
was avoided. In both affairs the col-

ored men were intoxicated, and the
white men sober. Harvin was arrest-
ed and lodged in jail and the excite-
ment then subsided. Both whites and
blacks express great regret at the un-
fortunate affair.

THE TOUNADO'S TUACK.

The Recent Storm in South Caro-
lina The IHark of the Destroyer

Imuicuhc Destruction of Prop,
erty and n Number of Live Lost.

We have received some few particu-
lars relative to the tornado in Darling-
ton, Marion and Horry counties, in
addition to those published yesterday
and on Wednesday. At Mr. William
McKenzie'a mill, near Florence, its
effects were terrible. Houses were
prostrated, fences scattered and hun-
dreds of sturdy trees were torn up by
the roots. At Mr. Gregg's plantation,
property was not only destroyed but
several lives were lost among the
colored bands on tbe plantation. Dr.
Miller, Mr. A. W. R-js- s and Maj. R.
G. Howard, all living near Florence,
were likewise severe sufferers, an eye
witness stating that fence rails, parts
of houses aud heavy branches of trees
were carried several hundred feet into
the air. The losses of the above nar- -
ties will alouo aggregate nearly $10,-0- 0,

to say nothing of the still further
Josses that vul be entailed on them in
the production of the year's crops in
t he loss of farming implements and
stock, which they will find much diffi
culty in replacing.

A correspondent at Marion states
that the storm at that place was per-
fectly fearful. The track of the tor-
nado was in some places nearly a mile
ana a mui wiue, ana everything gave
way to it as it passed. Not only houses
and fences were destroyed, but its
path through the woods is marked by
one broad track of desolation. Huge
trees were either torn up by the roots
or broken off like eo many pipe stems
by the force of the blast. In the
neighborhood of Mars Bluff, on the
WiL, CoL & Aug. R. R., in Marion
county and near the Darlington line,
four persons are known to have been
killed ontright, while many others
were seriously injared.

From Horry county we have no
further details, but there are vague
reports of still greater disasters than
those reported by us in Wednesday's
JoUKSTAIi.

The Wilson Plaindealer says: Falk-
land Town&kip, in Pitt county, has a
rare record in some respects. Since
the war there has been no case of
assault and battery, nor any case of
larceny in which any white man of thetownship was involved, no case in
which a white man voted a Radical
ticket, and not a case of bankruptcy
in the township. So we are informed
by persons who ought to know and
who doubtless believe the facts to be
as stated.

Korth Carolina-- A Strip r laud
Btilween Two State."

Messrs. Editors
In my note published in your issue

of the 25th, you made me say the
"Greek was replaced by the Roman
Church." Remove the two words
"was" and "by," which I did not use,
and it changes the language entirely
and states the fact. The "Greek re-

placed the Roman C mrch."
I am gratified that the newspapers

of the btate are becoming atoiibed to
the outrage committed by two mem-
bers of the Supreme Court first, aud
followed by the Richmond and
Danville Railroad, by changing the
guage, after the law had been enacted.

I am assured by a person on tbe
ground that no work, changing a sin-
gle rail, had been done until Monday,
15th March, aud ou that day
the bill passed and became a law.

The guage was not changed so that
cars could run to Charlotte until
Thursday about 5 p. m., the 18th.

Judge Bynuoi remarked that he did
not consider the dodging out of the
way of the injunction or notice of the
law made any difference legally but
rather aggravateel the offence.

It seems verv clear that the opinions
of the Supreme Court in that and tho
Railroad Tax cases were given by
Judtres Reade aud Settle. Certainly
Judge Rodman did not concur in tho
uuage opinion as he was a stock-
holder and refuseel to act. Judge
Pearsou was sick and Judge Bynum
was at home in Charlotte at the bed
side of a sick daughter. Had
he been present he would have d
sented from the opinion in all the
cases referred to aboye. It seems
to me that the question of guage is
one that mere coma nave Deeu out.
little difficulty about, though tho acts
of incorporation of none of the older
railroads fix the guage. Yet the poli- -

cv of the State was well known to the
public and to the Court

The Wilmington & Weldon Railroad
was the first to ouild, tuid it fixed the
guage for the State at i feet 8$ inches,
fhe Raleigh & Gaston followed the
Wilmington & Weidon Ralroad, then
the North Carolina Railroad was char-
tered, aud of course no guage was
named, because the North Carolina
ijuayc was well known ' It wan com
man law, so to speak. Th Fa t; rn
and Eastern ext nsions were to be the
s,ttne. Other States had a different
uu;ge, and if any special case arose
a special guage wa mentioned, flow
the Supreme Cemit faih d to recognize
this fact, and to regard tho gunge of
the North Carolina liaiiroad, as well
established as though the words "four
feet (,i(jht aud a ha'f inches" were
embraced in the charters, it is hartl to
understand.

I Jo not propose to attribute any
improper motive to the Court (the two
members) but for the sake of the. cred-
it ef the State and her interest-- , rath-
er than the interests of the D mvilU
railroad, we hope the Court, "when a
full bench is in (session in June, will
on petition, or otherwise, re open tLe
case and have it recenisidered. It 'B
due to the two sitting members mitl
they should desire it.

Why the Richmond and Danville
Railroad d'd not change the guage of
its own road to four feet eight and a
half inches is a wonder. But the won-
der is solved when vre know that tiny
want to carry everthing tfirouyh the
State from South Carolina and Geor-
gia, mak'i.g our cny of Charlotte a
way station, without breaking bulk
there! Thus impressing it upon and
grinding it into us that we have no
rights that any of the States should
respect, "only a strip of land between
two States."

lhe Commissioner says: "It is true
the public may visit a billiard saloon,
also they may go to a store, but every
one esaunot play there as every one
cannot buy iu certain stores. Jhe
store-keep- er may suit his customers,
Every place which is accessible to all
is not necessarily a place of pubLc
amusement. To say everybody cau
go to a billiard saloon does not dtter
mine its character; nor does the fact
that a license is required make it
a place of public amusement. A license
is taken out for a peddler's wagon, but
it doeB not thereby become a place of
public amusement. There is nothing
iu the lieeuseideaoniv by which we can
determine the true ..ature of the place.
