Opinion of Hon. D. Schenck, Jundge
of the Ninth Judicial District,

Upon the Usury Law, as Appli-
cable to National BaopXks.

Merchants’ and Farmers’ National
Bank, vs. Wi R. Myers.—This oase
presents the question whether a Na-
tional Bauk, organized under the Act
of Congress, June 3d, 1874, is subject
to the provisions of the statute, en-
titled, ““An Act to regulate the rate of
interest and to prevent usury,” or not.

The questior: is not a novel oue; it
has been discussed with mucl? ‘earn-
ing and ability ih the Supreme Courts
of three of our sister States,

In the Supreme Court of Ohbio, in
the case of the First National Bank of
Colnmbus vs. Garlinghouse, 22 Ohio,

, 492, sud in the Supreme Court of

essachnsetts in the Central National
Bank vs. Dratt, 115 Mass., Reports, it
was held, ““That the laws imposing
penalties (other than those provided
by act of Coungress) for taking usury
do not apply to National Banks.
While the Court of Appeals,in the
State of New York, in “Lamb vs,
The First National Bank,” of White-
hall, held that they do apply to the
Natienal Banks.

The ground on which the Supreme
Courts of Ohio and  Massa-
chusetts base their opinion is: *“That
a National Bank is a convenient, use-
ful and essential instrumsent in the
prosecution of the flseal operations of
the Federal Government; that they
were created for national purposes and
endowed with such facunltics as were
necessary to enable them to effect this
objecct: That being so created, for
this object, the State has no power to
defeat it by the enactment of usury
laws, orin their own words: ‘“I'hat
the power of creating such banks, be-
ing vested in Congress, is inconsistent
with a power in uny State or Territory
to ..ifix penalties ou the bank for tak-
ing unlawful intecest,” McCullogh vs,
Maryland, 4 Wheaton, p. 316, is re-
lied on to sustain this position.

The Court of Appeanls in New York,
assumes the opposite ground: ““That
the Federal Government has no con-
cern with the business operations of
the Bank. * * That they may be
selected as depositories of the publie
money or finaneial agents of the gov-
ernment,but in 8o far as their business
and contracts are concerned, the act
does not assume to place them on any
different footing from natural persous
selested by the Government for the
performaunce of some special function,”
That National Banks donotbear the
samo relation to the Federal Govern-
ment, that the United States Dank
did, and therefore, that the principles
deerded in “MeCullogh vs. Maryland,”
supra, and *“Osborne vs. Uunited
States Bauk,” 8 Wheaton, p. 738, do
not apply to them.

So that, so far as this question ecan
be settled by the Supreme Court of
North Carohna, it will, most probably,
depend on the view it takes of the ob-
jeets and purposes for which National
Banks are created; whether they were
created to effeet national purposes, or
whether like other bank ecorparations,
they were established direetly for pri-
vate profit and gain and indirectly **as
vehicles for the 1ssue and cirenlation
of a currency based on the credit of
the Federal Goverument.”

This Conrt being subordinate in its
character, it isits daty, Zif possible, to
ascertain the view of the Supreme
Court of North Carolina, on this ques-
tion, and to follow it.

But it seems that, even, if the Na-
tional Bavuks were created for ** the
use of the United States Government,”™
that onr statue does not defeat this ob-
ject or obstruet the legitimate opera-
tions of the National Banks.

“Tt is only where the State law in-
capacitates the banks from discharging
their dutios to the government that it
becomes uneoustitutional.

“National Bank vs. Common-
wealth,” 9 Wallace, p. 362. Now, it
eannot be assumed that taking more
interest than the State allows is a
**duty that the National Banks owe to
the government,” and by this rule,
the statute of our State cannot be un-
constitutional.

The State law is not in conflict with
the act of Congress; it only imposes a
greater penalty or an additional pen-
alty. Both laws prohibit the taking
of usury. The policy of the I'ed=ral
Government as appears by the 30th
section of the aet of Congress, was to
prevent the banks from taking more
ioterest than the BState in which they
were loeated allowed; this policy is
endorsed, sustained and euforced by
the State law.

Penalties are punishments for
wrong, not priccs. The Federal Gov-
ernment did not intend to say to the
Natiounl Bapks, if you pay the price,
of forestalling interest, when demand-
ed, that you may take as muech usury
from others as you wish 2 Ifit had
said so, then, indeed, might the banks
complain that this understanding was
violated by in-reasing the price for
taking usury, and they might ask the
general government to emforee this an-
derstanding. But wh n the penalty
is viewed ss a punishment, the rule of
law is settled. The Stute may make
the same act pnnishable by State law,
that is punished by Federal law. For
illastration by aet of Congress, the
counterfeiting of a United Stales
note, or National Bank bill, is serime,
and so it is a erime by our State
law,and the connterfeiter may be pun-
ished twice for the same offence.

COMMERCIAL EPITOME—Busi-
ness in every brauch of traude contin- l
ues to jog along at about the usual
summer guit, the arkets generally |
being dull aud stagpant and devoid ot
any special interest. In this condition
trade must necessarily exist uutil the
opening of the fall trade, which 1s:
looked forward to with eager aunticipa-
tion by the general mauliitude of our
werchants.

The naval store and cotton business
for the week has been extremely dull,
so much 80 88 to cuuse a general re-
mark upon the small trausactions
which have been repcrted. Naval
stores moved very slowly while cotton
is scarcely noticed by bayers, and the
week's business generally has been
eonfined to the actual wants of con-
sumers.
