villain, we could have pitied him,
At an early hour in the day he ap-
proached his landlord (Mr. Li-- e) and
t'Pid, "I presume you wish mo to leave
your house." "Yes, sir, I do," was tho
decisive reply. After his baggage hud
been removed, it was discovered that
he had burned a lot of his papers.

A novel question as to railroad
rights, witii some features of genera!

Northampton Bailroad Company, in ac-

cordance With a new policy adopted
some two years ago, decided to abol-

ish a station at Plants vilie, a growing
manufacturing village in Connecticut,
iu the hope of coucmtr;.ting the traffic
at another station, a mile, distant. The
I'lantsvillo station was ouo of recog-
nized importance, and the village it-

self was the cuit-grow- ih of railroad
traffic, but the measure was an inci-

dent in the plau of the Company to
reduce expenses by the abandonment
of stations, and was duly consumma-
ted. An appeal from tho citizens of
the town to the railroad commicsiouers
was unsuccessful, but a similar appeal
this year to the Legislature resulted
iu that body, ordering the Company's
trains to stop regularly at the old sta-
tion. The stockholders of the corpo-
ration, however, at a meeting in Now
York recently, unanimously rejected
the order of the Legislature, which
took tho form of a compulsory amend-
ment to their charter. An appeal
must now be made to the court, whose
decision since it will be made in a
State free from Granger influences
will b-- of considerable interest. It is
to be observed, that the case covers
the question of the proper manage-
ment of railroads as affected by pub-li- e

convenience, and therein is ditl'or-en- t
from the Granger cases, which in-

volved the general management of
railroads by sweeping rules as to the
amount of fare and of freight charges.

The sudden death at Saratoga of
Hon. W. A. Graham, one of the Arbi
trators chosen by the Legislatures of
Maryland and Virginia to adjust the
boundary line between Virginia and
Maryland, brought the arbitration to
an abrupt conclusion.

The laws passed by the respective
States made no provision for an ap-
pointment to fill a vacancy in tho
Board, whether caused by death or
resignation; and as a consequence, tho
whole matter remains in statu quo un-
til the Legislature shall choose another
to fill Governor Graham's place. The
proceedings had progressed so far that
all the tebtimony had been educed and
the ergument on the part of Maryland
was about to be opened by Senator
Whyte, when Governor Graham's ex-
treme illness was announced, and th9
Board adjourned until some future
day.

His subsequent death has further
postponed any meeting until the nec-
essary legislative action is taken to
reorganize the Board.
From all we can learn, the loss of Gov-

ernor Graham has been a serious oue
to both States. From tho beginning
of the investigation, he was the most
attentive and diligent in his efforts to
understand the points of the contro-
versy, and most assiduously bent his
mind to grasp the difficulties of the
case, and all the counsel agree that
whatever might have been his conclu-
sions, they would have been fair and
impartial, and have been reached only
after the most mature deliberation.

It is sincerely to be hoped that his
successor in the Board may resemble
him in the qualities of mind and the
evenness of temper which he possessed.
In such a case brilliant talents too
often allied to restiessness and impa-tience.a- re

not needed.but the essentials
for the discharge of such duties are
clearness of judgment, calmness and
patience, and some common sense.

Let's see. Isn't it time for Ulysses
Third to be getting his first tooth ?

It is worthy of notice that all the
Republican Conventions endorse Pres-
ident Grant's administration, and
some of them commend its "purity."
